
4/21st Infantry Battalion Compilation of Vietnam Articles 
 
Forwarding note from Leslie Hines, ADVA Vietnam era historian for 2018. 
 
The Americal Division Veteranôs Association Historical Data Base contains many news articles, reports, 
unit albums, casualty reports, KIA information, videos and maps relating to units that served with the 
Americal Division.  My work on this effort began way back in the 1990s.  Many items came from 
veterans sharing their news articles with me or from tedious efforts to locate and transcribe the text and 
images from microfilm copies.  Today the data base now holds approximately 40% of the stories of our 
service in the Americal Division and supporting units.  But it is the result of my best effort.  
   I have realized that it might be difficult for a veteran to find stories about their battalion from the data 
base if they did not have some computer skills.  This compilation may come too late for some, but it is 
always something that I hoped that would be done by a unitôs web master or some other helpful soul as I 
continued to add more material to the data base.  But it is time that I start making the effort.  If for no 
other reason than to illustrate what can be done if someone makes the effort to compile their own unit 
stories from the data base.  
 
 This compilation limited to only news stories. These come from ñPacific Stars & Stripesò and the ñArmy 
Reporterò which published many of the articles provided by the Americal Division Information Office.  It 
also includes brigade command newsletters (11th LIB), the division daily newsheets, the Americal 
Division magazines (12 issues), the Americal Division Book (printed in July 1970), and 117 issues of the 
ñSouthern Crossò published in Vietnam were included.  Notable sources of stories that were not included 
in the compilation were the ADVA Newsletter/Journal stories and the 4/21st Battalion Newsletters. Some 
of the ADVA ñNewslettersò have been scanned as read only images.  The issues of the ADVA ñJournalò 
can be searched electronically  and currently is complete. It would be possible to select several more 
articles if I had time to research stories that did not provide the company name. For example a story 
might only refer to the action of a unit of the Americal Division or the 11th Bde engaging the enemy.  If 
the story indicated their were 23 enemy killed and a cache of 12 B-40 rockets I might be able to identify 
that the company was from the 4/21st Inf. Bn. when looking through the Division TOC S2/S3 reports. 
Without this determination we only know that it was an Americal or 11th Brigade unit.    
 
Note: References to photos may indicate that we have an image taken from microfilm or xerox copy.  
These may be found in PDF files in the historical data base or you may request copies of the images the 
ADVA historian.      
 
Only one tour book for the 4/21st Inf. Bn. from 1969 has been located.  These books are similar to high 
school year books.  These were created under the direction of the officer assigned duties as historian for 
the battalion.   We would like to locate a 1970 or 1971 version of the tour book or one from their training 
prior to going to Vietnam. 
 
Also, there were battalion newsletters printed for infantry battalions in the 11th Inf. Bde. as well as a 
newsletter for the 11th Inf. Bde. To date we have been able to locate 53 of the 11th Bde newsletters 
Trident. To date only a few 4/21 Inf. Newsletters from Jan. 1970 ï March 1971 have been located.  And 
there are very few 3/1st Inf. Bn. Battalion S2/S3 images.  These were not included in the compilation as 
they are nearly all about 4/21st soldiers and did not require compilation into this document.  Some 
quarterly historical summaries exist for the 5/46th Inf. Bn but none have been found for the 4/21st Inf. 
Bn.  
 
Another source that has not been worked is the news releases sent to home town newspapers with 
stories about our veterans.

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                           AMERICAL DIVISION HISTORY 
 
PART I 
    

   The reactivated Americal Division owes its early history to the formation of a task force which 
deployed to the South Pacific in World War II. In 1942, a task force was formed to defend the island of 
New Calendonia. The organization, designated Task Force 6814, was commanded by Brigadier 
General Alexander M. Patch.  It left New York on Jan. 23, 1942 for New Caledonia, going by way of 
Panama and Australia. The original Task Force 6814 was composed of the 132d, 164th and 182d 
Infantry Regiments; the 245th, 246th and 247th Field Artillery Battalions (Light);  
and the 221st Field Artillery Battalion (Medium).  Forty-five percent of the strength came from 
Massachusetts troops of the 26th Infantry Division's 51st Infantry Regiment; the remainder came mostly 
from Illinois and North Dakota. The troops trained on board ship while enroute to New Caledonia and 
after arrival at Noumea, New Caledonia on March 12, 1942, continued training for combat in jungle 
terrain. 
   On May 27, 1942, the task force was reconstituted and organized as the AMERICAL DIVISION.  The 
name was derived from combining "America" and "Caledonia".  The newly-designated division adopted 
a shoulder patch of four white stars on a blue field.  The stars are in the form of the Southern Cross, 
indicating organization of the division south of the Equator. 
   The division continued training until the 164th Infantry Regiment went into action on Guadalcanal on 
Oct. 13, 1942 -- the first U.S. Army unit to conduct an offensive operation against the enemy in any 
theater during World War II. Elements of the division defended Henderson Field against heavy enemy 
at tacks during Oct. 23 through Oct. 25, 1942 and took part in the offensive across the Matanikau River 
in November.  Organized resistance ended in January and the division left the front lines Feb. 9, 1943. 
   The Americal Division moved to the Fiji Islands beginning March 5, 1943 to assume the defense of 
the main island of Viti Navu and to engage in extensive training.  During the period Dec. 25, 1943 to 
Jan. 12, 1944 the Americal landed on Bougainville.  The division went on the offensive during March 
and April 1944, driving the Japanese east of the Maravia River and seized strategic hill masses and 
commanding terrain.  Training and long-range patrol activity then continued until Nov. 30, 1944, when 
the division was relieved. On Jan. 8, 1945, the division moved to Leyte and Samar to take part in 
cleaning out the remaining Japanese forces on those islands.  Leaving on March 13, 1945 from Leyte, 
the division landed on Cebu on March 26 and seized the city airfield in two days.  Divisional combat 
teams made landings on Bohol Negros and Mindanao, where they cleared out pockets of resisting 
Japanese.  On June 17 the division returned to Cebu, arriving on June 25.  Training continued on Cebu 
for the proposed invasion of Japan. 

 
   On Sept. 10, 1945, the Americal Division landed in Japan and took part in the occupation of the 
Yokohama-Kawasaki-Yokosuka area.  Elements began to leave on Nov. 29, 1945 for the United States 
where the division was inactivated on Dec. 12, 1945, at Fort Lawton, Washington.

PART II  

AMERICAL DIVISI ON HISTORY in Vietnam through 1967:  

 

   In Feb. 1967, COMUSMACV, General William C. Westmoreland, formed a 

planning  group to organize an Army task force to send to the troubled I 

Corps area of South Vietnam.  This planning group, led by Major General 

Willi am B. Rosson (later Lieutenant General) formed a multi - brigade force 

comprised of the 196 th  Light Infantry  Brigade; the 1st Brigade, 101st 

Airborne Division; and the 3d Brigade, 25th  Infantry Division (later 

designated 3d Brigade, 4th Infantry Division).  

The task force became operational April 20, 1967, under control of III  

Marine Amphibious Force (III MAF), with the 196th beginning operations near 

Chu Lai, in Quang Tin and Quang Ngai Provinces, and the 3d Brigade, 4th 

Infantry conducting search and destro y operations in Southern Quang Ngai 

Province.  In May, 1967, the 1st Brigade, 101st Airborne arrived at Duc Pho 

and began operations in the jungles west of there.  

   Early offensive operations conducted by Task Force Oregon included: 

Malheur I, and Malheur  II, Hood River, Benton, and Cook.  On Sept. 11, 

1967, Operation Wheeler was launched against elements of the 2nd NVA 

Division in the area northwest of Chu Lai.  

      On Sept. 22, 1967, Brigadier General Samuel W. Koster assumed command  

   of the task for ce, succeeding Maj. General Richard T. Knowles.  On Sept.  

   25, 1967, Task Force Oregon was reconstituted and redesignated as  

the Americal Division with an organization to consist of the 196th, 198th 

and 11th Infantry Brigades.  Operation Wheeler continue d and on October 4, 

1967, the 3rd Brigade, 1st  Cavalry Division (Airmobile) was placed under 

operational control of the Americal Division.  The "Garry Owen" brigade 

immediately launched Operation Wallowa in the northern sector of the 

Americal's area of ope ration.  On October 22, 1967 the 198th Light Infantry 

Brigade arrived in Vietnam to become part of the Americal Division.  The 

198th Deployed initially to Duc Pho  for combat training.  Upon completion 

of the training, the brigade moved to  the Chu Lai area a nd relieved the 

196th Brigade in place.  The 196th then assumed responsibility for the 

operational area of the 1st Brigade, 101st Airborne Division, which 

departed the Americal Division for II Corps Tactical  Zone on November 26, 

1967.  Operation Wheeler an d Wallowa were combined on  November 11, and the 

Wheeler/Wallowa operation conducted by the 196th Infantry Brigade, and the 

3rd Brigade, 1st Air Cavalry set the pace for Americal action in Quang Nam 

Provinces.  

   An official change of colors ceremony was he ld on October 26, and the  

Americal Division became the seventh Army Division fighting in Vietnam.  

General S.W. Koster, Commanding General, Americal Division, was promoted to 

Major General on the same day.  Battalions of the 3d Brigade, 4th Infantry 

Divisi on were employed in the Duc Pho area of operations throughout 1967 

and in 1968 controlled Operation  Muscatine.  Maneuver battalions of the 

brigade were also deployed in the northern provinces, and took part in 

Operation Wheeler/Wallowa. The 3d Brigade cond ucted combat operations in 

the mountains west of Duc Pho, and assisted in  

the combat orientation of the 198th Light Infantry Brigade during October 

and November 1967, and of the 11th Light Infantry Brigade, which arrived in 

Vietnam on December 20.  Operati on Muscatine, a multi - battalion operation in 

the northern districts  of Quang Ngai Province, was launched in early 

December by the 198th Brigade and units of the 3rd Brigade, 4th Infantry.  

The 3d Brigade, 4th Infantry assumed  control of the operation Janua ry 2, 

1968.   

   The "Jungle Warriors" of the 11th Infantry Brigade deployed initially to  

Duc Pho, and underwent combat training in that area.  Combat operations 

were  ater begun in the Duc Pho area of operations.  The end of 1967 saw the 

organization of the Americal Division as follows:  



196th Brigade; the 198th Brigade; 11th Brigade; 3d Brigade, 4th Infantry; 

and  the 3d Brigade, 1st Cavalry.

The next section is comprised of articles published in the Americal Division Daily Newsheets.  The original 
concept was to create a one page daily newsletter for soldiers in the field.  The ñDaily Newsheetsò were set up so that one 
copy was made for every eight soldiers in the field.   Combat action and some news from back in the states was provided.  In 
retrospect many of the infantry soldiers never recalled ever seeing or receiving  
a copy of their Divisionôs newsletters.

MIRACLE WEATHER REPORT 
Partly cloudy Saturday with little change.  Winds variable at 5-10 knots per hour.  High Saturday 95.  Low Saturday 73. 
AMERICAL DIVISION NEWS 
   CHU LAI (AMERICAL - IO)-- Operation Wheeler/Wallowa's enemy body count surged over the 7,000 mark yesterday as Americal 
Forces killed 137 Viet Cong and captured 28 weapons in heavy fighting approximately 25 miles northwest of Chu Lai.  Operation 
Wheeler/Wallowa which began as two separate offensives in the early fall were combined on Nov. 11, 1967.  Americal forces are 
conducting the operation in the northern part of Quang Tin Province and the southern portion of Quang Nam Province.  As of yesterday 
3,335 NVA soldiers and 3,806 Viet Cong have been killed.  There have been 1,089 individual weapons and 238 crew served weapons 
captured.  Americal forces have suffered 521 soldiers killed in the six month old offensive. 
   Besides the 137 Viet Cong killed by Operation Wheeler/Wallowa forces yesterday another Americal element reported three VC kills.  
Nineteen infantrymen were wounded and evacuated as a result of yesterday's fighting. 
   The village of Ap Bon (1) approximately three miles northeast of LZ Baldy was the scene of heavy fighting yesterday in which 112 VC 
were killed and 26 weapons were captured.   The opposing forces consisted of a heavily armed and well dug-in fortified enemy force and 
elements of the 1st Battalion, 6th Infantry and supporting APCs from "F" Troop, 17th Cavalry. 
   The time was mid-afternoon and "Charlie" was ready to spring his surprise ambush.   As elements of the 1st Battalion, 6th Infantry 
entered the village on a cordon and search operation, the main force VC unit opened up with small arms fire and grenades.  The action 
sharpened as the enemy poured in RPG and heavy machine gun fire.  The Americal forces reacted quickly and effectively and fought the 
enemy until 7:30 p.m. when contact broke.  The APCs from "F" Troop, 17th Cavalry using their superior fire power killed 50 of the enemy.  
A platoon of the 1st Battalion, 6th Infantry led by 2LT Richard A. Arrington had accounted for 45 of the kills and a reconnaissance element 
of the "Regulars" led by Thomas Bradbury had recorded 17 kills.  The 14 crew-served weapons captured included nine RPGs, one RPD, 
one Chicom machine gun and three recoilless rifles. 
   The 12 individual weapons were six AK-47s, four rifles, one SKS and an M-1 carbine. 
    Elsewhere in the 196th area of Operation Wheeler/Wallowa, "Charger" elements killed 10 enemy soldiers and detained 11 suspects. 
   A company of the 1st Battalion, 6th Infantry commanded by CPT Robert D. Leinen, Sr. (Auburn, N.Y.) killed one VC in a tunnel.  The 
tunnel contained two M-26 hand grenades, one Chicom hand grenade, one 60mm mortar base plate and an NVA shirt.  The company also 
detained six suspects.  "F" Troop, 17th Cavalry operating in the same area killed two VC, captured one K-44 and detained four suspects. 
   In other action yesterday a reconnaissance platoon of the 3d Battalion, 21st Infantry found a small enemy communications cache hidden 
in a hut.  One RPG rocket launcher and 500 rounds of linked 7.62 ammunition were also discovered in the hut. 
   A company of the 4th Battalion, 21st Infantry found a small enemy communications cache hidden in a hut.  One RPG rocket launcher and 
500 rounds of linked 7.62 ammunition were also discovered in the hut. 
   A company of the 4th Battalion, 31st Infantry commanded by CPT Daniel R. Mellon (Fairbanks, Alaska) killed two more VC from an 
ambush site.  Another company of the battalion led by CPT Larry R. Byers (Des Moines, Wash) found the body of a VC killed by artillery. 
   A gunship from "C" Troop, 7th Squadron, 17th Cavalry killed one VC while flying in general support of the 196th ground elements. 
    A reconnaissance platoon of the 1st Battalion, 20th Infantry killed one VC carrying a gas mask, a VC pack and some documents.  
Another company of the "Syke's Regulars" detained one suspect who was evacuated for questioning. 
(Above one or both units involved elements of A Company 1/20).  
   In other Operation Wheeler/Wallowa action Americal's 1st Squadron, 1st Cavalry and supporting gunships met scattered enemy 
resistance yesterday in an area seven miles northeast of Thang Binh where 111 VC were killed Wednesday.  Yesterday the 1st Cavalry 
units and gunships from "C" Troop, 7th  Squadron, 17th Cavalry killed 15 VC as they continued operations in the area. 
    Naval gunfire and air strikes were called in on suspected enemy locations Wednesday night.  Yesterday morning the Americal forces 
went into police the battlefield and began a sweeping operation to the north and east.  Throughout the day sniper and light small arms fire 
was reported.  By dusk the 1st Cavalry units had recorded three VC kills.  "C" Troop, 7th Squadron, 17th Cavalry gunships were 
responsible for 12 of the day's enemy body count as they flew close support and screening missions to back up the ground units. 
   Three VC were killed yesterday by Americal's 11th Brigade in action in Operation Muscatine and in the Duc Pho area.  The "Jungle 
Warriors" also detained four suspects for questioning. 
   A "Shark" gunship from the 174th Aviation Company killed an enemy soldier in the morning while flying support for a combat assault four 
miles north of Quang Ngai.  The VC was carrying a pack, an M-26 hand grenade, and documents. 
   The brigade's command and control ship was responsible for a VC kill in the afternoon 10 miles southeast of Quang Ngai.  The aircraft 
went in to evacuate the enemy soldier who appeared to be wounded.  As the helicopter touched down, the soldier hurled a grenade which 
bounced off the side of the aircraft and killed the VC. 
   A VC detainee led a unit of the 11th Brigade to a weapons cache.  When he opened the entrance to the cache, an explosion occurred, 
killing. 
   A company from Task Force Barker found and destroyed eight hand grenades and a 60mm mortar round during operations 11 miles 
northeast of Quang Ngai. 
   Light enemy activity was reported yesterday in Americal' 198th Brigade area near Chu Lai and no enemy were killed. 
    Civic action soldiers and medics of the "Brave and Bold" Brigade treated 558 Vietnamese in area medical visits yesterday.

   Sunday will be partly cloudy with light fog in the valleys during the early morning and scattered rain 
showers in the mountains in the afternoon and early evening.  The winds will be from the south and the high 
for tomorrow 95 and the low tomorrow night 75. 
 
AMERICAL DIVISION NEWS 
   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO) - Action was sporadic yesterday as Americal units experienced minimal enemy 
resistance in their southern I Corps area.  Division forces killed 13 VC and captured five individual weapons. 
Division units suffered 15 soldiers wounded and evacuated for treatment. 
   Elements of Americalôs 1st Squadron, 1st Cavalry killed six VC yesterday during fighting in Operation 
Wheeler/Wallowa.  Four of the VC were killed by elements of ñFò Troop, 8th cavalry in fighting five miles 
northeast of Thang Binh.  An air strike in support of ground troops accounted for two more VC killed and the 
destruction of 15 fortified structures and two bunkers in the same area. 
   During lightly scattered contacts, Americalôs 11th Brigade killed four VC and detained 27 suspects for 
questioning yesterday. 
   A company of the 4th Battalion, 3d Infantry commanded by CPT Vernon Campbell (Patten, Maine) killed a 
VC yesterday morning three miles west of Binh Son in Operation Muscatine.  the enemy soldier was 
carrying documents and a hand grenade.  Another ñOld Guardò company located and destroyed six Chicom 
mortar rounds seven miles northeast of Quang Ngai. 
   ñAero Scoutsò of the 123d Aviation Battalion killed one VC in a brief engagement eight miles northeast of 
Quang Ngai.  Later the ground units of the Scouts apprehended 14 suspects. 
   Infantrymen from the 3d Battalion, 1st Infantry led by CPT Joe Rhinehart (Canton, N.C.), killed a VC 
during a patrol six miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   Thursday evening, cavalrymen from the 1st Armored Cavalry killed an enemy soldier and found a hand 
grenade and some equipment four miles southwest of Duc Pho. 

   Nine tunnel complexes, two of them large enough to hold two VC companies, were 
uncovered and destroyed by 4th Battalion, 21st Infantry soldiers. 
   Thursday, the Volunteer Informant Program conducted by the 4th Battalion, 3d Infantry in Operation 
Muscatine, collected three LAWs, 49 mortar rounds, 34 anti-personnel mines, 4,800 rounds of .30 caliber 
ammunition.  
   Elements of Americalôs 198th Infantry Brigade killed three VC yesterday in Operation Burlington Trail and 
Wheeler/Wallowa. 
   An Americal artillery Forward Observer, flying in support of Operation Wheeler/Wallowa ground forces, 
spotted two VC yesterday.  The Viet Cong were killed when he accurately called in artillery fire upon them. 
   An element of the 1st Battalion, 52d Infantry apprehended three suspects in Operation Wheeler/Wallowa 
yesterday.  Two of the suspects were carrying hand grenades.  Another unit of the same battalion engaged 
a group of VC in a fire fight as a Vietnamese civilian led them to a hidden weapons cache.  The unit called in 
artillery and gunships on the enemy.  There was no damage assessment made at the end of the afternoon 
when the unit was removed from the area. 
   In Operation Burlington Trail, and element of the 1st Battalion, 52d Infantry killed one VC and destroyed 
10 punji pits yesterday.  Moments after the first contact, the unit engaged another VC who fled leaving his 
Chicom carbine. 
   Elements of the 5th Battalion, 46th Infantry operating south of Chu Lai, yesterday, discovered two tunnels, 
450 pounds of corn and detained a suspect who was carrying 100 birth certificates.

MIRACLE WEATHER REPORT 
   Wednesday will be partly cloudy with rain showers in the mountains and fog in the valleys in the morning.  
The winds will be southeasterly from 5 ï 10 knots.  The high tomorrow 95 and the low Wednesday night 75. 
 
AMERICAL DIVISION NEWS 
   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO) ï Action tapered of in the Americal Divisionôs area of southern I Corps 
yesterday.  In sporadic contacts Americalôs soldiers killed 18 VC and five NVA and captured five individual 
weapons. 
   Activity was heavy in the Duc Pho area yesterday as Americalôs 11th Brigade killed 11 enemy soldiers, 
apprehended 19 suspects and captured five weapons in southern Quang Ngai Province. 
   A Viet Cong rallier led a unit of the 3rd Battalion, 1st Infantry commanded by 2LT William T. Archibald 
(Union, Ill) to a tunnel containing three VC in an area three miles southeast of Mo Duc.  The ñAlways Firstò 
unit killed the three VC during a subsequent firefight and captured two weapons and four hand grenades.  
Other infantrymen of the 3rd Battalion, 1st Infantry killed two VC and detained three suspects yesterday 
during two contacts northwest of Duc Pho. 
   Personnel from APCs of the 1st Armored Cavalry led by SSG Riley Hester (Dexter, Mo.) found three NVA 
bodies, explosives, satchel charges, two AK-47s and two Chicom hand grenades during a sweep southeast 
of the LZ Bronco perimeter.  They also detained one suspect for questioning. 

   Units of the 4th Battalion, 21st Infantry killed two VC, detained five suspects and captured a .45 
caliber pistol and a box of medical supplies in operations southeast of Duc Pho yesterday.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO) ï Action decreased yesterday as scattered skirmishes in the Americal Divisionôs 
area of southern I Corps resulted in 15 VC and 31 NVA killed and 62 individual and 16 crew-served 
weapons captured. 
   Activity in the 196th Infantry Brigadeôs area of operations slackened yesterday as brigade forces killed 42 
enemy soldiers and captured 11 weapons in Operation Wheeler/Wallowa. 
   A unit of the 2nd Battalion, 1st Infantry killed four NVA and captured three weapons yesterday in action 
four miles north of Que Son.  the weapons captured included two AK-47s and one K-44 rifle. 
   A unit of the 1st Battalion, 6th found one NVA yesterday who had been killed by an air strike and an AK-47 
in an area eight miles south of Que Son.  In the same area infantrymen of the battalion found 17 dead NVA 
who were recently killed by artillery and air strikes.  A Reconnaissance Patrol called in artillery fire on a 
group of VC 10 miles west of Que Son resulting in three VC killed. 
   A unit of the 1st Battalion, 52nd Infantry received automatic weapons fire and subsequently killed nine 
NVA during a fire fight in an area seven miles southwest of Que Son.  In the contact two Ak-37s and a 12.7 
anti-aircraft machinegun were captured. 
   A company of the 3rd Battalion, 21st Infantry, ñGimletsò, led by CPT Robert E. Corregan Jr. (Arlington, Va) 
observed and engaged two NVA in fox holes eight miles southwest of Que Son.  The infantrymen killed the 
two NVA and captured a BAR and an SKS.  in the same area, the unit engaged and killed another NVA.  
Another ñGimletò company led by CPT Dennis A. Leach (Fairmont, Minn) engaged and killed two VC in 
separate contacts five miles west of Que Son. 
   Infantrymen of the 198th Infantry Brigade uncovered a large weapons cache in Operation Burlington Trail 
yesterday.  Soldiers of the 1st Battalion, 46th Infantry were led to a large weapons cache by a detainee in an 
area 16 miles northwest of Cu Lai.  The infantrymen found 65 weapons and more than 15,000 round of 
small arms ammunition.  in the cache there were 50 individual and 15 crew-served weapons. 
   Civic action soldiers of the ñBrave and Boldò Brigade treated 89 Vietnamese during two MEDCAPs 
yesterday.  
   Americalôs 11th Infantry Brigade reported light enemy contact in their portion of the Quang Ngai Province 
yesterday.  The ñJungle Warriorsò killed four enemy soldiers, detained three suspects and captured two 
individual weapons.

   Infantrymen of the 3rd Battalion, 21st Infantry killed one VC in action six miles southeast of Que Son. 
   Infantrymen from the 11th Brigadeôs 3rd Battalion, 1st Infantry commanded by CPT Joe Rhinehart 
(Canton, N.C.) engaged a group of VC six miles west of Duc Pho yesterday.  In the brief fire fight, brigade 
soldiers killed four of the Viet Cong. 

   An offensive sweep around Lam Binh Lake four miles southeast of Duc Pho by a unit of the 4th 
Battalion, 21st Infantry led by CT Fred H. Mowrey (San Gabriel, Calif) resulted in one VC killed, 
two suspects apprehended and two booby trapped 105 rounds destroyed.  Another unit of the 
same battalion operating five miles south of Duc Pho killed another VC yesterday afternoon. 
   In Operation Muscatine, ñAero Scoutò gunships supporting ARVN soldiers yesterday, three miles east of 
Quang Ngai, unleashed numerous rockets on an unknown size enemy force.  No assessment of damage 
has been reported.

   Americalôs 198th Infantry Brigade saw scattered action throughout their portion of Quang Tin Province 
yesterday as brigade soldiers captured two weapons in Operation Burlington Trail. 
   A 196th Infantry Brigade company of the 4th Battalion, 31st Infantry received small arms, grenade and 
mortar fire from an unknown size enemy force yesterday five miles north of Tien Phuoc. Air Force fighters 
and Division gunships called in to support the action drew fire as they bombarded their targets.  In the 
action, six secondary explosions wee observed.  A search of the area after the fight revealed seven NVA 
kills which were accredited to the 4th Battalion, 31st Infantry soldiers. 
   An ambush patrol of the 1st Battalion, 52nd Infantry engaged and killed one VC and captured one AK-47 
in action 10 miles north of Que Son.

   An 11th Brigade unit of the 4th Battalion, 21st Infantry engaged and killed a VC 11 miles 
northeast of Quang Ngai.

A series of 14-21 shots are 
needed for the cure of rabies. 
   We cannot completely eliminate the carriers of rabies  However, we can avoid the disease.  Animals can 
be immunized for rabies.  Stay away from stray animals and report any suspected case of rabies for medical 
treatment immediately.

           WAR TROPHIES 
   Everybody in Vietnam is interested in war trophies, especially if the trophies are firearms picked up in the 
field.  However, sawed-off shot guns, rifles with barrels less  than 16 inches, zip guns, automatic weapons, 
silencers, along with tanks, APCs and aircraft may NOT be taken home. 
   If you are found to be the holder of explosives or any other prohibited articles, you won't be leaving 
Vietnam.  You may be sent back to your old unit and await disciplinary action, if the violations are serious 
enough. 
   Contact your provost marshal and adjutant general sections for more information about sending home 
your war trophies.

  A reconnaissance element of the 4th Bn., 3d Inf. found a cache of 17 individual weapons in a hole 11 miles 
northwest of Duc Pho.  The haul included eight SKS rifles, six M-1 carbines, two French grease guns, one 
AK-47 rifle and 300 pounds of rice. 
   Near the Song Tra Khuc, eight miles west of Quang Ngai City, F Trp., 1st Cav. killed one VC. 
   A 3d Bn., 1st Inf. reconnaissance element killed two VC by a trail 17 miles northwest of Duc Pho.   
   Troops of a 1st Bn., 20th Inf. company killed one VC among huts three miles north of Duc Pho. 
   The 1st Bn., 20th Inf. command and control element detained a total of six VC suspects in three incidents 
southeast of Duc Pho. 
   Another 1st Bn., 20th Inf. company detained three VC suspects in the same area. 
   MPs of the 11th Bd. and the National Police detained four military - age male VC suspects on Highway 1 
four miles north of Duc Pho. 
   Under the Voluntary Informant Program (VIP), 11th Inf. Bde. soldiers received two LAWs, two 105mm 
howitzer rounds, five 4.2" mortar rounds, one 81mm mortar round, four 60mm mortar rounds, five M-26 
grenades, 27 M-79 rounds, and over 250 rounds of small arms ammo from Vietnamese civilians. 
   In the 196th Inf. Bde. area of operations, "Charger" units killed seven VC and two NVA, and captured 
10,500 pounds of rice. 
   A 4th Bn., 21st Inf. reconnaissance element killed one VC with small arms fire 14 miles southwest of Hoi 
An.  The "Gimlets" also found 4,000 pounds of rice in their area. 
   A 4th Bn., 21st Inf. company found one dead VC in a cave and killed another one by calling artillery fire on 
him in action centered in an area seven miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   A 3d Bn., 1st Inf. company killed a total  of four VC in four separate actions in an area centered 12 miles 
west of Tam Ky.

   Later, another company of the battalion found 1,000 pounds of  rice in the same area.

   The 4th Bn., 21st Inf., received eight M-79 rounds, one M-72 warhead, 1 1/4 pound of C4, five 
M-26 grenades, one 60mm mortar round, and three 2.75 rockets Sunday under the VIP. 
  The 2d Bn., 1st Inf. received six 105mm howitzer rounds, eight  M-79 rounds, and one M-26 
grenade the same day, also under the VIP. 
   Units of the 198th Inf. Bde. reported killing two VC yesterday. 
   In the Chu Lai area a 5th Bn., 46th Inf. company, led by 1LT James J. Frazier (Decatur, Ill.) killed one VC 
who attempted to flee the "Professionals" southwest of Chu Lai. 
   "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. killed one VC while flying in support of "Brave and Bold" soldiers south 
of Chu Lai. 
   In the Burlington Trail area a 1st Bn., 52d Inf. company, led by CPT Jack W. Sorensen (Council Bluffs, 
Iowa), discovered 1,000 pounds of rice and destroyed one booby-trapped hand grenade west of Tam Ky. 
   Civic action soldiers of the brigade treated 524 Vietnamese during five MEDCAPs.

   "Charger" units of the 196th Inf. Bde. and a Mobile Strike Force element OPCON to the 196th killed two 
NVA and two VC and detained two VC suspects in action near Tam Ky and Que Son. 
   Mobile Strike Force 14 engaged a platoon-sized element 11 miles west of Que Son early in the morning 
and killed two NVA and detained two VC suspects and three AK-47 rifles. 
   A Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav., OPCON with the 2-1st Inf., caught three VC fleeing west and killed one with 
small arms fire 23 mile southwest of Tam Ky.  Nearer Tam Ky, recon troops of the 3-21st Inf. also killed one 
VC suspect fleeing west. 
   Troops of the 198th Inf. Bde. and supporting gunships killed four VC and detained two VC suspects during 
light contact in the "Brave and Bold" area. 
   "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. killed four VC while flying a visual recon mission over an area 10 miles 
west of Chu Lai at noon.  The VC were carrying packs and Chicom hand grenades. 
   Two VC suspects were detained three miles south of Chu Lai by Co. A, 5-46 Inf., led by CPT Herbert A. 
Walter (Columbus, Ga.). 
    Infantrymen of 5-46 and 1-6 spent the afternoon patrolling the Chu Lai area to ensure the safety of 
thousands of Americal Division troops who watched the Bob Hope Christmas show at the Division 
amphitheater. 
In a day of very light action, 11th Inf. Bde. troops found the graves of four NVA soldiers, detained one VC 
suspect and assembled nine weapons from parts captured in a cache three days ago. 
   The NVA graves, approximately two days old, were found 25 miles west of Duc Pho by a recon platoon of 
the 3-1st Inf. The NVA had been killed by small arms fire. 
   The first platoon of Co. C, 4-21st Inf. completed assembling parts of nine-weapons, including two French 
rifles, a French sub-machinegun, a Chicom K-44, two 30-cal. rifles, two M-1 carbines and a 12-guage 
shotgun. 
   A 60-year-old Vietnamese female suspected of being a Viet Cong was detained three miles northwest of 
Duc Pho by Co. A, B-1 Inf. 
       Two VC were killed two miles northeast of Thang Binh by B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 
One Americal Division soldier was killed and one wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, while two 
members of the Mobile Strike Force were killed and eight evacuated, according to an initial report.

    CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Americal Division forces reported killing two NVA  
and 25 VC, discovering the bodies of two VC and two NVA, detaining 21 VC suspects and capturing seven 
weapons as action picked up yesterday following the Christmas standdown in southern I Corps. 
    Action was heaviest in the 196th Inf. Bde. area where infantry, cavalry, and Mobile Strike Force units 
killed one NVA and 15 VC and discovered two VC bodies. 
    Elements of the 1-46 Inf. and 4-31st Inf. accounted for nine VC dead in two incidents west of Tam Ky.  An 
NVA doctor and his nurse were detained by Co. C, 4-31st Inf. in the same general area, and the doctor 
indicated that his aid station had been destroyed previously.  In a pack he carried penicillin and documents. 
   Recon elements of the 3-21st Inf. killed two VC in separate incidents near Thang Binh, and soldiers at an 
observation post of the 2-1st Inf. killed one VC about 100 meters from the base. 
   F Trp., 8th Cav., working part of the day in the 196th area, killed two VC in mid-morning action near Tien 
Phuoc.  F Trp., 17th Cav. discovered two VC bodies, apparently dead several days. 
   Mobile Strike Force 14 killed one NVA 12 miles west of Que Son in the morning and killed a VC by calling 
in artillery support nearer Que Son in the afternoon. 
    One NVA and two VC were killed, two NVA bodies were discovered, 17 VC suspects detained, and 
seven individual weapons captured in the 11th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Co. D, 4-21st Inf. found two NVA soldiers in graves among three huts near a stream 20 miles west of Duc 
Pho.  Near the same site later, Co. D found and destroyed 16 huts, livestock, and 300 pounds of rice.  One 
secondary explosion occurred as the supplies were destroyed. 
   Co. B, 4-21st Inf. killed one VC near a stream 21 miles west of Duc Pho, and Co. D, 3-1st Inf. killed a 
fleeing NVA in a green uniform 10 miles southwest of Quang Ngai City.  Both companies retrieved the dead 
soldiers' AK-47 rifles. 
   Elements of the 11th's aviation section killed two VC west of Que Son. 
   Other weapons captured included tow K-44 rifles and a shotgun by Co. A, 1-20 Inf. and an M-1 rifle and 
shotgun by Co. C, 4-21st Inf. C Co. also found an enemy base camp of 10 huts, including a mess hall, and 
two bundles of punji sticks, two AM radios, two tons of rice and six pounds of explosives. 
   Three large groups of VC suspects were detained in the Duc Pho area. 
   To the south, Co. B, 4-3 Inf. halted seven VC suspects, and Co. D, 4-3 Inf. stopped five without ID cards.  
To the northwest near railroad trucks, Co, C, 1-20 Inf. detained five VC suspects who tried to flee from U.S. 
troops. 
    Air power accounted for the deaths of four VC in the 198th Inf. Bde. area as "Aero Scouts" of the 123d 
Avn. Bn. and FAC recon aircraft killed two VC near Binh Son and Tien Phuoc. 
   The "Aero Scouts" engaged and killed the VC while flying a visual recon mission in support of 198th 
troops southwest of Binh Son about noon.  Air strikes by the recon aircraft against three sampans killed two 
VC southwest of Tien Phuoc late in the afternoon. 
   VC suspects were detained by Co. C, 5-46 Inf., led by 1LT James J. Frazier (Decatur, Ill.), and Co. C, 1-52 
Inf., led by CPT Archibald L.J. Hall (San Antonio, Tex.).  Each halted two in the Chu Lai and Oregon areas.  
The 1-52 infantrymen caught their suspects after one three a Chicom hand grenade at them. 
   In civic action programs last week, 198th soldiers treated 2239 Vietnamese during medical assistance 
visits and distributed a half ton of clothing to the villagers.  "Brave and Bold" troops also contributed to 
Christmas festivities at the Vietnamese Catholic orphanage north of Chu Lai. 
   In the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. and Oregon areas, the busy F Troopers of the 8th Cav. upped their day's body 
count to six VC by killing four more in incidents near Que Son and Tam Ky.  One kill came in Operation 
Hardin Falls and one in the Oregon Area. 
    One Americal Division soldier was killed and three wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to an initial report.

    CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Americal Division forces reported killing 16 NVA and 33 VC, discovering 1 VC body, 
detaining 38 VC suspects and capturing eight individual and one crew-served weapon, and 4 1/2 tons of rice in heavy 
action in southern I Corps yesterday. 
   Two units of the 198th Inf. Bde. one supporting gunships killed 14 NVA and 11 VC and captured seven weapons, one 
crew-served, plus seven mortars and 26 hand grenades in three encounters while on patrol seven miles west of Tam Ky. 
  Two NVA were killed in each of the first two incidents, including a pair surprised at a distance of less than 100 meters.  
Two AK-447 rifles, a pistol, an RPD machinegun, and the grenades were taken. 
   Two more NVA were killed and their AK-47's captured in mid-morning by Co., C, 1-52 Inf., led by CPT James Hall (San 
Antonio, Tex.), on patrol nine miles west of Tam Ky.  Ten hand grenades were also recovered. 
   Busiest division troopers were the "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. who engaged enemy troops eight times and 
killed seven NVA and 11 VC in the Tien Phuoc and Binh Son areas. 
   In a four-hour period around noon, the "Aero Scouts" encountered VC three times southwest of Binh Son and killed six.  
Shortly afterwards, in a two-hour period, the gunships engaged NVA and VC troops three more times south of Tien 
Phuoc and killed four NVA and four VC. 
   In the evening the "Aero Scouts" killed three NVA and one VC in two incidents within 15 minutes.  In all eight sections, 
the gunships were flying visual recon missions in support of 198th Bde, infantrymen. 
   The seven mortar rounds--four 82mm and three 81mm--were captured in a joint effort by Co. A, 1-6 Inf. and a recon 
platoon of Co. E, 1-6 Inf. They were led by CPT John M. Plese (Granite City, Ill.) and 2LT William Christy (Lebanon, 
Ind.), respectively. 
   Two NVA and 15 VC were killed, 53 refugees relocated and 4500 pounds of rice captured in the 196th Inf. Bde. area. 
   The day's largest single encounter with enemy troops occurred outside Cobra, an observation post of the 2-1st Inf. 
west of Tam Ky.  Cobra observed seven VC enter a nearby hooch and called in artillery fire which killed all seven.  To 
the northwest, Tiger another 2-1 OP, located a ton of rice in a hooch. 
   Co. A, 1-46th Inf. joined the rice harvest by  collecting 2500 pounds in three finds 11 miles southwest of Hoi An.  Two 
caches of 800 pounds each were found in two woven baskets and behind a paddy dike while 900 more pounds were 
unearthed in a hooch. 
   Troops of the 3-21st Inf., operating in company, OP, and recon groups, accounted for six dead VC northwest of Tam 
Ky. Co. A killed four VC moving west and took documents from their packs.  A 3-21 recon platoon killed one VC 
scrambling into a hole, while a 3-21 OP called in artillery fire to kill a VC in a bunker complex. 
   Artillery fire also killed two NVA after Co. A, 4-31st Inf. spotted three NVA in khaki uniforms going west at a point 22 
miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Cavalry units working with 196th troops relocated refugees, and killed two VC northwest of Tam Ky.  
   F Trp., 17th Cav., moving with the 4-31st Inf., helped relocate 53 refugees who asked to be moved from an area 23 
miles west of Tam Ky.  They were taken to Que Son. 
   A Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav., OPCON to the 2-1st Inf., killed two VC moving west, both were carrying M-26 
fragmentation grenades. 
   Moderate action in the 11th Inf. Bde. area revolved around two units of the 4-3 Inf. as six VC were killed, one VC body 
found, 38 VC suspects detained, and the weapons and two tons of rice captured. 
   Co. C, 4-3 Inf. engaged three VC and killed them after being ambushed six miles southwest of Que Son, while Co. B 
found three VC killed by artillery fire seven miles west of Que Son. 
   Both companies were busy eight miles southwest of Duc Pho in a village near the coast.  Co. C, led by 1LT Ralph 
Burkhart (Kansas City, Mo.), detained 28 VC suspects and took a carbine and a K-44 rifle.  Seven suspects were held 

with one confirmed as a VC and another believed to be the local guerilla chief.  Co. B found a wounded VC hiding in a 
hole and detained one VC suspect west of the village. 
   Co. D, 4-21st Inf. uncovered a two-week-old grave of a VC killed by air strikes and then found a newly 
constructed base camp with 15 stone-walled huts and two tons of rice hidden in a nearby hut encircled with 
barbed wire. 
   Companies of the 1-20 Inf. detained nine VC suspects. 
   One VC was killed by B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. in contacts five miles southeast of Que Son. 
   No Americal Division soldiers were killed and four were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment,  according to 
an initial report.

    CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Americal Division forces reported killing 21 VC, 
detaining 10 VC suspects and capturing one weapon and almost six tons of rice in moderate action in 
southern I Corps yesterday. 
   Units of the 11th Inf. Bde. killed nine VC and detained seven VC suspects, but the day's body count was 
overshadowed by several discoveries of enemy materiel and weaponry. 
   The Volunteer Informant Program, VIP, continued to prove its worth as 20 Vietnamese children turned 
over 120 Chicom hand grenades and one 155mm round to an 11th Bde. loudspeaker team north of Duc 
Pho in the morning.  The children promised to return with more spoils today. 
   Cos. B and D of the 4-21st Inf. spent much of the day raiding enemy base camps, destroying huts, and 
rounding up supplies, including 7500 pounds of rice. 
   D Co. hit two base camps near a stream 23 miles west of Duc Pho.  In the first, 13 huts were destroyed, 
many with sleeping quarters for 20 people and one divided into a classroom-mess hall. 
   Near the camp, a rack designed to hold seven weapons was confiscated along with 7000 pounds of rice 
and documents and signs.  Another 18 huts were located later in the same area, and a dozen M-79 rounds 
and an NVA entrenching tool were found.  The huts were destroyed. 
   In operations near a stream two miles further west, B Co. found eight huts, three on stilts, and trip flares, 
foxholes, and 500 pounds of rice. 
   Among the day's detainees was a VC suspect who presented an identification card but was tripped up by 
a recon element of the 1-20 Inf. which discovered he couldn't speak Vietnamese. 
   Near a position of Co. A, 4-3 Inf., a VC female attempted to rotate a claymore mine towards the 
Americans.  She was killed when the mine exploded as she turned it. 
   Nearby, the "Old Guard" soldiers found the bodies of two VC killed during a firefight the night before when 
a small arms and artillery battle had erupted.  Also recovered were several grenades while three VC 
suspects were held. 
   The value of cavalry and air support was obvious in the 196th Inf. Bde. area where gunships, artillery and 
ground troops combined to kill five VC and capture one AK-47 rifle and 1850 pounds of rice. 
   "Blue Ghost" gunships of the 8th Cav. killed two VC 15 miles west of Tam Ky and nine miles further west, 
an aerial observer working with the 4-31st Inf spotted six VC in the open and directed 3-82 Arty. fire to kill 
one. 
   The 3-82 also answered a call from Co. C, 2-1st Inf. after a large group of VC were spotted in a ravine 18 
miles southwest of Hoi An.  One VC was killed by small arms fire and the gathering routed.  
   Infantrymen of Co. D, 4-31st Inf. accounted for the other VC kill when they trapped an enemy soldier 
fleeing a hut five miles from the battle area in the ravine. 
   Rice caches were seized by F Trp., 17th Cav. working with the 4-31st Inf., and a patrol from Tiger Base, A 
2-1st Inf. observation post. 
   F Trp. gathered 1300 pounds of rice from an area in and around hooches 26 miles west of Tam Ky. the 
OP patrol, moving 22 miles northwest of Tam Ky, found two crocks containing 200 pounds of rice apiece 
and then discovered cans holding 150 more pounds in a rice paddy area. 
   Seven VC were killed, four by gunships just after daybreak, and three VC suspects were detained in a day 
of light action in the 198th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Gunships of the 176th Assault Hel. Co., working with the 1-6 and 5-46 Inf., killed two VC each in contacts 
northwest of Binh Son.  Later, Co. A, 5-46 Inf., surprised five VC and killed two in a brief firefight nine miles 
west of Binh Son. 
   No Americal Division soldiers were killed, and five were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to a initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Americal Division forces reported killing one NVA and 38 VC, discovering the 
bodies of one NVA and one VC, capturing one VC, four individual weapons and a ton of rice, and relocating 
84 refugees in heavy action yesterday in southern I Corps. 
   Units of the 11th Inf. Bde. and supporting gunships killed one NVA and 21 VC, found one VC body and 
three weapons, and detained 28 VC suspects in the Duc Pho area. 
   An early-morning encounter with a large VC force produced nine VC dead and 13 VC suspects detained 
for Co. D, 1-20 Inf. and "Shark" gunships of the 174th Assault Helicopter Co. 
   At 0750 hours, Co. D, led by CPT Jerald D. O'Leary (St. Louis, Mo.) was fired on by an undetermined 
number of VC and immediately returned fire and called in the "Sharks."  In minutes the gunships were on 
target to kill five VC. 
   Co. D followed the air assault with a barrage that killed four more VC and corralled 13 VC suspects.  The 
action, which lasted only 15 minutes, occurred in and around a village near a lake 10 miles southeast of 
Quang Ngai City. 
   Almost 12 hours later at nightfall, Co. D surprised two VC in the same general area and killed both with 
small arms fire.  Cos. B and C of the 1-20 Inf. and a supporting element accounted for three VC dead in  as 
many other incidents west of Duc Pho. 
   "Aero Scouts" of the 123rd Avn. Bn. flying eight miles west of Duc Pho, caught and killed four VC in a 
clearing. 
   Three companies of the 4-21 Inf. were busy in an area 20-24 miles west of Duc Pho where two VC were 
killed, an AK-47 rifle captured and an M-72 LAW rocket found and destroyed.  The body of one VC, killed by 
air strikes, was found in a grave near a stream. 
   In three incidents south of Duc Pho, units of the 4-3 Inf. killed one VC and detained 14 VC suspects, two of 
whom presented altered ID cards. 
   Action was light as units of the 196th Inf. Bde. operated between Hoi An and Tam Ky and killed eight VC 
and captured one in six incidents, detained two VC suspects, relocated 84 refugees, and found a ton of rice. 
   Co. C, 1-46 Inf. relocated 57 refugees from an area 22 miles south of Hoi An to Nui Loc Son, and Co. C's 
second platoon found 1800 pounds of rice nearby.  Later, F Trp., 17th Cav. raised to 85 the number of 
refugees it has relocated to Nui Loc Son in the past four days by moving 27 people from an area 18 miles 
west of Tam Ky. 
   Three VC were killed in one fire-fight with a recon element of the 3-21 Inf. 16 miles west of Tam Ky.  All 
were attempting to flee north.  Nearby, Co. C, 3-21 Inf. killed a VC in a khaki uniform as he ran west.  
Further west, a 3-21 recon element located 200 pounds of rice in hootches. 
   One VC was killed by Co. D, 1-46 Inf. as he started to lob a grenade near the unit's perimeter 17 miles 
south of Hoi An.  Later, the "Professionals" captured a VC and his AK-47 rifle six miles southwest of Hoi An. 
Three incidents in the 198th Inf. Bde. area resulted in seven VC dead and one VC suspect detained.  The 
body of an NVA killed by artillery was found.

    C Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. killed one VC seven miles west of Tam Ky, and "Blue Ghost" gunships of F 
Trp., 8th Cav. killed one VC in the same area. 
        No Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 15 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to an initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Action decreased sharply in southern I Corps yesterday as Americal Division 
forces reported killing one NVA and nine VC, discovering the body of one VC, detaining 1 VC suspects, 
relocating 30 refugees, and capturing three tons of rice, all in the Tam Ky and Duc Pho areas. 
   The total body count differed greatly from the average daily count of the previous week which saw 24 NVA 
and 63 VC killed. 
   The majority of the day's contacts with enemy forces occurred in the 196th Inf. Bde. area where two units 
killed six VC and relocated 30 refugees, and a third unit discovered three tons of rice. 
   Co. C, 3-21 Inf. engaged six VC during the day and killed four in three encounters.  At 1750 and 1845 
hours, Co. C killed two VC with small arms fire as they fled west 13 miles west of Tam Ky.  In later afternoon 
in the same area, the "Gimlets" took on four VC in a firefight and killed two. 
   Between shooting incidents, Co. C helped 30 Vietnamese refugees move from the area to Nui Loc Son. 
   Elements of the 4-31 Inf. accounted for the other VC kills, both 25 miles West of Tam Ky. 
   Co. C, 1-46 Inf. found three tons of rice in 15 large crocks in two hootches 11 miles southwest of Hoi An.  
The rice was held for distribution to Vietnamese villagers. 
   In the 11th Inf. Bde. area, one NVA and one VC were killed, one VC body was found, and 21 VC suspects 
were detained. 
   Co. B, 4-21 Inf., operating 22 miles northwest of Duc Pho, found the body of an NVA killed by small arms 
fire in the previous 24 hours and, about an hour later in the afternoon, located the body of a VC killed much 
earlier by air strikes. 
   Co. B, 1-20 Inf., led by CPT John R. Hill (Winchendon, Mass.), killed an evading VC in a rice paddy five 
miles northwest of Duc Pho in the morning and then joined Cos. C and D to round up 12 VC suspects in the 
area.  Co. C, 4-3 Inf. detained the other nine VC three miles south of Duc Pho. 
   Two VC were killed in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area by A Trp. and a "Blue Ghost" gunship of F Trp., 8th 
Cav.  Both were working west of Tam Ky. 
   Relative quiet prevailed in the 198th Inf. Bde. area where no major contacts were reported. 
   Troops and medical teams of the 1-6 Inf., operating on K-3 island and in the village of Ky Chanh, brought 
their two-day total to 429 patients by treating 143 Vietnamese in MEDCAPs. 
   For the fourth consecutive day and fifth day in the last six, no Americal division soldiers were reported 
killed.  Two were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Increased contact with NVA forces and the largest weapons discovery in almost two 
weeks highlighted a day of moderate action for Americal Division forces in southern I Corps yesterday. 
   Division units reported killing six NVA and 13 VC, finding the bodies of four VC, capturing 14 individual and one crew-
served weapons and 1000 pounds of rice, detaining 19 VC suspects, and relocating 161 refugees. 
   Of 15 incidents reported involving contact with enemy forces in the 196th Inf. Bde. area, 10 occurred within a two-mile 
square area 24 miles west of Tam Ky.  There, and throughout the 196th area, five NVA and nine VC were killed, four VC 
bodies were found, and six weapons were captured. 
   Action centered around units of the 4-31 Inf. which were involved in eight contacts that accounted for eight enemy 
dead, four found dead, and all six weapons.  
   Co. C, 4-31 Inf., working with the 2-1 Inf., ran into small arms fire from an unknown enemy force and killed four NVA in 
the ensuring firefight 24 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  Captured in the action were a .30 caliber machinegun, an SKS rifle, 
and an AK-47 rifle. 
   Later in the same area Co. C killed another NVA and took his AK-47. 
   Slightly further west at 0755 hours, Co. D took on three VC and killed one.  At 1340, Co. D engaged an NVA a mile 
nearer Tam Ky and got his AK-47 and, two hours later, found the bodies of three VC killed by artillery fire. 
   Co. B killed a VC in the same area at 1420 hours and, six hours later, a recon element of the 4-31 killed a VC there.  At 
2110 hours, the recon element engaged an NVA and captured his SKS rifle. 
   Units of Co. A, 3-21 Inf. killed four VC in four small arms firefights from 11-13 miles west of Tam Ky.  Other VC kills in 
the area were credited to F Trp,., 17th Cav. and "Blue Ghosts" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. C. A, 2-1 Inf. discovered the 
body of a VC killed by artillery. 
   Amidst its contacts with the enemy Co. D, 4-31 Inf. found time to help relocated 105 refugees to Tam Ky from an area 
25 miles to the west.  Fifty-six more refugees were taken from an area 22 miles west of Tam Ky to Nui Loc Son by F 
Trp., 17th Cav. 
   The half-ton of rice was found in two crocks by Co. C, 1-46 Inf. in a search of two hootches 11 miles southwest of Hoi 
An. 
   Co. B, 4-21 Inf. took the war to the enemy's front porch by charging into a recently occupied base camp 12 miles west 
of Duc Pho.  The raid netted eight weapons and cost enemy forces 12 huts and numerous supplies. 
   In light action elsewhere in southern Quang Ngai Province, 11th Inf. Bde. forces killed one NVA and three VC, 
wounded three VC, detained 16 VC suspects, and recovered a ninth weapon. 
   Discovery of the base camp was made at 0925 hours as Co. B patrolled a jungle area.  The "Gimlets" moved into the 
camp which showed signs of having been abandoned hurriedly.  Of the 12 huts, one was an auditorium-mess hall 
capable of serving 130 men, and several contained one and two-story sleeping quarters.  Two huts were booby-trapped. 
   Weapons found included four K-44 rifles, two French MAT-49 submachineguns, an M-1 carbine, and an M-1 rifle.  
Also recovered were 100 rounds of small arms ammunition, a Chicom hand grenade, web gear, and four packs. 
   In another early-morning incident, Co. B, 1-20 Inf. received six to 10 rounds of automatic weapons fire and returned it 
to kill one VC, a young male wearing black pajamas, two miles north of Duc Pho. 
   Short range patrols of Co. C, 4-3 Inf. and the 1-20 Inf. killed two VC.  One was shot while fleeing through a hedgerow 
four miles southeast of Duc Pho, and the other was killed when the 1-20 called for fire support from the 6-11 Arty. in a 
rice paddy eight miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   The NVA was killed in the mountains 16 miles northeast of Duc Pho by Co. A, 3-1 Inf. 
   Units of the 4-3 Inf. wounded three VC and rounded up 15 VC suspects in day-long activity.  Co. A, 4-3 Inf. captured an 
M-2 carbine six miles southeast of Duc Pho. 
   "Blue Ghosts" gunships of F Trp,, 8th Cav. killed their second VC of the day in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area 13 miles 
northwest of Tam Ky. 
    For the second consecutive day, units of the 198th Inf. Bde. reported no major contact with the enemy.  The only 
action involved detention of three VC suspects and destruction in place of two booby-trapped mortar rounds. 
   The 198th's weekly civic action report showed 1164 Vietnamese treated last week on MEDCAPs while troops 
distributed 1040 pounds of food, 50 pounds of soap, 100 pounds of clothing, and 50 school kits. 
    One Americal Division soldier was killed, and 15 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an 
initial report. 
   The lone casualty marked the first time in five days that an Americal Division soldier was killed.  In that time enemy 
losses totaled 181 killed.

   Co. A, 3-21 Inf. and Co. A, 4-31 Inf. engaged 22 VC and killed 15 in seven incidents, all firefights, as 196th 
Inf.  Bde. units killed three NVA nd 17 VC, captured four weapons and 4200 pounds of rice, and moved 145 
refugees. 
   Co. A, 3-21, led by CPT Thomas Ruffing (Pittsburgh, Pa.), raised its two-day total of VC dead to 11 by 
killing seven in six incidents during a seven-hour search and clear mission in a rice paddy area 16 miles 
northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. A, 4-31 Inf. engaged 12 VC and killed eight 22 miles northwest of Tam Ky and captured two M-1 
carbines, an AK-47 rifle and documents. 
   A recon element of the 4-31 Inf. killed two VC and an NVA in three incidents 20 miles northwest of Tam 
Ky.  Items captured in the actions included an AK-47 rifle, five magazines, and 150 round of small arms 
ammunition. 
   Two NVA were killed by fire from Btry. B, 3-16 Arty. 19 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Vietnamese refugees were relocated in three large groups by F Trp., 17th Cav. and Co. B, 4-31 Inf. F Trp. 
moved two groups totaling 105 refugees from an area 25 miles west of Tam Ky to Nui Loc Son, while Co. B 
relocated 40 from 29 miles northwest of Tam Ky to An Hoa. 
    Units of the 11th Inf. Bde. killed six VC, detained 19 VC suspects, and captured four weapons and 12 
tons of rice. 
   Elements of the 1-20 Inf. killed three VC in as many encounters from five to 14 miles north of Duc Pho.  
Co. A, 1-20, on a search and clear mission six miles northwest of Duc Pho, detained eight female VC 
suspects who admitted they had sniped and thrown grenades at American forces. 
   Co. C, 4-3 Inf., led by SGT James a Cooper (Carthage, N.Y.) and PFC Charles D. Darling (Sheffield, Ala.)

three incidents in a rice paddy and near hootches five miles south of Duc Pho. 
   In the afternoon, Co. C discovered 12 tons of rice under a hut four miles south of Duc Pho. 
   On a hill nine miles southwest of Quang Ngai City, a recon element of the 3-1 Inf. killed one VC and took 
his M-1 rifle.  Co. B, 4-21 Inf. found a 7.62 mm Chicom machinegun on a hill 23 miles west of Duc Pho. 
  The other VC kill was logged by an Americal Long Range Patrol, led by SGt Dick Roth (Billings, Mont.), 
which engaged an unknown-size enemy force 27 miles west of Duc Pho and killed one VC. 
   Action was very light and scattered for the third consecutive day in the 198th Inf. Bde. area where two VC 
were killed by artillery fire. 
   Btry. C, 1-14 Arty., firing for Co. B, 1-52 Inf., killed the VC in firing missions on two small groups of VC 
moving along a valley floor five miles southeast of Tien Phuoc. 
   One Americal Division soldier was killed, and three were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to an initial report.

   Co. B, 3-21 Inf. continued to hound the VC effectively by killing six to bring its two-day total to 14 VC killed 
in five incidents.  Other units of the 196th Inf. Bde. killed one NVA and three VC, found a VC body, and 
captured a weapon. 
   Co. B engaged and killed six VC and captured an M-1 carbine at 1640 hours yesterday in a firefight nine 
miles west of Tam Ky, two miles from its encounters Sunday.  Only 40 minutes from its encounters Sunday.  
Only 40 minutes earlier yesterday, another element of the 3-21 had killed two VC in the same area. 
   Co. A added to the 3-21's total by killing a VC as he moved 100 meters from the company's position 15 
miles west of Tam Ky.  Further west, Co. C discovered the body of a VC believed to have been killed in a 
firefight with the "Gimlets" on New Year's Day. 
    Co. D, 4-31 Inf., operating 29 miles west of Tam Ky, engaged three NVA and a VC and killed one NVA 
carrying a pack containing rice and clothing. 
    Two separate incidents accounted for the six VC killed in the 198th Inf. Bde. area. 
   A recon element of the 1-52 Inf., led by 1LT Barry Luther (Orange Park Fla.), engaged and killed three VC 
six miles southeast of Tien Phuoc.  Five packs and several documents were recovered. 
    Southeast of Binh Son, an aerial observation plane of the 21st Recon Airplane Company piloted by WO1 
Robert G. Corey, sighted a VC in the open and killed him with rocket fire.  WO1 Corey then called for 
support from Btry. B, 1-82 Arty., and two more VC were killed by artillery fire as they tried t o flee the area. 
   Soldiers of the 5-46 Inf. treated 505 Vietnamese on a MEDCAP in Binh Yen and now have treated 705 
patients in two days. 
  Units of the 11th Inf. Bde. killed two VC and found one NVA body and a weapon and disrupted the enemy's 
day by detaining 18 VC suspects and raiding a small base camp. 
   CPT David W. Walsh (Colton, Calif.) unlimbered his pitching arm and killed a VC sniper by tossing a 
grenade into the VC's spider hole along a ridgeline six miles northwest of Duc Pho.  The kill followed three 
sweeps of the area after CPT Walsh's Co. A, 1-20 Inf. troops had received fire.  Also netted were an AK-47 
rifle with two magazines, and a pack and web gear. 
   In a delayed report of Sunday evening action, Co. C, 4-3 Inf. engaged and killed one VC after receiving 
five rounds of M-79 fire four miles south of Duc Pho.  Yesterday morning, Co. C detained a VC suspect as 
he tried to hide a short-wave radio and medical supplies near a lake eight miles south of Duc Pho.   
    A recon element of the 4-21 Inf. discovered the body of an NVA killed Sunday by small arms fire near a 
stream 16 miles southwest of Quang Ngai City. 
   Co. C, 4-21 Inf., operating four miles further east, located a seven-hut base camp and confiscated cooking 
utensils and 150 pounds of rice. 
    A Short Range Patrol of the 1-20 Inf. detained five female VC suspects who had been spotted carrying 
rice into the mountains by gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. seven miles northwest of Duc Pho.  Brief 
deliberation led to their decision to declare themselves under the Chieu Hoi program. 
    "Blue Ghosts" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed four VC in three actions, and B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st CAv. 
killed a VC as action increased slightly in the 1-1 operational area. 
   At 1440 hours, the "Blue Ghosts" killed two VC running in an area 14 miles north of Tam Ky.  Five minutes 
later, another VC was killed there, with a fourth following at 1530 hours. 
    B Trp. engaged and killed a VC three miles nearer Tam Ky.

   A recon element of the 1-52 Inf., led by 1LT Barry Luther (Orange Park, Fla.), engaged 12 enemy soldiers 
and killed seven, while Co. A, 5-46 Inf., commanded by CPT Herbert A . Walter, killed four VC in three 
encounters to account for the 198th's total. 
   The recon unit barely had time for lunch before launching a busy afternoon.  Shortly after noon southeast 
of Tien Phuoc, the unit took on a mixed group of seven enemy soldiers and killed two NVA and one VC 
while capturing 200 pounds of rice. 
   After moving another 2-3 miles from Tien Phuoc, the recon group engaged four VC at 1840 hours and 
won a brief firefight with four VC killed and no friendly casualties. 
    CPT Walter's company made life hectic for small groups of VC operating southeast of Chu Lai.  One 
company element opened the day at 0758 hours by surprising and killing a fleeing VC four miles southeast 
of Chu Lai. 
   In subsequent actions, Co. A killed three VC five miles northeast of Binh Son. 
   Meanwhile, the medical platoon of the 5-46 was treating 141 Vietnamese in MEDCAP visits to Nuoc Mau 
and Chau Tu Three.  The 1-6 Inf. treated 45 patients at Ky Chanh. 
   Three units accounted for one NVA and 10 VC killed as 196th Inf. Bde. troops saw more action than in the 
past four days. 
   Operating effectively at the platoon level, Co. B, 3-21 Inf., led by CPT Robert Wahl, killed four VC in two 
actions 11-12 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  At 1500 hours, the first platoon saw three VC in black and green 
clothing and killed two with small arms fire.  A half hour later, the second platoon caught two evading VC 
and killed them a mile away. 
   Co. C added to the 3-21 total by killing a VC at 1700 hours 15 miles west of Tam Ky.

D, 4-21 Inf. spotted 15 VC with packs moving near a stream 19 miles west of Duc Pho and called in 
an artillery burst from Btry. D, 6-11 Arty. to kill one.  Ninety minutes later, Co. B called on the same battery 
to kill a VC wearing an NVA pistol belt in a draw 25 miles west of Duc Pho. 
   The VC suspects were detained in separate incidents by Co. D, 1-20 Inf., working with the 174 Aslt. Hel. 
Co. north and northwest of Duc Pho, and by Co. C, 4-3 Inf. south of Duc Pho. 
    "Blue Ghosts" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav., flying in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area, killed on VC at 1145 
hours 8 1/2 miles southeast of Hoi An.

Cos. B, C, and D of the 3-21 Inf. raised their three-day body count to 29 by killing 14 of 21 VC who died in 
the 196th Inf. Bde. area.  In addition 196th units captured 6 1/2 tons of rice and relocated 100 refugees. 
   At 1000 hours, Co. D, 3-21 Inf. engaged and killed four VC 
12 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky and, in two late afternoon encounters, killed two more VC in the same area.  
Co. C killed three VC in as many incidents 14 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. B, with 11 kills Thursday and Friday, added five more yesterday.  At 1815 hours, Co. B spotted seven 
VC 9 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky and adjusted artillery fire to kill three.  Earlier, the "Gimlets" had found a VC 
killed by artillery near the same area and, a half hour later, killed a VC with small arms fire. 
   An element of the 4-31 Inf., operating 20-21 miles west of Tam Ky, killed six VC in three contacts within 20 
minutes.  The other VC kill was credited to F Trp., 17th Cav. which surprised a VC at 0545 hours 20 1/2 
miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   In addition to its three kills, Co. C, 3-21 Inf. captured 4500 pounds of rice 14 miles northwest of Tam Ky in 
the largest of seven rice discoveries totaling 6 1/2 tons in the 196th area.

   Cos. B, C, and D of the 4-31 Inf. also relocated 100 Vietnamese refugees from an area 23-26 miles west-
northwest of Tam Ky to Nui Loc Son.  Co. D moved 74 refugees, Co. B 20, and Co. C 6. 
   Two incidents dominated action in the 11th Inf. Bde. area where three NVA and five VC were killed, one 
NVA body found, a weapon captured, and 16 VC suspects detained. 
   During the afternoon, Co. B, 4-21 Inf. engaged and killed three NVA in a brief firefight 18 miles northwest 
of Duc Pho.  The NVA were wearing green uniforms with pistol belts and ponchos, and one yielded a K-44 
rifle with 40 rounds of ammo. 
   An Americal Long Range Patrol, working 10 miles west of Quang Ngai City watched four VC moving in the 
area and called in the 6-11 Arty to kill three. 
   Co. C, 4-21 Inf. discovered the body of an NVA apparently killed several days ago 18 miles northwest of 
Duc Pho. 
   Other VC kills went to a "Shark" gunship of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. a half-mile southwest of Mo Duc, and 
to Co. A, 1-20 Inf. four miles southeast of Quang Ngai City. 
   Elements of the 4-3 Inf. detained eight VC suspects within three hours in an area four miles southeast of 
Duc Pho, and Co. A, 1-20 Inf. detained five in the same area where it killed a VC. 
Scattered actions southwest of Tam Ky accounted for the three VC killed by artillery fire and three VC 
suspects detained in the 198th Inf. Bde. area. 
   At 1540 hours, Co. D, 1-52 Inf. saw two VC eight miles southwest of Tam Ky 
and called in artillery fire to kill both.  Almost three hours later, a 198th aerial observer directed artillery to kill 
one VC spotted nine miles further southwest. 
   The medical platoon of the 1-6 Inf., led by CPT David Phillips (Norristown, Pa.), treated 45 patients in a 
MEDCAP at K-4. 
    Five Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 24 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to an initial report.

 CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Twenty three of 30 weapons, more than were captured in the previous 11 days 
combined, and a large supply of parts and ammunition were uncovered by two companies of the 2-1 Inf. during light 
action in the southern I Corps yesterday. 
 Americal Division forces also reported killing three NVA and 12 VC, finding three VC bodies, detaining 22 VC 
suspects, and capturing almost eight tons of rice in two caches. 
 The light action extended to Operation Russell Beach as joint assault troops again concentrated on removal of 
Vietnamese civilian refugees from the area before pushing forward to root out enemy troops and fortifications. 
 Acting on a tip from an NVA prisoner, Cos. C and D, 2-1 Inf. combed an area 23-1/2 miles northwest of Tam Ky 
to uncover a cache of 14 individual and nine crew-served plus parts and ammo for those and other weapons. 
 Other action in the 196th Inf. Bde. area saw two NVA and two VC killed, two more weapons and 13,800 
pounds of rice taken, and 21 refugees relocated. 
 Co. D, let by 1LT James Sanders (Arvada, Colo.) made the main discovery at 1430 hours by turning up 10 
SKS rifles, five Chicom light machineguns, a 12.7mm anti-aircraft machinegun, a 7.62mm heavy machinegun, an RPG-7 
launcher, and an M-16 rifle. 
 Also captured were two 81mm and one 60mm mortar sights, an 81mm mortar mount, a Chicom recoilless rifle 
mount, an M191A1 tripod for a .30 caliber machinegun, two AK-47 rifle barrels, 14 bangalore torpedoes, and 700 
electrical blasting caps. 
 An hour earlier, Co. C. took a .50 caliber machine gun, 75 rounds of RPG-7 ammo, 1600 rounds of 12.7mm 
ammo, and 1000 feet of det cord.  Co. C also destroyed 55 huts and 40 bunkers. 
 Co. D continued digging and found 13 B-40 rockets, 12 82mm mortar rounds, two shields for a 12.7mm anti-
aircraft machine gun, 1000 more feet of det cord, and an undetermined amound of AK-47 ammo. 
 Nearby, the third platoon of Co. D raided a hootch and left with an 82mm mortar sight found with aiming sticks 
and a bore brush, 12 NVA packs, six NVA gas masks, five NVA rucksacks, and a U.S. steel pot. 
 In the morning, Co. D had killed two NVA in a nearby firefight and captured two AK-47 rifles.  The other weapon 
taken was a .38 caliber pistol used by a VC wounded and captured by Co. A, 4-31 Inf. 20 miles west of Tam Ky. 
 The VC kills were by Cos. D and C, 3-21 INf. 11 and 14-1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky.  Co. B, 3-21 Inf. 
located 13,800 pound sof rice, including six tons found 9-1/2 miles west of Tam Ky.  Three tons went to the refugee 
center at Nui Loc Son.  Co. B also destroyed two new NVA hootches in the vicinity. 
 F Trp., 17th Cav., which destroyed thre recently-used hootches and ferreted miscellaneous enemy equipment 
from a tunnel, also moved 17 refugees to Que Son from an area 22 miles west of Tam Ky.  Co. C, 4-31 Inf. moved four 
refugees from than area to Nui Loc Son. 
 Operation Russel Beach, the assault on the Batangan Peninsula 20 miles southeast of Chu Lai by Americal, 
Marine, Navy and ARVN forces, was relatively uneventful.  Americal units, comprised of the 5-46 Inf. and the 4-3 Inf., 
killed one VC and captured a ton of rice. 
 Co. A, 4-3 Inf. killed the VC in the Batangan area shortly after noon, and Co. D, 4-3 Inf. found the rice five miles 
northeast of Quang Ngai City and sent it to a refugee center. 
 Over 1400 refugees had been checked through Americal lines before noon and, when the exodus had slowed 
considerably, the 11-1/2 mile cordon of troops began its slow sweep toward the sea where Navy elements maintain their 
coastal blockade. 
 The assault, largest of the Vietnam War, is designed to end enemy domination of th heavily-reinforced 
peninsula area, a source of enemy refuge and supply for almost 20 years. 
 Operation Russell Beach incidents accounted for the only contact in the 198th Inf. Bde. area. 
 Co. A, 4-21 Inf., let by 1LT Thomas L. Smith, killed an NVA and a VC, discovered three VC bodies, captured a 
weapon, and destroyed an a enemy base camp.  Other 11th Inf. Bde. units killed two VC and took one weapon. 
 Co. A killed the NVA and got his K-44 rifle near a stream 22 miles west of Duc Pho and nearby found graves 
on a hillside of three VC killed by artillery.  Co. A later killed a VC fleeing a nearby hut in a clearing. 
 The "Gimlets" also moved into an enemy base camp of 12 huts, eight latrines, an aid station, a mess hall and 
several bunkers.  Recent footprints were apparent, and Co. A found medical supplies, bear traps and a large number of 
pigs running loose. 
 Cos. A and B of the 1-20 Inf. each killed a VC west of Duc Pho.  Co. A added 15 VC suspects while Co. B 
captured a K-44 rifle, an M-26 grenade, and M-60 machinegun ammo. 
 "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav., killed five VC in four incidents west-northwest of Tam Ky, and A Trp., 1st 
Sqdn.,1st Cav. killed one VC west of Tam Ky in comparatively heavy action in the 1-1 area. 
 Seven Americal Division soldiers were killed and 15 wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according 
to an initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Major contact with an NVA force southwest of Quang Ngai City, and the first big step forward in 
Operation  Russell Beach highlighted increased enemy contact in southern I Corps yesterday. 
   Americal Division forces reported killing nine NVA and 21 VC, detaining 29 enemy suspects, and capturing 11 individual weapons and 
7200 pounds of rice. 
    An enemy ambush turned into an all-night battle between three companies of the 3-1 Inf. and an unknown-size enemy force near a 
small village six miles southwest of Quang Ngai City.  Seven NVA were killed, four weapons taken, and 22 suspects detained. 
  Other units of the 11th Inf. Bde. killed five Vc, captured two weapons, and detained seven VC suspects. 
   The 3-1 Inf.'s ordeal began late Wednesday night when Co. B was pinned down by heavy machinegun and rocket fire in an enemy 
ambush sprung as an NVA prisoner of walked Co. B into a hail of fire while ostensibly leading the way to a rice cache. 
   Cos. C and D moved in immediately to relieve the pressure by flanking the village and bottling up enemy troops.  Air Force planes 
circled overhead to provide all-night illumination as isolated action continued. 
   At dawn, an area sweep began, and Co. B reported killing 5 NVA.  Co. D reported killing two and capturing three Ak-47 rifles and a 
7.62mm pistol.  Co. C detained 21 enemy suspects, and Co. D nabbed one.  Americal units had not killed as many NVA in one day 
since Dec. 27. 
   A large supply of documents and assorted military equipment was captured along with an enemy map of the Quang Ngai City area.  
Scattered incidents continued there yesterday. 
   Elements of the 4-21 Inf. killed two VC 20-21 miles west of Duc Pho and took a K-44 rifle.  Co. A, 4-21 Inf. recovered an AK-47 rifle 
from the spot where it had killed a VC the night before. 
   Co. A; 1-20 Inf. and a 1-20 recon unit each killed a VC near Mo Duc.  Co. A also detained three VC suspects in the area, and Co. B, 1-
20 Inf. stopped four southeast of Mo Duc. 
   "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav. logged their sixth VC kill in two days in a contact 10 miles west of Quang Ngai City. 
    After another morning of aid to refugees leaving the Batangan Peninsula area, target of a gigantic assault by Americal, Marine, Navy 
and ARVN forces, a platoon of Co. A, 4-3 Inf. crossed the Song Diem Diem to begin the first in-depth probe of the enemy stronghold. 
   Co. A's thrust came shortly after noon and was supported by artillery fire and gunships of the 176th Aslt. Hel. Co. which raked the 
small island to which the platoon moved on rubber rafts.  Another element of Co. A joined Co. C, 5-46 Inf. on the shore to provide ground 
cover for the crossing. 
   The platoon reached it's objective, a treeline, on the island and conducted a search of the area.  Thirty-nine enemy suspects were 
turned up in the probe, and several enemy fortifications and underground refuges were destroyed. 
   Co. A killed one VC with small arms fire at 1250 hours and, 30 minutes later, found two more VC killed in the artillery barrage.  Later in 
the afternoon, Co. D, 4-3 Inf. found an M-1 carbine in a cave and Co. B, 5-46 Inf. was given two M-1 rifles by three VC turned Chieu Hoi. 
   Cos. A and D, 4-3 Inf. found and evacuated 3400 pounds of rice to the refugee holding center behind the cordon. 
   A 176th Aslt. Hel. Co. ship, piloted by 1LT William T. Koehler, killed two VC in the operational area while carrying members of the 
Psyops team assigned to encourage refugee evacuation of the area. 
   As of 1600 hours, 2449 refugees had passed through Americal check points along the 11 1/2 mile cordon line formed by the 4-3 and 
5-46, and Marine and ARVN units.  Troops on line concentrated throughout the morning on tightening positions for the main sweep 
toward the sea. 
   Scattered contacts have produced 10 VC killed and three individual weapons captured by Americal elements in the operation.  Joint 
force totals show 21 VC killed and six individual weapons taken. 
   Elsewhere in the 198th Inf. Bde.  area, "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. killed an NVA running six miles southwest of Tien Phuoc, 
and the recon unit of the 1-52 Inf. engaged two VC, killed one, and captured and AK-47 rifle and documents 6 1/2 miles southwest of 
Tam Ky. 
    Led by three companies of the 3-21 Inf., units of the 196th Inf. Bde. killed one NVA and nine VC, and captured one weapon and 3800 
pounds of rice. 
   Co. B, 3-21 Inf. killed three VC in two contacts 9 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky.  Co. C killed two in separate firefights 13 miles northwest of 
Tam Ky, and Co. A engaged three and killed two in one incident 13 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   An element of the 1-46 Inf. spotted two VC in the open and killed them 18 miles northwest of Tam Ky; and F Trp., 17th Cav. saw three 
NVA running southwest, killed one with small arms fire, and captured his AK-47 rifle 21 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   F Trp. also moved 73 Vietnamese from the same area to the refugee center at Que Son. 
   Co. C, 2-1 Inf. and Co. B, 4-31 Inf. discovered 2000 and 1800 pounds of rice, respectively, and Co. C added 300 pounds of salt. 
    C Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. engaged and killed a VC 15 miles northwest of Tam Ky in the only incident reported in the 1-1 area. 
    Three Americal Division soldiers were killed, and four were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an initial 
report.

in southern I Corps yesterday.   
   Action in Operation Russell Beach was confined to search missions which netted two weapons but no enemy kills by 
Americal units. 
    Four companies of the 3-21 Inf. killed 10 VC and captured four weapons while other units found the bodies of 20 NVA 
and killed three VC in the 196th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Cos. A and C of the 3-21 Inf. each killed three VC, and Cos. B and D had two apiece, all in an area ranging from 8 1/2 - 
14 1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky.  The 10 kills were made between 0935 and 1430 hours. 
   At 1030 hours, Co. D engaged three VC and killed one nine miles west of Tam Ky and captured three rifles--an AK-47, 
an SKS, and an M-16.  Also found were three magazines apiece for the AK-47 and M-16, 63 rounds of small arms 
ammo, a Chicom grenade, a U.S. bayonet, two NVA packs, and two U.S. mess kits with canteens. 
   Co. C captured an M-79 grenade launcher when it engaged and killed two VC in green uniforms 14 miles northwest of 
Tam Ky. 
   Co. D, 2-1 Inf., led by 1LT James R. Sanders (Arvada, Colo.), discovered 15 graves containing 20 badly-mangled NVA 
bodies 18 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  The NVA are believed to have died in air strikes about a month ago.  Seven 
empty huts were destroyed nearby. 
   Co. C, 2-1 Inf., led by CPT John R. Slaybaugh (Lakeview, O.) located three small enemy base camps 22 miles 
northwest of Tam Ky and destroyed three bunkers and 30 huts while capturing assorted military equipment. 
   A recon unit of the 2-1 Inf. also found a base camp and destroyed  14 camouflaged huts 21 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Other VC kills went to Co. B, 4-31 Inf. and two observation posts of the 2-1 Inf. In each case, VC were seen running 
20-21 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky.  One of the three was killed by Artillery fire directed from one OP. 
    Units of the 4-21 Inf. and 1-20 Inf. accounted for all kills in the 11th Inf. Bde. area where one NVA and four VC died, 
five of 10 VC detainees were wounded, and an Ak-47 was taken. 
   A recon element of the 4-21 Inf., led by 1LT Robert S. McEldowney (Hilo, Hawaii), engaged five Vc, killed three, and 
captured the AK-47 at 1140 hours 25 miles west of Duc Pho. 
   Co. B, 1-20 Inf. saw three NVA in green uniforms moving into the mountains near Highway 515 6 1/2 miles northwest 
of Duc Pho and called in the 6-11 Arty.  to kill one.  An hour later, Co. A, 1-20 Inf. killed an evading VC near No Duc 12 
1/2 miles north of Duc Pho. 
   Co. A had earlier taken on six VC in a firefight and wounded four before detaining all six.  Of the remaining detainees in 
the 11th's area, one was caught while policing brass 12 miles southeast of Duc Pho. 
    Co. D, 5-46 Inf. found and M-72 LAW rocket in a tunnel and a recon unit of the 4-3 Inf. captured an M-1 carbine as 
Americal units made little contact with the enemy in Operation Russell Beach on the Batangan Peninsula 10 miles 
northeast of Quang Ngai City. 
   The cordon which encircles the peninsula was tightened only slightly and will move forward at approximately 500 
meters a day until a suspected two VC battalions are corralled within the cordon.  Five VC suspects were detained 
yesterday. 
   Co. D, 4-3 Inf. put a VC seamstress or tailor out of business by discovering an underground tailor shop within the 
cordon.  More than 20 VC flags, including several measuring 4 by 8 feet for use by large units, were found. 
   Also pulled out of the bunker were several bolts of cloth, sewing patterns, instructions on how to place the gold star on 
the red and blue flag, and a letter of thanks from a field commander for his flag. 
   Co. D also extracted almost three tons of rice to be sent to the refugee center near quang Ngai City. 
   At 1600 hours, 2788 refugees had been checked through the Americal section of the 11 1/2 mile cordon.  Of those, 35 
were confirmed as members of the VC infra-structure.     
   After five days, Operation Russell Beach has accounted for 10 VC killed and four weapons captured.  The overall 
assault effort, which includes Marine, Navy, and ARVN troops, has logged 41 VC kills and seven weapons. 
   Many enemy fortifications have been destroyed from the air, including several yesterday when forward air controllers 
of the 198th Inf. Bde. directed air strikes and heard four secondary explosions and saw seven secondary fires. 
   No other major incidents were reported in the 198th INf. Bde. area. 
    "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed one VC six miles northwest of Tam Ky in the Hardin Falls operational area of 
the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. 
     One Americal Division soldier was killed, and seven were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according 
to an initial report.

   Co. B, 4-3 Inf., OPCON to the 198th for Russell Beach,  caught five VC digging foxholes on the peninsula 
eight miles northeast of Quang Ngai City and killed two while capturing one in a firefight.  Co. A, 4-3 Inf. 
evacuated 1000 pounds of rice to the refugee holding center. 
   Co. D, 5-46 Inf. blew up 310 more meters  of tunnel complex to bring to 420 meters the total length of 
tunnel passage the unit has destroyed in three days. 
   At 1600 hours, 3470 refugees had been moved off the peninsula to a holding area near Quang Ngai City.  
Fifty-six had been identified as members of the VC infra-structure.  The over-all VC casualty rate stood at 48 
at 1900 hours.

   Americal Division forces reported killing 14 NVA and 22 VC, finding two VC bodies, detaining 45 VC suspects, and capturing two 
individual weapons plus 29,110 pounds of salt and 7450 pounds of rice. 
    In  a contact made in mid-morning and still alive early this morning Co. B, 4-21 Inf. confirmed killing at least three NVA in heavy 
fighting with an unknown-size enemy force 6 1/2 miles northwest of Quang Ngai City. 
   While patrolling the area, Co. B received and returned heavy machinegun and mortar fire to start an incident that flared throughout the 
day and last night when the area was illuminated.  Co. A, 4-21 Inf. came to Co. B's aid.

Co. killed two evading VC eight miles north of Duc Pho, and Co. C, 3-1 Inf. found the three-day-
old grave of a VC killed by artillery 20 1/2 miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   For the third consecutive night the headquarters of the 3-1 Inf. received enemy fire.  No report of casualties or damage was 
immediately available. 
   No kills were recorded in Operation Russell Beach, but units of the 4-3 Inf. and 5-46 Inf. advanced almost 600 meters their cordon of 
the Batangan Peninsula, an area 6-10 miles northeast of Quang Ngai City under siege also by Marine, Navy and ARVN elements. 
   Americal soldiers were involved in seven incidents that saw two weapons captured, 18 bunkers and over 200 feet of tunnels 
destroyed, and 29,910 pounds of salt and 7450 pounds of rice seized. 
   In addition, Co. D, 4-3 Inf. was presented with 700 refugees who appeared on the beach after apparently agreeing with the message 
being broadcast overhead by a 198th Inf. Bde. PSYOP helicopter.  That exodus brought to 4564 the number of refugees processed 
through the holding center behind the cordon. 
   With two consecutive days of clear weather behind them, Americal units have now destroyed 46 bunkers and over 3000 meters of 
tunnel complexes in the eight days of Russell Beach.  Eleven VC have been killed, and six individual weapons captured. 
   Co. C, 5-46 Inf. uncovered two rice and salt caches yesterday.  At 1630 hours, Co. C found 12 tons of salt and a ton of rice seven 
miles northeast of Quang Ngai City.  Earlier, Co. C had discovered 150 pounds of rice and 110 of salt nearby. 
   Co. B, 5-46 Inf. turned up 5800 pounds of salt and 200 of rice, and Co. A, 4-3 Inf. came up with 3000 pounds of rice, all during the 
cordon movement. 
   Co. D, 5-46 Inf. destroyed eight bunkers, and engineers working with the 5-46 Inf. blew 10 bunkers and more than 200 feet of tunnel.  
Various enemy rounds were also captured. 
   Elsewhere in the 198th area, 10 NVA and two VC were killed by gunships "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed the NVA in one 
action and "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. killed the VC in two in two incidents. 
    F Trp came to the aid of the 4-6 ARVN Inf. in a large-scale battle that began at 2030 hours Sunday with an unknown-size NVA force 
seven miles southwest of Tam Ky.  ARVN units killed 30 NVA in fierce ground fighting, and F Trp. added 10 kills from the air. 
   "Aero Scout" kills came at 1000 and 1015 hours 11 miles southwest and 8 1/2 miles south of Tam Ky. 
    Co. D, 1-6 Inf., working eight miles south of Chu Lai, captured 1000 pounds of rice and detained 22 suspects. 
   Topped by the 3-21 Inf., one of the Americal's most active units this month, the 196th Inf. Bde. totaled 10 VC killed, 1100 pounds of 
rice taken, and 37 refugees relocated. 
   Three units of the 3-21 killed six VC to bring the battalion total VC kill to 106 through the first 20 days this month.  On only one day in 
that period did the 3-21 fail to kill at least one VC, with its high coming Jan. 11 when 14 VC were killed. 
   The 3-21 recon unit killed four VC in three incidents yesterday.  One died at 1115 hours 14 1/2 miles northwest of Tam Ky and , at 
1530, the unit registered kills in two places---one where the morning action occurred and and [sic] 1 1/2 miles southwest of Tam 
Ky. 
    In Operation Fayette Canyon, an Americal Long Range Patrol surprised and killed three VC 20 miles northwest of Tam Ky, and Co. B, 
1-46 Inf. killed a VC two miles nearer Tam Ky. 
   F Trp., 17th Cav. and Co. A, 4-31 Inf. found rice caches of 300 and 800 pounds, respectively, and Cos. B and D, 4-31 Inf. moved two 
groups totaling 37 refugees from an area 27--28 miles west of Tam Ky to Nui Loc Son. 
   Three Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 20 wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Co. C, 4-3 Inf. killed more VC in slightly over five hours than all Americal units had killed 
in eight days as Operation Russell Beach and the VC body count sky-rocketed yesterday. 
   Co. C killed 17 VC trying to break the joint assault force cordon of the Batangan Peninsula to highlight the heaviest 
action in weeks in southern I Corps where Americal forces killed five NVA and captured seven individual and two crew-
served weapons. 
    At 0850 hours, Co. C, part of an 11th Inf. Bde. unit OPCON to the 198th Inf. Bde. for Russell Beach, engaged and 
killed three VC to begin a string of seven incidents behind the cordon line.  Co. C killed one VC at 0905 and another at 
0915.  All fell 6 1/2 miles northeast of Quang Ngai City.   
    At 1005 and 1115, two more VC were killed a half-mile nearer Quang Ngai City.  At 1350, the "Old Guard" troops used 
81mm mortar fire to kill six VC and, 10 minutes later killed four more VC with a second 81mm mortar barrage. 
   Co. C, led by 1LT Ralph Burkhart (Kansas City, Mo.), upped the Americal's Russell Beach total to 30 VC killed.  
Capture of five weapons by Co. D, 5-46 Inf. brought to 11 the number of individual weapons taken in the operation. 
   Over-all Russell Beach totals, including those of Marine, Navy, and ARVN elements, are now 83 VC killed and 24 
individual weapons taken. 
   Co. D, led by CPT Michael R. Smith (New Lebanon, O.), was taken by two Hoi Chanhs to separate weapons caches 
and seized two M-2 carbines, two BARs, and an M-1 rifle. 
   PSYOP teams also had a prolific day as 1771 refugees streamed out of the cordon area and through the processing 
center behind the line.  In nine days, 6335 refugees have moved out of the area, and 119 of those have been identified 
as members of the VC infra-structure. 
    In the only other action in the 198th area, "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. killed two VC in separate incidents 8 1/2 
miles south and 12 1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
    With two units accounting for eight VC apiece, the 11th Inf. Bde. killed five NVA and 24 VC and captured one 
individual and both crew-served weapons. 
    "Shark" gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. struck first and last in the area to kill eight VC in three incidents.  At 0930, 
the "Sharks" engaged and killed four VC 8 1/2 miles north of Duc Pho.  At 1730, two VC were killed in the same place 
and, 10 minutes later two more were caught six miles north of Duc Pho. 
   Co. B, 4-21 Inf. found fresh graves of eight VC, five of whom had been killed by small arms fire and three by artillery six 
miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   Co. B, 4-21 Inf. continued its sporadic encounters with an unknown-size NVA force 6 1/2 miles northwest of Quang 
Ngai City.  Co. B added five more NVA kills in three incidents after killing three NVA in Monday fighting in the same area. 
   Between 1445 and 1640 yesterday, Co. B registered an incident and hour, first killing three of an unknown number of 
NVA and capturing an AK-47 rifle, and then engaging and killing one each and taking an RPG launcher. 
   A half-mile away, H Trp., 17th Cav., OPCON from the 198th to the 11th killed three VC and captured an RPG 
launcher. 
   An element of the 4-31 Inf. killed four VC in two actions four and 9 1/2 miles west of Quang Ngai City, and the "Aero 
Scouts" added their third VC kill 11 miles north of Duc Pho. 
   The 3-21 INf. reported its third best day in the last 21 by killing 10 more VC to run its January total to 116 as the 196th 
Inf. Bde. killed 15 VC, captured one weapon, and welcomed seven VC bearing Chieu Hoi passes. 
   The 3-21 recon unit killed six VC in two encounters 14 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  The "Gimlets" killed on VC and 
captured 750 pounds of rice at 1330 and later engaged and killed five VC. 
   Co. D killed three VC in two incidents 12 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky, and Co. A killed one 13 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. A and the recon unit of the 1-46 Inf. killed the remaining VC in two actions.  At 0741, Co. A engaged and killed 
three 116 miles northwest of Tam Ky and , in a delayed report, the recon element engaged and killed two at 1940 
Monday a mile further northwest. 
   Operating 24 miles west of tam Ky, an Americal Long Range Patrol spotted four NVA and VC moving 156 meters from 
the concealed LRP position.  After detonating a claymore mine, the team recovered the blood-stained AK-47 rifle. 
   Near the LRP incident, Co. C, 2-1 Inf. found and destroyed 15 camouflaged huts and  eight bunkers. 
   Four miles closer to Tam Ky, Co. A, 4-31 Inf. came upon seven VC waving a white flag and Chieu Hoi passes.  The 
visitors were accommodated. 
    Four Americal Division soldiers were killed, and seven were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according 
to an initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--The 3-21 Inf., pushing its average daily body count to almost six, yesterday added 10 
more VC kills to an impressive January total as action in southern I Corps turned moderate and scattered after 
Tuesday's high incident and enemy casualty rate. 
   Americal forces reported killing seven NVA and 26 VC, detaining nine VC suspects, finding just under six tons of rice, 
and capturing four weapons, one crew-served. 
   Operation Russell Beach also returned to relatively normal action as Co. C, 4-3 Inf., which killed 17 VC Tuesday, 
logged the only two killed yesterday. 
   Four elements of the 3-21 Inf., led by the recon unit for the second consecutive day, provided the 196th Inf. Bde. with 
the major portion of its 13 VC kills.  Four rice caches totaling 700 pounds were also found. 
   The 3-21 recon unit, working 13 - 13 1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky, killed one VC at 0930 and engaged and 
killed four at 1300.  One of the four was killed in the first burst of fire while the other three dove into a tunnel.  Ignoring the 
advice of the recon's Kit Carson, they refused to reappear and were killed in the tunnel. 
   Co. B spotted six VC moving 14 miles northwest of Tam Ky and directed artillery fire to kill two.  A half-mile away, a 3-
21 observation post called artillery on two VC and killed one.  Co. C found a VC killed by artillery 9 1/2 miles west of Tam 
Ky and Co. A, working near the recon unit, killed one of four VC engaged. 
   A Vietnamese civilian led a platoon of Co. C, 1-46 Inf. to locate the body of a VC killed by small arms fire within the 
previous 24 hours and 16 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   A Short Range Patrol of Co. A, 1-46 Inf. killed a VC 14 miles northwest of Tam Ky, and Co. A found the four small 
caches of rice, hidden nearby in packets, 55-gallon drums, and five-gallon pails. 
    Co. C, 4-31 Inf. killed one of four VC engaged 20 miles west of Tam Ky. 
    In Operation Russell Beach, Co. C, 4-3 Inf. continued operations behind the cordon of the Batangan Peninsula and 
again caught VC trying to flee the besieged area. 
   At 1255 hours, Co. C engaged five VC five miles northeast of  Quang Ngai City and killed two in a firefight.  Meanwhile, 
forward air controllers of the 198th Inf. Bde. directed air strikes in support of the cordon and observed two secondary 
explosions and 12 secondary fires.  
   In a delayed report, Co. D, 5-46 Inf. rounded up 81 refugees at 1920 Tuesday after the Vietnamese had crossed a river 
to surrender.  They were moved to the operation's Combined Holding and Interrogation Center near Quang Ngai City. 
   The CHIC yesterday welcomed 559 more refugees who brought the nine-day total to 6894, including 119 identified as 
members of he VC infra-structure. 
    Dr. John Connelly, senior medical advisor in Quang Ngai Province, also reported welcoming a visitor.  "We delivered 
our first baby at CHIC today!" 
   Americal units in the operation have killed 32 VC and captured 11 individual weapons, while combined Americal, 
Marines, Navy, and ARVN totals are 90 VC killed and 25 weapons captured. 
   Elsewhere in the 198th area, seven VC were killed and two individual and one crew-served weapons captured. Five 
tons of rice were also found. 
   Co. A, 5-46 Inf. killed three VC and took two AK-47 rifles and an RPG launcher in a VC attack on an observation post 
at 0417 hours 5 1/2 miles south of Chu Lai.  American losses were described as light. 
   An element of the 1-52 Inf. killed two of the three VC engaged 9 1/2 miles south of Tam Ky, and Co. C, 1-52 Inf. killed a 
VC 8 1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky.  H Trp. 17th Cav. killed a VC six miles west of Chu Lai.    
   Working 8 1/2 miles south of Chu Lai, Co. D, 1-6 Inf. discovered five tons of rice and evacuated the cache to the 
Russell Beach CHIC. 
   Cos. A and B, 4-21 Inf. and the NVA continued their encounters 6 1/2 miles northwest of Quang Ngai City.  Seven 
NVA were killed in three incidents, while other units killed four VC, detained nine VC suspects, and destroyed a weapon. 
   At 1530, Co. B killed an NVA and, 30 minutes later, found the badly-burned bodies of five NVA killed in air strikes 
within the previous 24 hours.  Cos. A had killed an NVA at 0720. 
   "Shark" gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. killed one of two VC seen running nine miles north of Duc Pho.  The other, 
carrying an Ak-47 rifle, scooted into a tunnel which was promptly destroyed. 
   An element of the 3-1 Inf. twice spotted single VC running in the open and killed both.  One was near the Song Tra 
Khuc 12 miles west of Quang Ngai City and the other on a trail eight miles southwest of Quang Ngai City. 
    Five Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 20 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to 
an initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--For the fourth consecutive day, units of the 4-21 Inf. tangled with element of an 
unknown-size NVA force 6 1/2 miles northwest of Quang Ngai City--and yesterday the Americans were 
clear winners. 
   Action elsewhere in southern I Corps was average as Americal Division forces reported killing seven NVA 
and 29 VC, detaining eight VC suspects, and capturing three weapons, one crew-served. 
   For the first time, significant numbers of military-age males turned up in the steady stream of refugees 
leaving the Batangan Peninsula area in the face of Operation Russell Beach. 
    Co. B, 4-21 Inf. killed five of the seven NVA to run the 4-21's total to 20 in four days.  Other units of the 
11th Inf Bde. killed two NVA and seven VC and captured two weapons, one crew-served, while detaining 
seven VC suspects. 
   Co. B, which recorded seven NVA kills Wednesday, added its five by killing two in a firefight and finding 
three killed by air strikes within the previous 24 hours.  No 4-21 soldiers were killed or wounded.  Those 
incidents and discovery of a Chicom machinegun and an AK-47 rifle in a small cache occurred 6 1/2 miles 
northwest of Quang Ngai City. 
   In the same area, Co. B, 3-1 Inf. found another NVA  killed by air strikes and B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. found an NVA 
dead in a bunker.  Both had died less than a day ago. 
   Another element of the 3-1 Inf. killed six VC in three actions.  Three were killed after attacking the 3-1 element with 
heavy automatic weapons fire 11 1/2 miles west of Quang Ngai City.  Two were killed 16 miles southwest and one 18 
1/2 miles southwest of Quang Ngai City within five minutes in the afternoon. 
   "Shark" gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. killed a VC in support of the 1-20 Inf. seven miles north of Duc Pho.  The 
1-20 also detained six VC suspects. 
    Of 8205 civilians at the Combined Holding and Interrogation Center (CHIC), 6776 are males as more military-age 
males begin to drift out of the Batangan Peninsula area where two Americal battalions have joined Marine, Navy, and 
ARVN units in a cordon operation, Russell Beach. 
   In addition to the 8205 civilians, the CHIC contains 304 refugees, most of whom are being detained as enemy 
suspects.  VC suspects number 129 while 124 have been identified as members of the VC infra-structure. 
    Yesterday's operation action saw Co. C, 4-31 Inf. catch VC behind the cordon line for the third straight day and kill 
two.  The incident occurred 5 1/2 miles northeast of Quang Ngai City where Co. C has killed 21 VC in three days. 
   Late last night at 2210 and 2330 hours, H Trp., 17th Cav., moving into the Russell Beach area for the first time, killed 
four VC in two  incidents eight miles northeast of Quang Ngai City. 
    Forward air controllers of the 198th Inf. Bde. directed air strikes inside the cordon area and reported two secondary 
explosions and seven secondary fires. 
   A rear position of Co. C, 4-3 Inf. behind the cordon received eight 82mm mortar rounds at midnight Wednesday, and 
U.S. casualties were described as light.  A nearby refugee holding center, not the CHIC, received 10 rounds of 60mm 
mortar fire and small armsfire.  There were no casualties. 
   No other major incidents wee reported in the 198th Inf. Bde. area.        
   Once again, the 3-21 Inf. spent much of the day harassing VC as three of its units accounted for nine VC killed to raise 
the 3-21's January total to 135.  Seven VC were killed and a weapon captured elsewhere in the 196th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Co. A, 3-21 Inf. killed six VC in three encounters 11-12 miles west-north-west of Tam Ky.  At 1015 Co. A engaged four 
VC and killed three and, at 1400, engaged and killed one.  At 1300, a recoilless rifle team on an observation post killed 
two VC seen moving near the OP. 
   Co. D killed two VC in separate incidents at 1030 and 1115 hours 12 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky, and Co. C killed a VC 
nearby at noon. 
    At 2045 Co. A, 4-31 Inf. engaged four VC, killed one and captured the other in a firefight 24 miles west of Tam Ky.  
Two miles nearer Tam Ky, an element of the 4-31 Inf. killed one VC. 
    Co. C, 1-46 Inf. ran into an unknown-size enemy force 15 miles west of Tam Ky in the morning and killed three and 
captured an M-1 carbine. 
   Co. B, 4-31 Inf. patrolling 28 miles west of Tam Ky, found an abandoned enemy base camp and destroyed 15 fighting 
positions. 
    One Americal Division soldier was killed, and 16 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an 
initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Five days of hit-and-run encounters ballooned into a full-scale cordon operation backed 
by air strikes and artillery fire as four Americal units surrounded and began to rout more than 100 trapped NVA 
yesterday near Quang Ngai City. 
   Americal Division forces reported killing 16 NVA and 20 VC, detaining nine VC suspects, and capturing 17 weapons, 
five crew-served, in southern I Corps.  
   In Operation Russell Beach, Marine and ARVN elements were halved and joined and joined two Americal battalions 
on line as the cordon of the Batangan Peninsula narrowed in its steady sweep to the sea. 
    After the 4-21 Inf. had killed 20 NVA in sporadic action over four days, three more units moved in yesterday to 
establish a triangular cordon near a small village 6 1/2 miles northwest of Quang Ngai City.  Fifteen NVA and one VC 
were killed with three weapons captured.   
   Elsewhere in the 11th Inf. Bde. area, nine VC were killed. 
   Joining the 4-21 were elements of the 3-1 Inf. and B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav., while gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. 
worked overhead with Air Force and Marine jets, which devastated the well-fortified area with 2000-pound bombs.  The 
area within the cordon covered approximately one mile. 
   Ground troops moved to sweep the area after air strikes which left gigantic craters, uprooted jungle growth, and 
burning huts and debris in their wake.  Enemy resistance in the area continued even after the heavy bombing. 
   Tunnels ranging to 40 feet in depth with six-foot entrance ways and eight-foot thick ceilings were uncovered.  NVA 
trenches rimming the area were built in zigzag patterns to permit enemy riflemen to fire rapidly from one direction, the 
next. 
   Co. B, 3-1 Inf. found five NVA killed by artillery, killed a sixth in the area, and captured a Chicom machinegun and an 
AK-47 rifle.  Co. C, 3-1 Inf. killed an NVA. 
    Co. A, 4-21 Inf. killed two NVA in firefights, found one killed by artillery, and seized a Chicom machinegun.  Co. A also 
found the lone dead VC, an air strike victim.  Co. B, 4-21 Inf. killed an NVA, as did another 4-21 element. 
   B Trp. killed two NVA in separate incidents, and F Trp. "Blue Ghosts" killed one while working with B Trp. 
   The five-day fight has produced 35 NVA and nine VC killed and six weapons, four crew-served.  Only on American 
was wounded yesterday, and five-day casualties were described as light.  There were no American casualties Thursday. 
   In other 11th action, Co. A, 1-20 Inf. killed three VC in incidents 6 1/2 and 8 1/2 miles north of Duc Pho, and a 1-20 
patrol killed on 13 miles south of Quang Ngai City. 
   Co. D, 3-1 Inf. killed a VC on a hill 14 miles southwest of Quang Ngai City, and another 3-1 element killed three VC in 
two actions three and four miles further southwest.  "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. killed the other VC 2 1/2 miles 
southwest of Duc Pho. 
   On battalion apiece of Marine and ARVN troops joined the 4-3 Inf., 5-46 Inf., and H Trp., 17th Cav. in Task Force 
Cooksey at noon as Operation Russell Beach continued its strangle hold on one or more VC battalions being slowly 
pinched toward the sea on the Batangan Peninsula. 
   What had been an 11 1/2 mile wide cordon when the operation began 12 days ago has narrowed to less than five 
miles in the eastward sweep that has killed 109 VC and processed 8967 refugees, more than 300 of whom are proven 
or suspected VC. 
   Nine VC were killed and one weapon taken in five incidents involving Americal units yesterday.  H Trp. killed its fourth 
VC within 2 1/2 hours at 0030 nine miles northeast of Quang Ngai City. 
   Co. A, 4-3 Inf. killed three VC in two incidents 5 1/2-6 miles northeast of Quang Ngai City, and Co. D, 4-3 Inf. killed two 
in one encounter near the H Trp. action.  An element of the 5-46 Inf. killed the seventh VC and captured an M-1 carbine. 
   There were no major incidents reported  elsewhere in the 198th area. 
    Co. C, 3-21 Inf. killed two VC and found 13 weapons, three crew-served to top a relatively light day in the 196th Inf. 
Bde. area.  Other units killed one NVA and a VC. 
   After the second platoon of Co. C had killed an NVA and captured his AK-47 rifle, the third platoon led by 2LT Donald 
R. Hains (San Jose, Calif.), found a weapons cache behind a large rock in the same area 10 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Captured were six French 7.5mm submachineguns, two Chicom submachineguns, a British Bren .303-cal light 
machinegun, a U.S. .30-cal machinegun, a 60mm mortar tube with tripod and two sights, and a BAR.  Various rounds, 
mines, magazines, and equipment were also located.  Everything was heavily greased to protect against dampness.

    No Americal Division soldiers were killed, and eight were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to 
an initial report.

   Americal Division forces reported killing four NVA nd 37 VC, detaining eight VC suspects, and capturing three 
individual weapons in moderate action. 
    Elements of the 4-21 Inf. and 3-1 Inf. continued their sweep of the cordoned Buff Triangle area 6 1/2 miles northwest 
of Quang Ngai City where more than 100 NVA have been subjected to a heavy land and air bombardment since 
Monday. 
   Two NVA and two VC were killed yesterday to bring the six-day total to 37 NVA and 11 VC killed Co. C, 3-1 Inf. found 
and NVA and a VC killed by artillery and killed an NVA who walked into an ambush at 0230 hours.  Co. A, 4-21 Inf. killed 
the other VC. 
   Near a small village, the triangular cordon enclosed a one-mile area described by observers as "looking" like the face 
of the moon" after air strikes and artillery shelling.  Laced with tunnels and bunkers, the village area apparently served as 
staging quarters for between 100-200 NVA troops. 
   Cos. A, C and recon of the 4-21 Inf., and Cos. B and C, 3-1 Inf. found and destroyed six tunnels measuring 170 feet in 
length and destroyed 1850 pounds of rice in four caches yesterday.  Another half-ton of rice was evacuated.  Co. A also 
found a K-44 rifle and an unidentified submachinegun in a tunnel. 
   More NVA bodies are thought to be in the triangle.  Tunnels up to 40 feet deep have been discovered, and scattered 
resistance has been met since the air strikes. 
   Seven VC were killed and eight VC suspects detained elsewhere in the 11th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Gunships accounted for three kills as "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. killed two VC in separate incidents seven 
miles west and 12 miles south of Quang Ngai City and "Sharks" of the 174th Aslt.  Hel. Co. killed one 5 1/2 miles north of 
Duc Pho.  As the "Shark" worked overhead, the recon unit of the 1-20 Inf. rounded up six VC suspects. 
   Co. D, 1-20 Inf. found fresh graves of three VC killed by artillery within the previous 24 hours 9 1/2 miles southeast of 
Duc Pho. 
   An element of the 3-1 Inf., working 12 1/2 miles southwest of Quang Ngai City, killed a VC trying to hide a bicycle in a 
hedgerow.  The bike had been rigged to carry rice or mortars. 
   In the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area north of Tam Ky, F Trp., 8th Cav. had its best day in weeks.  The "Blue Ghost" gunships 
killed 13 VC in seven incidents from 12 1/2 - 15 1/2 miles north.  F Trp. killed a 14th VC nine miles west of Tam Ky. 
   The largest encounter came at 1335 when F Trp. engaged and killed five VC 12 1/2 miles north where three more VC 
were killed later.  Four were killed in three actions 14 miles north and one 15 1/2 miles away. 
    One kill came in the Hardin Falls operation area. 
    Co. D, 4-3 Inf. killed three VC in as many incidents and captured a weapons as the joint forces cordon of the Batangan 
Peninsula neared a final push forward. 
   The line of Americal, Marine, and ARVN troops has narrowed from 11 1/2 miles at the start of Operation Russell Beach  
to just under three miles wide.  Once about eight miles from the sea, the cordon is now within 2 1/2 miles of forcing an 
estimated one or more VC battalions into fighting or swimming. 
    As Marines and ARVN elements joined Americal's 4-3 and 5-46 Infs.  and H Trp., 17th Cav. on line yesterday, the 
cordon plowed ahead through dense minefields, booby traps, and tunnel complexes. 
   Co. D, 4-3 Inf. killed one VC trying to escape the cordon in a smallboat and later killed two more VC in the same area 
nine miles northwest of Quang Ngai City.  In a tunnel, Co. D found five VC suspects, two of them female, a French 
submachinegun, and three grenades.  One young VC surrendered earlier to Co. D as a Chieu Hoi. 
   An element of the 3-25 Marine Regt. met 420 civilian refugees at the northern end of the cordon and took them through 
the line.  As of 1600, 9523 refugees had been moved off the peninsula, with 137 of them confirmed VC infrastructure 
members and 153 VC suspects. 
   Americal totals in the 13-day operation are 49 VC killed and 14 individual weapons taken.   Over-all totals show 113 
VC killed and 29 weapons captured. 
   Elsewhere in the 198th Inf. Bde. area, "Aero Scouts" killed two uniformed NVA 14 1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky, and 
Co, A, 1-52 Inf. found a VC killed by fire from C Btry., 1-14 Arty three miles nearer Tam Ky. 
    The 3-21 Inf.'s January body count rose to 142 as Co. A killed three VC and Cos. B and C one apiece in the 196th Inf. 
Bde. area.  The kills came within 12-14 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   In other 196th action, the 71st Aslt. Hel. Co. engaged and killed three VC 20 miles northwest of Tam Ky, and Co. A, 1-
46 Inf. killed two VC in separate incidents a mile nearer Tam Ky. 
   Cos. A and B, 4-31 Inf. relocated 26 and 19 refuges, respectively, to Nui Loc Son from areas 24 and 30 miles west of 
Tam Ky. 
    No Americal Division soldiers were killed, and four were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment.  Twelve 
Marines were killed, and 38 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment.  All casualty figures were based on 
initial report.

Division action yesterday. 
   Americal forces reported killing nine NVA and 28 VC, finding one VC body, detaining 10 VC suspects, and capturing 
four individual weapons and 3450 pounds of rice in southern I Corps. 
   Day-long sweeps in an area 7-8 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai City from the Buff Triangle south of the Song Tra 
Khuc netted three NVA and 10 VC killed and two weapons captured by elements of the 3-1 Inf. and 4-21 Inf. and "Shark" 
gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. 
   Elsewhere in the 11th Inf. Bde. area, other units of the 3-1 Inf. killed six NVA and four VC.   
   Yesterday's sweep came after six days of fighting an NVA force concentrated in a one-mile area 6 1/2-7 miles 
northwest of Quang Ngai City.  Americal troops swept that area and from 2-3 miles south to the Song Tra Khuc. 
    Co. A, 4-21 Inf. killed two NVA and captured their rifles, an M-16 and an AK-47, and Co. B, 3-1 Inf. killed the other 
NVA and found 1850 pounds of rice. 
   Co. A also killed two VC in one incident, while the 4-21 recon unit killed three VC in as many encounters.  Cos. B and 
C, 4-21 Inf. each killed a VC and another element of the 4-21 also killed one. 
   Co. C, 3-1 Inf. killed one VC, and the "Sharks" killed the other in the sweep area. 
    Three units of the 3-1 were involved in all action beyond the sweep.  In two incidents, Co. D killed four NVA of seven 
engaged and then one VC 14 miles southwest of Quang Ngai City.  A half-mile away, the 3-1 recon unit engaged 10 
NVA and killed two with mortar fire. 
   Another element of the 3-1 killed three VC in two actions 17 1/2 miles southwest of Quang Ngai City. 
   A Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. and H Trp., 17th Cav. joined Americal, Marine, Navy, and ARVN forces early this morning 
as Operation Russell Beach continued to press forward and the cordon of the Batangan Peninsula where one or more 
VC battalions are reportedly trapped. 
   Cavalry units made a beach landing to link with Americal's 5-46 Inf. as part of the cordon waited on the western bank  
of the Song Chau Me Dong, last natural barrier to a sweep to the sea. 
  Units of the Americal's 4-3 Inf. killed a VC and captured two weapons in slim action yesterday as the cordon advanced 
cautiously through mined and tunnel-laced areas.  The 4-3 recon unit killed the VC 9 1/2 miles northeast of Quang Ngai 
City, close to two spots where Co. D found an M-1 rifle and M-1 carbine. 
   The carbine was turned up in a tunnel after two Hoi Chanhs told D Co. they had seen a VC intelligence representative 
in the area carrying a U.S. carbine.  A reinforced D Co. patrol found the carbine and personnel items in the tunnel but 
failed to locate the VC. 
   Near that find, the patrol discovered a large tunnel complex dug into the side of a hill.  Tunnel rats reported searching 
400-500 meters and finding cubbyhole sleeping niches carved every five meters.  Estimates were that more than 300 
people could sleep there and that the tunnel had been used within the previous 24 hours. 
   Refugees continued to pour out of the area as 829 more were removed tot he holding center where 10,357 refugees 
have been processed, with 142 confirmed as VC infra-structure members and 192 classified as VC suspects.  Twenty-
four babies have been born in the 14-day existence of the refugee center. 
   No major incidents were reported elsewhere in the 198th Inf. Bde. area. 
    Three ground units and "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed 11 VC and found one VC body in scattered 
action in the 196th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Co. B, 2-1 Inf. directed artillery fire to kill three of four VC seen moving 24 1/2 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  In a day-old 
report, Co. A, 2-1 Inf. found the grave of a VC killed 30-40 days ago by small arms fire a half-mile further northwest. 
   Co. D, 4-31 Inf. killed two of three VC engaged during a search and clear operation and discovered 1600 pounds of 
rice in a tunnel 24 miles west of Tam Ky where Co. C, 4-31 also killed a VC.  The 4-21 recon unit killed a VC 20 1/2 miles 
west of Tam Ky. 
    "Blue Ghosts" killed three VC in separate actions, 12, 17 and 17 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky, and Co. C, 3-21 killed one 
VC 10 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Co. B, 4-31 Inf. relocated 23 refugees to Nui Loc Son from an area 26 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   "Blue Ghosts" also killed two VC in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area nine and 11 miles north of Tam Ky.  The kills were F 
Trp.'s 15th and 16th in the 1-1 area in the past two days and upped its two-day total in all areas to 19 VC killed. 
   One Americal Division soldier was killed, and 22 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment.  Seven Marines 
were killed, and two were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment.  All casualty figures were based on initial 
reports.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--It's a case of "any day now" in Operation Russell Beach and a case of "every day now" 
to the west-northwest of Quang Ngai City. 
   Preparations for a final surge forward continued yesterday on the Batangan  Peninsula while, some 12 miles west, 
units of the 11th Inf. Bde. pounded scattered VC elements in the 11th's biggest day in weeks. 
   Americal Division forces reported killing 64 VC, detaining 15 VC suspects, and capturing slightly over a ton of rice in 
southern I Corps. For the first time in 14 days, no NVA were encountered. 
    Three companies of the 5-46 Inf. crossed the Song Chau Me Dong to join A Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. and H Trp., 17th Cav. on the 
east bank in preparation for today's Russell Beach probe of approximately 1 1/2 miles between cordon and sea. 
   When the entire cordon moves across the river, Cos, B, C, and D, 5-46 Inf. will line up with Co. D, 4-3 Inf. and two Marine companies 
to lead the way.   Other 5-46 and 4-3 Inf. units remain behind the narrowing line to conduct sweeps with Marine and ARVN elements.  
Navy ships still stand off shore. 
   In four brief skirmishes yesterday, Co. C, 4-3 Inf. killed three VC behind the cordon 5 1/2 miles northeast of Quang Ngai City, and Co. 
B, 5-46 Inf. found a VC killed by small arms fire in the cordon area four miles further northeast.  Cos. C also found a 600-pound rice 
cache. 
   Marine units discovered the intricate tunnel complexes in the immediate cordon area.  Co. M, 3-26 Regt. searched a 25 by 30-foot 
complex consisting of 10 tunnels leading to a large center area recently occupied, and Co. L, 3-26 entered a 500-foot tunnel complete 
with brick and concrete reinforcements and branch tunnels. 
   PSYOP missions encouraged 334 more refugees to leave the peninsula area and brought to 10,691 the number who have fled since 
Russell Beach began 115 days ago.  More than 350 refugees are confirmed VC, and 121 VC have been killed in the operation. 
   Elsewhere in the 198th Inf. Bde. area, Co. C, 1-52 Inf. engaged three VC and killed two 8 1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky, and Co. D, 
1-6 Inf. found 1000 pounds of rice six miles south of Chu Lai. 
    Three ground units and air elements killed 40 VC in 15 clashes in the 11th Inf. Bde. area where heavy action was centered for the 
eighth consecutive day from 5-8 1/2 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai City.  Fifteen VC suspects were detained. 

   In one of the largest single-unit encounters in the last month, the recon unit of the 4-21 Inf. battled 13 VC in an 
extended firefight that left 11 VC dead and two wounded but able to avoid capture 8 1/2 miles northwest of Quang Ngai 
City.  the dead carried VC ponchos and wore new clothing.  No Americans were killed or injured in the encounter. 
   Three miles below that action, Co. A, 4-21 Inf. killed three VC in two incidents and detained three VC suspects. 
   "Shark" gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co., working with Co. A, 1-20 Inf., killed seven VC in two actions eight miles 
north and 15 1/2 miles northwest of Duc Pho.  "Sharks" engaged eight VC and killed four in one incident and engaged 
and killed three for Co. A, which killed one VC and then found the buried bodies of five killed by artillery fire. 
   Co. D, 1-20 Inf. killed two VC in separate incidents 12-12 1/2 miles southeast of Duc Pho, and Co. C, 3-1 Inf. killed a 
VC six miles northwest of Quang Ngai City. 
   Another element of the 3-1 Inf. killed nine VC in four encounters from 12-13 miles west-southwest of Quang Ngai City, 
and an element of the 4-21 Inf. found a VC killed by air strikes six miles northwest of Quang Ngai City. 
   Three units found small rice caches totaling 550 pounds in the area of heaviest action west-northwest of Quang Ngai 
City. 
    Nine VC were killed in as many incidents in the 196th Inf. Bde. area where Co. A, 3-21 Inf. accounted for three VC as 
did 1-46 Inf. units. 
   Co. A killed VC 12 1/2 - 14 1/2 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  The 1-46 recon unit killed two VC, one with artillery fire in a 
battle with an unknown-size enemy force 19 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky, and Co. C, 1-46 Inf. killed a VC 15 1/2 
miles northwest of Tam Ky.  Co. C, 2-1 Inf., working with Popular Force troops, engaged two VC and killed one 21 1/2 
miles west-northwest of Tam Ky and, about a mile away, Co. D, 2-1 Inf. called in artillery to kill one of four VC seen 
moving nearby. 
   The other VC kill went to Co. D, 4-31 Inf. 24 miles west of Tam Ky. 
    "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav. joined C Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. in a three-hour fight with VC elements 16 miles 
north-northwest of Tam ky.  The two troops killed nine VC in the only action in the 1-1 area. 
   In eight incidents between 1510 and 1815 hours, F Trp. killed seven VC and C Trp. two.  The kills brought F Trp.'s 
three-day total to 26 VC killed. 
   Three Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 22 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment.  No Marines 
were killed, and tow were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment.

   Major contact with enemy troops failed to materialize again yesterday in Operation Russell Beach as 
Americal and Marine units poked through 21 tunnels and the familiar maze of booby traps. 
   Including the one VC body found in the operation, Americal Division forces throughout southern I Corps 
reported killing one NVA and 27 VC, finding the bodies of an NVA and a VC, and capturing six individual 
weapons in light action. 
    Co. C, 5-46 Inf. found the two week-old body of a VC killed by small arms fire nine miles northeast of 
Quang Ngai City, and Marine 
Co. L, 3-26 Regt. captured two SKS rifles and an M-2 carbine while searching a tunnel on the cordon line 11 
miles northeast of Quang Ngai City. 
  Co. L had previously searched a tunnel with no results, although many of the 21 tunnels searched showed 
evidence they had been occupied recently. 
   Co. D, 5-46 Inf. found 17 tunnels in three incidents, including discovery of one complex with 13 tunnels of 
various size.  Co. D also found a 10 by 20 foot room under the false floor of a hootch.  Everything was 
destroyed. 
   Co. B, 5-46 Inf. found and destroyed 10 bunkers, and Co. C, 5-46 Inf. found a dud 250-pound bomb. 
   Elsewhere in the 198th Inf. Bde. area, Co. C, 1-52 Inf. found the body of a VC killed by air strikes eight 
miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Action in the 11th Inf. Bde. area was again centered to the west-northwest of Quang Ngai City where two 
units discovered on NVA body and killed eight VC.  Other 11th elements killed on NVA and eight VC and 
captured an AK-47 rifle. 
   The recon unit of the 4-21 Inf. returned to the scene of Monday's heavy fighting near a small village eight 
miles northwest of Quang Ngai City and located the graves of five VC killed in that fight.  The recon unit, 
which received sniper fire in the area, had killed 11 VC in one firefight there Monday. 
   A mile further northwest, Co. A, 4-21 Inf. killed a VC and, 5 1/2 miles north-northwest of Quang Ngai City, 
Co. B, 4-21 Inf. found the week-old body of an NVA killed by artillery fire. 
   Six miles northwest of Quang Ngai City, Co. B, 3-1 Inf. found two VC killed by small arms and artillery fire 
and destroyed 800 pounds of rice, two tunnels, and three bunkers in five incidents. 
   Southwest of Quang Ngai City, elements of the 4-31 Inf. killed and NVA and five VC.  Co. D engaged 
three NVA, killed one, and took his AK-47 rifle, 12 1/2 miles southwest where  another 4-31 element earlier 
found three VC killed by artillery fire.  That element then killed two VC five miles further southwest. 
   "Shark" gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co., continuing a string of successful missions in the past week, 
engaged and killed three VC five miles north of Duc Pho while supporting Co. A, 1-20 Inf. in day-long 
operations. 
   Co. A killed five VC in as many encounters, and Co. C added one as the 3-21 Inf. accounted for most of 
the 196th Inf. Bde.'s nine VC killed.  Two weapons were captured. 
   Co. A's kills came between 1140 and 1345 hours from 14-15 1/2 miles north northwest of Tam Ky.  The 
final action in which Co. A engaged eight VC, netted and AK-47 rifle.  Co. C's kill came 11 miles west of 
Tam Ky. 
   Co. C, 4-31 Inf. engaged and killed two VC at 2220 hours 24 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky in rugged jungle 
area.  Nearby another 4-31 element captured an SKS rifle. 
   The other VC kill went to an element of the 1-46 Inf. 18 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
    In the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area, "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav. recorded their 27th VC kill in four days in 
a brief encounter seven miles north of Tam Ky. 
    One Americal Division soldier was wounded and evacuated for medical treatment according to an initial 
report.  No Marines were reported killed or injured.

    Americal and Marine units reported 14 VC killed and 13 weapons captured, five of them crew-served, yesterday in 
addition to 10 incidents in which tunnels, bunkers, mines, booby traps, supplies and ammo were found. 
   Including Russell Beach, Americal forces throughout southern I Corps reported killing one NVA and 45 VC, finding 
three VC bodies, and capturing 22 weapons, five crew-served. 
    All VC kills and weapons captures in Russell Beach came in eight incidents involving four Americal units and a Marine 
company. 
   At 0005 hours, an estimated VC squad struck an Americal night position two miles behind the main cordon line on the 
peninsula.  Co. C, 4-3 Inf.; H Trp., 17th Cav.; and Co. B, 26th Engr. Bn. received RPG, 82mm mortar, and automatic 
weapons fire and a ground probe. 
   Return fire killed six Vc and led to capture of two AK-47 rifles and an AK-50.  No Americans were killed. 
   In separate incidents nearby, Co. C, 4-3 Inf. killed two VC and captured two .30-cal machineguns and a 60mm mortar 
tube after digging up a grave.  In a nearby rice paddy dike, Co. C found 200 M-60 rounds, 400 .30 cal rounds, and a 25 
pound shaped charge. 
   Marine Co. K, 3-26 Regt. found the bodies of five VC killed by air strikes in two graves 11 miles northeast of Quang 
Ngai City near the cordon line.  Co. K later killed a VC in a tunnel. 
   Other weapons caches were found well behind the cordon 7 1/2 miles northeast of Quang Ngai City by HQ Co., 4-3 
Inf., and H Trp. HQ turned up five M-1 carbines, and H Trp. found a rocket launcher and a BAR. 
   Among other items found were six beer cans fashioned into concussion grenades packed with explosives and tipped 
with blasting caps, two tunnels so new that tools use to dig them were found nearby,  two 20mm casings with .50 cal 
rounds attached to form booby traps, and a collection of pots and pans. 
   No other major incidents were reported in the 198th Inf. Bde. area. 
    Units of the 196th Inf. Bde. killed an NVA and 11 VC, captured 14 individual weapons, and broke up a late-night VC 
party. 
   In a delayed report of Tuesday action, Co. A, 4-31 Inf. investigated noise near its night position and discovered 30-40 
VC partying.  Co. A scattered the group, killing one VC detaining 22 more, and confiscating 15 gallons of liquor and 900 
pounds of rice in the action 24 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   A half-mile further west, Co. C, 4-31 Inf. engaged and killed three VC yesterday and captured an AK-47 rifle and an 
SKS rifle.  Co. A killed another VC near the scene of the party. 
   Co. B, 2-1 Inf. killed an NVA, destroyed five bunkers, and captured K-54 Chicom pistol 22 1/2 miles west-northwest of 
Tam Ky and later engaged four NVA and took a K-44 rifle.  Nearby, Co. A, 2-1 Inf. found a small cache containing three 
K-044 and two SKS rifles.  Co. C killed a VC 21 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   In two incidents, Co. C, 3-21 Inf. killed a VC and found a 12-gauge shotgun, two French MAT rifles, and two K-44 rifles 
10 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Co. B, 3-21 Inf. engaged and killed three VC 9 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky, and Co. A killed a VC 14 miles northwest of 
Tam Ky. 
    The recon unit of the 4-21 Inf. spent a third successful day above Quang Ngai City and recorded five more VC slain as 
units of the 11th Inf. Bde. killed 11 VC and found three VC bodies. 
   Led by 1LT Robert McEldowney (Hilo, Hawaii), the 4-21 recon unit killed a VC 10 miles northwest of Quang Ngai City 
and then engaged  and killed four VC a half-mile away.  Recon has accounted for 21 VC dead in three days. 
   Operating in the area where prolonged fighting occurred last week, Co. A, 4-21 Inf. found three more VC, all killed 5-7 
days ago five miles north-northwest of Quang Ngai City. 
    "Shark" gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. killed a VC 12 miles southwest of Quang Ngai City.  There and six miles 
further southwest, an element of the 3-1 Inf. killed five VC in two actions. 
    Two troops of the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. joined F Trp., 8th Cav. to kill nine VC in five incidents in the 1-1 area. 
   B Trp. killed three VC in two incidents nine miles north of Tam Ky, and C Trp. called in artillery to kill three of four VC 
seen 17 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp. killed a VC eight miles north of Tam Ky and another  a mile from C Trp.'s encounter. 
    One Americal Division soldier was killed, and 14 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment.  Four Marines 
were killed, and three were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment.  All casualty figures were based on initial 
reports.

    Americal forces reported killing five NVA and 51 VC, finding one VC, detaining eight VC suspects, and 
capturing seven weapon, one crew-served. 
   In Operation Russell Beach, two VC were killed, one VC body found, and one weapon captured as 
Americal and Marine units pressed through more mines, booby traps, and tunnels in their cordon of the 
Batangan Peninsula. 
    Of 37 kills in the 11th Inf. Bde. area, 25 were by air elements as five NVA and 32 VC were killed and three 
weapons captured one crew-served. 
   In the day's largest encounter, the command and control helicopter of the 3-1 Inf. engaged an unknown-
size enemy force 11 miles west-southwest of Quang Ngai City at 1115 hours and killed five NVA and seven 
VC. 
    At 1000 and 1010, the C&C killed two more VC 12 1/2 miles west-southwest of Quang Ngai City. 
    "Sharks" to the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. engaged and killed eight VC eight miles west-northwest of Quang 
Ngai City.  "Sharks" have killed 19 VC in the past four days and 38 in the past two week. 
   The other gunship kill went to "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. 13 miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   The recon unit of the 4-21 Inf. upped its four-day body count to 25 VC by killing four more in three 
incidents nine miles northwest of Quang Ngai City.  One carried black cloth and 25 feet of det cord.  Nearby, 
Co. A, 4-21 Inf. found a VC killed by artillery and killed by artillery and killed by artillery and killed a VC in a 
firefight. 
   The recon unit of the 1-20 Inf. called in artillery fire to kill two VC running into a hut six miles west of Duc 
Pho, and Co. B, 1-20 Inf. killed two VC in two incidents four miles nearer Duc Pho. 
   Co. C, 3-1 Inf. killed two VC seven miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai City after finding a weapons 
cache nearby earlier, Included were a 60mm mortar tube, a 16-guage shotgun, and a rifle of undetermined 
origin.  All were heavily rusted. 
   Action tapered off in Operation Russell Beach where Co. A, 5-46 Inf. found the four-day-old body of a VC 
killed by air strikes; HQ Co., 4-3 Inf. killed a VC; and Marine Co. M, 3-26 Regt. killed two of the three VC 
engaged.  All were killed behind the main cordon line. 
   Elements of the main line moved forward approximately 500 meters and again encountered numerous 
mines and booby traps.  Co. M also found and destroyed a tunnel complex and took documents from 
another tunnel. 
   Co. A, 5-46 Inf. was being led by a Hoi Chanh to a tunnel complex when the Hoi Chanh stepped on a mine 
or booby trap, killing himself.  No Americans were killed. 
   Elsewhere in the 198th Inf. Bde. area, Co., C, 1-52 Inf. engaged three NVA, killed two, and captured a K-
50 rifle 11 miles southwest of Tam Ky.  The 176th Aslt. Hel. Co. killed two VC after receiving automatic 
weapons fire 11 miles  
north of Quang Ngai City. 
   Four companies killed six VC and captured three weapons in the 196th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Co. C, 4-31 Inf. came under fire and returned it to kill three VC and capture AK-47 and K-50 rifles 24 1/2 
miles west of Tam Ky; and Cos. A and C, 3-21 Inf. killed three VC in two incidents 13 1/2 miles west of Tam 
Ky; Co. D. 3-21 Inf. took an SKS rifle 14 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav maintained the strong showing by gunships as they brought their six-day 
total of VC killed to 40 by killing eight in seven incidents north and west of Tam Ky. 
   Three kills came 9 1/2 miles north of Tam Ky in two actions, and the rest were from 10-17 miles to the 
north and west. 
    Fifteen Americal Division soldiers were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, as were two 
Marines.  All casualty figures were based on initial reports.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Increased action behind the cordon of the Batangan Peninsula, another encounter with a large NVA 
force, and discovery of a weapons cache highlighted a busy day for Americal Division forces in Operation Russell Beach and throughout 
southern I Corps yesterday. 
   Americal units reported killing 15 NVA and 41 VC, finding two VC bodies, detaining nine VC suspects, and capturing 29 weapons, 13 
crew-served. 
   Americal and Marine elements killed 14 VC, found a VC body, and captured an M-1 carbine in three incidents near the main cordon 
line and three for to rear [sic]. 
   H Trp., 17th Cav. engaged a large group of VC trying to escape behind the cordon near the beach and killed 10 at 1425 hours seven 
miles east-northeast of Quang Ngai City.  At 1550, H Trp. killed another evading VC and took the carbine. 
   Co. C, 4-3 Inf. found a VC killed within the previous 24 hours by gunships seven miles northeast of Quang Ngai City. 
   Some four miles ahead on the cordon, Marine Cos. L and M, 3-26 Regt. accounted for the other VC kills.  Co. M found the body of a 
VC killed by small arms fire and , an hour later killed a VC in a firefight.  At 2100, Co. L engaged two VC on line and killed one. 
   In delayed Thursday reports, Marine Co. K, 3-26 Regt. found and destroyed three tunnels in early afternoon on line, while Co. M 
located a tunnel containing nine cattle.  Co. B, 5-46 Inf. found and destroyed five tunnels with cots and eating facilities yesterday, and 
Co. B, 4-3 Inf. evacuated 5000 pounds of rice from well behind the line to a refugee center. 
   Co. B, 26th Engr. Bn. yesterday brought its Russell Beach totals to 269 bunkers, 83115 meters of tunnels, 45 structures and 61 mines, 
dud rounds, and booby traps destroyed. 
   Refugees processed off the peninsula now total 11,270, with 218 confirmed members of the VC infra-structure and 92 VC suspects.  
Through the first 19 days of the operation, Americal units have killed 73 VC, Marines 59, and ARVN 19. 
   Elsewhere in the 198th Inf. Bde. area, Co. C, 1-52 Inf. scrapped with an unknown-size NVA force 10 miles south-west of Tam Ky.  
Nine NVA were killed by air strikes Thursday at 1905, and five more died in an artillery barrage yesterday at 1045. 
  Action began Thursday when Co. C. watched a large NVA force moving toward its night perimeter and then received several 82mm 
mortar rounds.  Air strikes drove off the attackers.  Artillery was called in yesterday to kill five NVA seen running into a hootch.  An AK-47 
rifle was taken. 
    Following a trail and its instincts paid of for Co. C, 3-1 Inf. which discovered a hastily-concealed enemy weapons cache in the area of 
last week's heavy fighting 6-7 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai City. 
   Including Co. C's find, units  of the 11th Inf. Bde. killed one NVA and 24 VC, found a VC body, detained four VC suspects, and 
captured 27 weapons, 13 crew-served. 
   Shortly afternoon, Co. C found an apparent enemy observation post and began following a trail out of the Op area.  Discovery of a rock 
formation that appeared to have been used as a sleeping position prompted a closer search, and the cache was found poorly hidden 
under rocks and bushes nearby. 
   Crew-served weapons found included nine BARs, two U.S. .30-cal machineguns, a French machinegun, and a French M-29 
automatic rifle.  Also found were six M-1 rifles, four K-44 rifles, two French MAS-36 rifles, and two Russian submachineguns. 
   Various supplies and ammo were also taken in the cache.  Later, Co. C found the body of a VC killed by artillery. 
   Only four units accounted for the rest of the action as the command and control helicopter of the 3-1 Inf. killed 13 VC in six incidents 

and the recon unit of the 4-21 Inf. killed ten VC in four encounters. 
   The C&C engaged small groups of VC throughout the day in areas ranging from 11 1/2 miles southwest to 21 1/2 miles west-
southwest of Quang Ngai City.  The recon kills came between 8-11 miles northwest of Quang Ngai City where action has increased 
since last week's fighting nearby. 
   An Americal Long Range Patrol killed an NVA 116 miles west-southwest of Quang Ngai City, and "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. 
killed a VC 4 1/2 miles west of Duc Pho. 
 
   Action was unusually light in the 196th Inf. Bde. area as Co. B, 3-21 Inf. killed two VC nine miles west-northwest of Tam Ky in the only 
major incident.  F Trp., 17th Cav relocated 101 refugees to Que Son from an area 20 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed a VC 8 1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky in the only action in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area. 
    One Americal Division soldier was killed, and 24 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment.  One Marine was killed, and 20 
were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment.  All casualty figures were based on initial reports. 
                       WAR SOUVENIRS 
   Mine detectors are now being used in APOs to find weapons and other contraband items being mailed illegally.  Government property 
and "War Souvenirs" found either in the mail or in a soldier's held baggage will result in disciplinary action under the Uniform Code of 
Military Justice.  Prohibited items include all U.S. Government property, hand weapons larger than .45 cal., sawed-off shotguns, rifles 
with barrels less than 16 inches, zip-guns, automatic weapons, silencers, explosives, tanks and airplanes.

   Action was also moderate throughout southern I Corps as Americal Division forces reported killing 41 VC, 
finding one VC body,, detaining 18 VC suspects, and capturing six weapons. 
   marine Co. I, 3-26 Regt., working behind the cordon, and three Americal units found, three VC suspects 
held, and six M-72 LAW rockets taken in Russell Beach. 
   At 0550, Co. I killed two VC 11 miles northeast of Quang Ngai City and, nearly 15 hours later, engaged 
eight VC nearby and killed four.  Co. I was cleaning up behind Cos. K and M, 3-26 Regt. which moved to the 
northern edge of the peninsula Saturday. 
   Co. C, 4-3 Inf. found and M-72 nine miles northeast of Quang Ngai City and , two hours later, found the 
body of a VC killed several days ago by small arms fire nearby.  Another 4-3 element killed a VC a mile 
further back. 
   H Trp., 17th Cav., working with an ARVN unit, caught three VC suspects carrying five M-72 LAWs on the 
southern edge of the beach nine miles east-north-east of Quang Ngai City. 
   Co. M, 3-26 Regt., poking through a small village on the northern coast, found a VC hiding, 150 pounds of 
rice and 150 of corn, and an ammo can rigged into a booby trap with an 82mm mortar. 
   Near the central coast, Co. D, 5-46 Inf. discovered and destroyed two small tunnels and found three 
tunnels caved in by previous air strikes in the area. 
  There were no Americal or Marine casualties on the peninsula. 
    Led by "Shark" gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co., units of  the 11th Inf. Bde. killed 20 VC and detained 
12 VC suspects in seven incidents. 
   Between 0820 and 0855, "Sharks" killed nine VC in three encounters seven miles northwest of Quang 
Ngai City.  Nearby, Co. B, 4-21 Inf. found and destroyed a tunnel 160 meters long. 
  In mid-afternoon, Co. D, 3-1 Inf. received heavy small arms fire and returned it along with an artillery 
barrage to kill six VC 19 1/2 miles southwest of Quang Ngai City.  Six miles closer to Quang Ngai, the 3-1 
recon unit engaged four VC and killed two. 
   Co. A, 4-21 Inf. killed a VC and detained a VC suspect, and Co. B, 4-21 Inf. detained six VC suspects 7 
1/2 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai City.  Co. B, 1-20 Inf. killed two VC 5 1/2 miles northwest of Duc 
Pho.  Military Police at 11th Inf. Bde. headquarters detained five military-age males. 
   The 3-21 Inf., opening the new month in the same way it performed throughout January, accounted for all 
10 VC killed in the 196th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Co. A killed five VC in three incidents, including three in one action 15 1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam 
Ky.  Single kills were recorded 13 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. C encountered four VC at 0730 and killed three in a firefight 11 1/2 miles west of Tam Ky, and Co. B 
engaged and killed two VC 11 miles west-north-west of Tam Ky. 
    F Trp., 8th Cav. and B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. killed four VC in the 1-1 area.  After E Trp. killed two VC 
15 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky, each troop killed a VC eight miles north of Tam Ky. 
    Two Americal Division soldiers were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an 
initial report.  For the second consecutive day, no Americal or Marine soldiers were killed.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Four days into its fourth month, Operation Vernon Lake II is paying dividends slightly higher than 
those totaled yesterday by four 11th Inf. Bde. units which killed 11 VC and captured five weapons without a casualty. 
   Action throughout southern I Corps warmed up in proportion to plummeting temperatures as Americal Division forces reported killing 
four NVA and 43 VC, detaining 13 VC suspects, capturing six individual weapons, and finding three tons of rice. 
   In Operation Russell Beach, the entire Americal-Marine cordon completed its sweep to the tip of the Batangan Peninsula and began 
the task of securing rear areas and establishing a forward base of operations. 
   Including action in Vernon Lake II, units of the 11th Inf. Bde. killed four NVA and 33 VC, captured five weapons, and found and 
destroyed three tons of rice.  Eight of 11 encounters with enemy forces took place 8 1/2 - 12 miles west-northwest and west-southwest 
of Quang Ngai City. 
   In Vernon Lake II, Cos. A, D, and the recon unit of the 3-1 Inf. each killed two VC in three incidents and captured five weapons within 
five minutes in three different areas. 
  At 1145 hours Co. D killed two VC 12 miles west-southwest of Quang Ngai.  At the same time 14 1/2 miles southwest of Quang Ngai, 
recon killed two VC and, at 1150, Co. A killed two 13 miles southwest.  At 1420, Co. D found two M-2 carbines and three homemade 
weapons near the scene of its kills. 
   A UH-1 helicopter, working with the 3-1 Inf., brought the Vernon Lake II totals to 11 VC killed by finding the bodies of five VC killed by 
artillery within the previous 12 hours 11 miles west-southwest of Quang Ngai. 
   Since Vernon Lake II began Nov. 2, Americal forces have killed 111 NVA and 183 VC, found 34 NVA and 37 VC bodies, detained 96 
VC suspects, and captured 139 weapons, five crew-served.  Fewer than 25 Americans have been killed during the operation. 
   Moving into a marshy area near the Song Tra Khuc 11 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai at 1300, the recon unit of the 4-21 Inf. was 
quickly embroiled in three incidents.  
   Recon first found the bodies of five VC killed within the previous hour by "Shark" gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co., then almost 
immediately engaged an unknown -size enemy force and killed seven VC.  Twenty minutes later recon engaged and killed four more 
VC there. 
   At 1130 in the same area, the 3-1 Inf. UH-1 had engaged five NVA and killed two.  The same helicopter also killed two NVA a mile 
away. 
   At 1040, Btry. D, 1-82 Arty. moved into action after a call from an aerial observer of a Forward Air Control element in Quang Ngai.  He 
spotted nine VC herding water buffalo 8 1/2 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai and directed artillery fire to kill five VC and two water 
buffalo. 
   Co. C, 3-1 Inf., operating outside Vernon Lake II, killed a VC five miles northwest of Quang Ngai after finding and destroying 6000 
pounds of rice nearby earlier. 
  Americal and Marine units closed their cordon of the Batangan Peninsula with has been probed by as many as 8800 men since Jan. 
13 when Operation Russell Beach opened.  Units on the central and southern coasts reached the sea yesterday to join two Marine 
companies which hit the northern coast five days ago. 
  Work began on a fire base in the coastal area, while many units maintained the rear area sweep which continues to produce scattered 
encounters with VC, tunnels, caves, mines, and booby traps. 
  Co. C, 4-3 Inf., working far to the rear 9 1/2 miles northeast of Quang Ngai, recorded yesterday's only kill.  The "Old Guard" troops 
watched a VC who in turn was watching cavalry movements in the area.  When the VC discovered he had been spotted, he ran into a 
tunnel where he was killed after refusing to reappear. 
  Marine Co. M, 3-26 Regt. captured eight VC suspects easily--all eight walked into the company command post with hands raised high 
over their heads. 
   The 24-day cordon sweep produced 11,585 refugees processed and 201 VC killed by Americal, Marine, and ARVN troops.  In 
addition, 256 members of the VC infra-structure were captured.  Also detained were 152 VC suspects, 102 prisoners of war, and 32 Hoi 
Chanhs. 
   Elsewhere in the 198th Inf. Bde. area, a UH-1 helicopter working with the 1-52 Inf., killed six VC in three incidents 10-11 1/2 miles 
southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Action was scarce in the 196th Inf. Bde. area where Co. B, 3-21 Inf. killed one VC leaving a hut and captured an M-2 carbine 10 miles 
west of Tam Ky. 
   Co. C, 2-1 Inf. relocated 33 refugees to An Hoa from an area 26 miles northwest of Tam Ky, and Co, C, 4-31 Inf. moved eight refugees 
to Nui Loc Son from 25 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Two VC were killed in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area, including one in Operation Hardin Falls, "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed a 
VC 15 1/2 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky, and Co. B, 1-46 Inf., OPCON to the 1-1 in Hardin Falls, killed a VC 8 1/2 miles northwest of 
Tam Ky. 
   For the fifth day in the past week, no Americal Division soldiers were killed.  Sixteen were wounded and evacuated for medical 
treatment, according to an initial report.  There were no Marine casualties.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Units of the 11th Inf. Bde. have been disrupting NVA staging areas west-northwest of 
Quang Ngai City for the past month, and yesterday was no exception. 
   Moving in on the heels of three very damaging air strikes in a small area 117 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai, 
Cos. A and B, 4-21 Inf. began a sweep that netted three NVA killed and huge stores of enemy supplies and ammo 
including 11 weapons, one crew-served. 
   Throughout southern I Corps on a relatively calm day, Americal Division forces reported killing 10 NVA and 11 VC, 
finding one VC body, detaining 14 VC suspects, capturing 12 weapons, one crew-served, and relocating 117 refugees. 
   In addition to the 4-21 Inf.'s activities, two other 11th Inf. Bde. elements accounted for four VC killed and one weapon 
captured. 
   Cos. A and B, 4-21 Inf., whose sweep continued today, were involved in six incidents between 1105 and 1400 hours 
yesterday in the NVA base camp area.  In the past three weeks, heavy fighting with enemy forces has occurred from 5-
11 1/2 miles west and northwest of Quang Ngai. 
   At 1105, Co. B. found the shattered base camp which had consisted of seven huts, each 8 by 10 feet, and the body of 
an NVA killed in the strikes.  Included there in the supply and ammo cache were seven AK-47 rifles and an RPG-7.

Co. A also captured a 
PRC-10 radio, 250 AK-47 rounds, and a transmitter with switchboard. 
   In Operation Vernon Lake II, Co. D, 3-1 Inf. engaged eight VC and killed two 11 miles west-southwest of Quang Ngai.  
Co. C, 3-1 Inf. captured a K-44 rifle from an NVA who escaped a mile north of Duc Pho. 
   Also in the Duc Pho region, Co. D, 1-20 Inf. killed a VC 15 miles to the southeast, and Co. B, 1-20 Inf. killed a VC 15 
miles to the southeast, and Co. B, 1-20 Inf. killed a VC 5 1/2 miles to the northwest. 
  Three Americal units and a Marine company killed six NVA and three VC and captured an M-16 rifle in the 198th Inf. 
Bde. area and Operation Russell Beach. 
   "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. engaged six NVA, killed four, and captured the rifle 8 1/2 miles south-southwest of 
Tam Ky.  In the same area, the gunships also destroyed nine structures in two actions. 
   A UH-1 helicopter, working with the 1-52 Inf., twice engaged groups of three VC and each time killed one 8-9 miles 
southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Btry, A, 3-18 Arty. fired on a group of 25-30 NVA 24 1/2 miles southwest of Chu Lai and killed two. 
   In Russell Beach, Marine Co. M, 3-26 Regt. found the body of a VC killed by artillery within the previous 24 hours 10 
1/2 miles northeast of Quang Ngai. 
   Three units of the 196th Inf. Bde. killed an NVA and two VC, captured a weapon, and relocated 117 refugees. 
   Co. B, 3-21 Inf. killed the NVA and captured an M1933 Soviet pistol 11 1/1 miles west of Tam Ky, and Co. A, 3-21 Inf. 
killed one of six VC engaged 11 1/2 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   The recon unit of the 4-31 Inf. killed a VC 21 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky.  
   Five companies moved the 117 refugees in seven groups to an Hoa and Nui Loc Son from areas between 17 and 26 
miles west and northwest of Tam Ky. 
   B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. found a VC and killed one, and F Trp., 8th Cav. killed a VC in the 1-1 area. 
   At 1100, B Trp. found the body of a VC killed one or two days ago by artillery 15 1/2 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky 
and, and 1300 killed a VC in the same place.  F Trp. killed a VC 11 1/2 miles north of Tam Ky. 
    One Americal Division soldier was killed, and four were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to 
an initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--One of the largest weapons caches found by an Americal Division unit in the 
Vietnam war was discovered yesterday by Co. C, 1-52 Inf. to highlight a day of moderate action in southern 
I Corps. 
   Americal forces reported killing 39 VC, detaining 15 VC suspects, and capturing 66 weapons, three crew-
served.  Also, 68 refugees were relocated, and 3500 pounds of rice were found and destroyed. 
   Co. C, 1-52 Inf., led by CPT James Hall (San Antonio, Tex.), was patrolling a mountainous forest area 
near a rice paddy 12 1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky when a large outdoor classroom with desk and 
bleachers was spotted. 
  Hidden in the area were 52 individual weapons, including two Thompson submachineguns, a French MAT-
49 submachinegun, 22 Chicom Type 52 carbines, 11 SKS rifles, six BARs, five M-1A1 carbines, two M-1 
carbines, and a K-50 rifle. 
   Found with the weapons were 86 rifle grenades, one can each of M-16 and .30 cal ammo, three cans of 
mixed 9mm and AK-47 ammo, six BAR magazines, a 15-gallon can of oil, and protective mask.  The 
classroom was destroyed. 
   Task Force Cooksey, originally an Americal-RVN group but later expanded to include Marine elements, 
broke up a t 1330 hours as Marines pulled off the Batangan Peninsula and several Americal units stayed 
behind at a new fire base and the refugee center near Quang Ngai. 
   In a delayed report, Marine Co. M, 3-26 Regt. killed two VC at 2010 Saturday.  Co. B, 5-46 Inf. yesterday 
found an M-1 carbine on the peninsula. 
  Russell Beach totals show 206 VC killed, 201 VC infra-structure members captured, 140 VC suspects 
detained, 104 prisoners of war held, and 65 weapons taken, including six crew-served.  More than 14,000 
meters of tunnels were destroyed along with 241 structures. 
   The second highly productive barrage in five days of the 6-11 and 3-18 Arty. accounted for 20 of 28 VC 
killed in the 11th Inf. Bde. area.  Ten weapons, three crew-served, were captured, and six VC suspects were 
detained. 
  The recon unit of the 1-20 Inf. directed artillery fire on the two groups of 25 VC moving 10 and 11 1/2 miles 
south of Quang Ngai.  At 1900, Btry,. C, 3-18 Arty. killed eight VC and, at 1935, Btry, A, 6-11 Arty. killed 12.  
The two artillery units had killed 26 VC Wednesday and Thursday. 
  Cos. A and B, 4-21 Inf. continued their probe of an area 17-18 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai where 
air strikes have been employed recently on suspected enemy staging areas. 
   In separate incidents, Co. A found a VC killed in the air strikes and killed a VC in a firefight.  In four 
incidents both units found a 57mm recoilless rifle, an RPG-2, a .30 cal machinegun, seven AK-47 rifles, an 
M-72 LAW rocket, and an M-79 grenade launcher. 
  In two encounters, one at 2300 Saturday, Co. B, 4-3 Inf. killed three VC and captured a 9mm pistol 6 1/2 
and nine miles northwest of Quang Ngai. 
   In the Duc Pho area, an Americal Long Range Patrol killed two VC three miles to the southwest, and on 
11th Bde.  Forward Air Control pilot found the body of a VC killed by air strikes 11 1/2 miles to the north-
northwest. 
   Nine VC were killed in seven actions in the 196th Inf. Bde. area where 3500 pounds of rice were found, 
and 68 refugees were relocated. 
   In Operation Fayette Canyon, Co. B, 2-1 Inf. killed a VC 26 1/2 miles west northwest of Tam Ky and, with 
Co. C, 2-1 Inf., moved the refugees in three groups from that area to An Hoa. 
   A UH-1 helicopter of the 26th Engr. Bn., working with the 3-21 Inf., took ground fire and returned it to kill 
two VC 14 1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   The recon unit of the 1-46 Inf. found 3500 pounds of rice in two caches in wooden crocks 15 miles 
northwest of Tam Ky.  Nearby, Co. A, 3-21 Inf. killed a VC and, 11 miles west of Tam Ky, Co. B, 3-21 Inf. 
also killed a VC.  Two miles beyond the recon unit, Co. A, 1-46 Inf. killed a VC. 
   The second platoon of F Trp., 17th Cav. killed two VC after they threw a grenade out of a spider hole 25 
miles northwest of Tam Ky, and F Trp., 8th Cav. killed a VC 21 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
             Four Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 14 were wounded and evacuated for medical 
treatment, according to an initial report.

   A good ratio ? as good as can be, and itôs indicative of whatôs been happening in the 196th Inf. Bde. operation 
designed to root out enemy troops in a mountainous jungle area some 25 miles west and northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Throughout southern I Corps yesterday, Americal Division forces reported killing seven NVA and 30 VC, detaining 70 
VC suspects and capturing 12 weapons, one crew served. 
   Including the Fayette Canyon success, 196th units killed two NVA and 14 VC and captured an SKS rifle. 
   F Trp., 17th Cav. killed three VC in two incidents 24 1/2 miles northwest of Tam Ky, and Co B killed two NVA in 
separate actions 25 and 25 1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Those kills brought to 173 NVA and 78 VC killed and 65 NVA and five VC bodies found the totals for the 57 days since 
Operation Fayette Canyon began Dec. 15.  In that time, only two Americal soldiers have been killed, placing the over-all 
ratio at slightly better than 160 to 1.  
   Fayette Canyon has also produced 34 enemy suspects, four NVA prisoners of war, three Hoi Chanhs, and 69 
weapons, 14 of them crew-served. 
   Elsewhere in the 196th area, Co. A, 3-21 Inf. chased three VC who escaped into a spider hold [sic] 12 1/2 miles west-
northwest of Tam Ky.

Co. A, 4-31 Inf. relocated 44 refugees to Nui Lac Son from an 
area 13 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Co. A, 1-46 killed a VC 16 miles west of Tam Ky and found 1500 pounds of rice beneath the floor of a nearby hut.  A 
mile nearer Tam Ky, the 1-46 recon unit killed a VC. 
   Working with the 1-46 Inf., an element of F Trp., 17th Cav. found 2100 pounds of rice in two caches in a hole 
camouflaged with brush 22 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  Co. D, 4-31 Inf. found 500 pounds of rice 20 miles wets of Tam 
Ky. 
   Air Force CPT Jack Stitzel (Phoenix, Ariz.), a Forward Air Control pilot for the 11th Inf. Bde., gave the 11thôs totals a 
boost by finding seven VC killed in air strikes 9 1/2 and 11 1/2 miles north-northwest of Duc Pho. 
   CPT Stitzel, who also discovered a VC body Sunday, located five VC at 0835 hours and two more at 0926 yesterday 
as the 11th killed four NVA and 14 VC, detained 23 VC suspects, and captured six weapons. 
  Units of the 4-21 Inf., poking through another air strike area, killed two NVA and three VC and captured a rifle-per-man 
15, 16, and 17 1/2 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai. 
   In two incidents, Co. A killed two NVA and a VC and captured an AK-47 and two SKS rifles.  In two more encounters, 
Co. C also killed two NVA and a VC and took two AK-47s and a K-44.  Co A found two motor bikes nearby and 
destroyed 500 pounds of salt.     In Operation Vernon Lake II, Co. D, 3-1 Inf. engaged an unknown-size enemy force and 
killed two VC 12 miles west-southwest of Quang Ngai.  On the outskirts of the Duc Pho compound, Co. C, 3-1 Inf. killed 
a VC.

A and B, 4-3 Inf. engaged VC seven times from 4-1/2-6-1/2 miles 
northeast of Quang Ngai.  Those actions accounted for all but four VC kills in the 198th area where six 
more VC suspects were also detained. 
   At 1930, Co. A engaged and killed five VC, and Co. B dominated action from 1100 to 1730. 
   In sequence, Co. B engaged five VC and killed three, engaged and killed 11, killed one, engaged 10 
and killed four, killed one hiding in the false wall of a hut, and found a VC killed by small arms fire within 
the previous 24 hours.

   Light action concentrated in the Duc Pho area was again the story for 11th Inf. Bde. units which killed 
an NVA and a VC, detained five VC suspects, captured a weapon, and destroyed 42 huts. 
   Co. D, 4-21 Inf., working 10-1/2 miles south-southwest of Duc Pho, engaged two NVA, killed one, and 
captured a K-50 rifle.  A "Shark" gunship of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co., piloted by WO1 Robert Thomas 
(Birmingham, Ala.), killed the VC and destroyed 15 huts 6-1/2 miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   In Operation Vernon Lake II, Co. D, 3-1 Inf. found and destroyed 27 huts 13 miles west-southwest  of 
Quang Ngai, and Co. A, 3-1 Inf. found and evacuated 2000 SKS rounds and 15 60mm rounds 16 miles 
southwest of Quang Ngai.

   A UH-1 helicopter, working with the 4-31 Inf., killed a VC near Highway 534 26 miles west of Tam Ky, 
and Co. B, 4-31 Inf. observed eight VC with packs 23 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  The packs, filled with 
rice, were recovered along with an M-2 carbine. 
   Co. A, 4-31 Inf. called artillery to sink a sampan carrying two VC suspects 26 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   At 0950, "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed a VC 15 miles northwest of Tam Ky and, between 
1645 and 1710, destroyed 12 sampans 25-26-1/2 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   At 0910, Co. A, 26th Engr. Bn. found and destroyed a booby-trapped bamboo archway built over 
Highway 535 17 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  Several NVA propaganda leaflets were evacuated from the 
area. 
   Cos. A and B, 4-3 Inf. killed six VC and detained 10 VC suspects, while other units working in the 
198th Inf. Bde. area captured a weapon and destroyed a tunnel and 7650 pounds of rice and grain. 
   Co. B, 4-3 Inf. killed five VC in three encounters five and 9-1/2 miles northeast of Quang Ngai, and Co. 
A killed one VC six miles northeast of Quang Ngai.  In four incidents, Co. A rounded up 10 VC suspects 
and 26 women between ages 50-70 who had no ID cards and apparently had been forced to accompany 
the VC suspects. 
   The infantry platoon of "Aero Scout" Co. B of the 123d Avn. Bn. found a 12-gauge shotgun 10 miles 
west-southwest of Chu Lai where the platoon encountered booby-trapped trails in a well fortified old 
base camp area.  The camp was destroyed as was assorted small arms ammo and a new squad-size 
camp found 100 meters away. 
   Co. A, 5-46 Inf. found the tunnel and grain and rice in different incidents 10 miles northeast of Quanq 
Ngai. 
   Air Force CPT David B. Griswold (Williamsport, Pa.), a 198th Forward Air Control Pilot, directed four of 
nine air strikes in the 198th area to destroy 23 structures and damage five, and cause two secondary 
explosions and two secondary fires. 
   Other air strikes destroyed an additional eight structures and one bunker, and caused three more 
secondary fires. 
   F. Trp., 8th Cav. killed its second VC of the day in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area 11 miles northwest of 
Tam Ky. 
   Six Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 23 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to an initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Action returned to a more normal pace yesterday as the newly-proclaimed 
enemy offensive slogged through its fourth day in southern I Corps. 
   In 15 ground contacts and nine by air, Americal Division forces killed one NVA and 27 VC, found five 
VC bodies, and captured three individual weapons. 
   The first three days of the latest enemy push, termed an "offensive" yesterday by the U.S. command in 
Saigon, have resulted in 184 NVA and 288 VC dead in the Americal area. 
   Enemy units continued to harass Americal positions yesterday and early this morning by shelling three 
LZs, an Observation Post, and a province capital.  One sector of the Chu Lai Defense Command area 
received two 122mm rockets which caused no casualties or damage at 2315 hours yesterday. 
   In seven incidents, elements of three battalions killed an NVA and five VC, found 15 VC bodies, and 
captured three weapons in the 198th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Co. B, 1-6 Inf., led by CPT Richard W. Jessop (Knightstown, Ind.), destroyed a small base camp 
seven miles south of Chu Lai and discovered 15 graves containing the bodies of 15 VC killed 7-10 days 
ago by air strikes. 
   Working 5-1/2 miles west of Chu Lai, Co. A, 1-6 Inf. killed two VC and captured an AK-47 rifle. 
   Co. C, 4-3 Inf. killed two VC in encounters at 0135 and 2005 hours 5-5-1/2 miles northwest of Quang 
Ngai, and Co. A, 1-52 inf. killed an NVA and got his AK-47 rifle, then found an RPD light machinegun in 
two incidents 11 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   "Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. killed a VC and detained a VC suspect 8-1/2 miles north-northwest 
of Quang Ngai. 
   Seven air strikes, the three most effective directed by 198th Forward Air Control pilot Air Force CPT 
Jack L. Dickens (Madison, W. Va.), destroyed 16 structures, two bunkers, and 20 meters of trench line.  
Three structures were damaged and one secondary explosion and two secondary fires were observed. 
   Cos. C and D, 4-21 Inf. killed four VC , and a UH-1 helicopter found five VC killed by artillery to 
account for all the action in the 11th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Co. C, led by CPT Thomas S. Hyde (Leavenworth, Kan.), killed three VC in separate incidents six and 
seven miles south-southwest of Quang Ngai.  Co. D, led by CPT Robert E. Winn (Midriff, Tex.), killed a 
VC a half-mile further from Quang Ngai. 
   The UH-1, working with the 3-1 Inf., found the dead VC 13 miles southwest of Quang Ngai in the 
Vernon Lake II operational area.  They had been killed by the 6-11 Arty. 
   Five VC were killed and 1800 pounds of rice found in the 196th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Co. D, 4-31 Inf. killed two of four VC engaged 24 miles west of Tam Ky, and Co. B,4-31 Inf. killed a VC 
four miles nearer Tam Ky. 
   F. Trp., 17th Cav. killed a VC 18 miles northwest of Tam Ky, and Co. C, 2-1 Inf. killed another 3-1/2 
miles further northwest. 
   Co. B, 1-46 Inf. found and evacuated 1000 pounds of rice 20 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky while 
Co. A, 2-1 Inf. found 800 pounds of rice 16 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   "Blue Ghosts" of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed eight VC in seven incidents in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area.  
Four kills occurred 5-9 miles north, two 15-15-1/2 miles north-northwest, and the last eight miles 
northwest of Tam Ky. 
   155 mm howitzers from B Btry., 3rd Bn., 16th Arty., commanded by CPT Reginald Fontenot (Lake 
Charles, La.) fired 54 rounds in support of Civilian Irregular Defense Group forces at Tien Phuoc CIDG 
Camp.  One secondary explosion, which produced a huge fireball, was recorded.  A large number of 
enemy soldiers were believed to have been killed. 
   Six Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 15 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to an initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Three of the Americal Division's four major operations--Vernon Lake II, Fayette Canyon, and 
Hardin Falls--were terminated at midnight Friday, and statistics indicate unqualified success in each. 
   Only Operation Russell Beach, now is a pacification phase, continues into March in the effort to rid the Batangan Peninsula area 
of VC influence and fortifications. 
   March debuted on the seventh day of the enemy offensive--a day on which Americal units engaged the enemy 15 times and 
enemy forces attacked three LZs, a night defensive position, a Special Forces camp, and two district headquarters in southern I 
Corps. 
   Americal units reported killing five NVA and 39 VC, finding one VC body, and capturing seven individual weapons. 
   In the 11th Inf. Bde. area, Operation Vernon Lake II ended after 119 days of action involving units of the 3-1 and 4-21 Infs, which 
pushed the 3d NVA Division out of its bastion southwest of Quang Ngai.  Eighty-one enemy base camps were discovered along 
with 121 tons of rice, 1253 mortars, 196 rockets, and over 23,400 rounds of small arms ammo. 
   Enemy casualties totaled 455 with 118 NVA killed and 34 found dead, and 265 VC killed and 38 found dead.  Six weapons were 
captured and 17 enemy suspects were detained.  Twenty-three Americal soldiers were killed. 
   Eleven VC were killed in the 11th Bde. area yesterday as a UH-1 helicopter, working with the 3-1 Inf., found eight VC killed by 6-
11 Arty. fire 18 miles southwest of Quang Ngai and E Trp., 1st Cav. killed three VC in two incidents six miles southwest of Quang 
Ngai and five miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   On a perimeter sweep a mile east of Duc Pho, Hq. Co., 1-20 Inf. found a .38-cal. pistol hidden under a rock. 
   Co. D, 4-21 Inf. found and destroyed 31 bunkers and 30 spider holes in three incidents 8-1/2 miles southwest of Quang Ngai. 
   Operation Fayette Canyon, which joined units of the 196th Inf. Bde.'s 2-1 and 4-31 battalions and the 198th Inf. Bde.'s 1-46 
battalion, finished with an outstanding kill ratio. 
   Begun Dec. 15 in the region of an NVA-dominated hill 25 miles northwest of Tam Ky, Fayette Canyon killed 327 enemy soldiers--
173 NVA killed and 65 found dead, and 84 VC killed and five found dead.  Two Americal soldiers were killed. 
   Destroyed in the operation were 535 bunkers and 421 huts, while 70 weapons, including 14 crew-served, were captured. 
   Action in the 196th area yesterday was a repeat of the previous two days for Co. A, 1-46 Inf. which killed two NVA and four VC in 
five encounters 17-1/2-20-1/2 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  Co. A killed seven VC Thursday and six Friday. 
   Other 196th units killed three NVA and 11 VC, found the VC body, and captured three weapons yesterday. 
   An observation post of 2-1 Inf. called artillery on a large VC group 22-1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky to kill eight.  In 
separate incidents, Co. A, 2-1 Inf. killed an NVA and captured an M-2 carbine and Co. B, 2-1 took an AK-47 rifle, and an M-1 
carbine 18 and 18-1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   A UH-1 helicopter of the 26th Engr. Bn. was successful in only its second reported major contact with enemy forces in two 
months.  The chopper killed two NVA 17 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. D, 4-31 Inf. killed two VC 24 miles west of Tam Ky, and the 4-31 recon unit killed a VC 1-1/2 miles nearer Tam Ky. 
   Operation Hardin Falls, designed to clear and take control of six hamlets in Thang Binh district after four years of VC domination, 
killed 78 VC, detained 17 VC suspects, and captured six weapons.  One American was killed. 
   Hardin Falls, which began Dec. 2, involved troops of the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav.; Co. A, 1-46 Inf.; and Co. B, 26th Engr. Bn. 
   In the 1-1 area yesterday, "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed 11 VC in five incidents.  The largest encounter 
occurred between 1415 and 1450 hours as F Trp., worked with a Popular Force assault team 17 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky 
and killed eight VC in three actions. 
   The other three VC were killed six miles north and seven miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Two VC were found killed by an overnight air strike, and three weapons were captured as action slowed considerably in the 
198th Inf. Bde. area. 
   After a prolonged firefight late Friday afternoon and an all-night vigil near the Song Tra Khuc 7-1/2 miles west of Quang Ngai 
City, Co. C, 4-3 Inf. and Co. B, 5-46 Inf. lost contact with an unknown-size enemy force at daybreak. 
   A sweep of the area by the two companies turned up the two VC bodies, and Co. C found a BAR and two M-72 LAW rockets in 
two places within the general area.  Co. B also found a B-40 rocket, 10 shotgun shells, 30 AK-47 rounds, a Chicom grenade, two 
NVA packs, and an NVA helmet and canteen. 
   Nine miles south of Chu Lai, Co. B, 1-6 Inf. located at an apparent ambush site two claymore mines and a 40-pound shaped 
charged embedded in the ground near several M-16 rounds wired with det cord. 
   Seven air strikes in the 198th area destroyed 16 structures and 12 bunkers, damaged two structures, and caused two secondary 
explosions and four secondary fires. 
   Thirteen Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 44 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an 
initial report. 
   In the week ending at midnight, the first seven days of the enemy offensive, 197 NVA and 371 VC were killed in the Americal 
area.  In that time, 37 Americal soldiers were killed.  Seventy-two weapons, 11 crew-served, were captured.

   Co. D, 2-1 Inf. called artillery on three VC to kill one 19-1/2 miles northwest of Tam Ky, and Co. C, 1-
46 Inf. killed one of two VC engaged a half-mile further northwest. 
   "Blue Ghosts" of F. Trp., 8th Cav. killed single VC 8-1/2 miles and 10 miles northwest of Tam Ky in the 
only action in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area. 
   Three Americal Division soldiers were killed and 19 were wounded and evacuated for medical 
treatment, according to an initial report.

   Working 15 miles southwest of Tam Ky, "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp. 8th Cav. killed two VC.  F Trp. was 
supporting 3-21 Inf. elements. 
   Co. D, 4-31 Inf. killed a VC 24 miles west of Tam Ky, and Co. D, 2-1 Inf. killed a VC 18 miles west-northwest of 
Tam Ky. 
   Seventeen VC were killed in the 11th Bde. area where six of seven contacts occurred between 1530 and 1800 
hours.

   Co. A, 4-3 Inf. found two VC that had been killed by artillery 11 miles northwest of Quang Ngai.  This is 
the hilly terrain where enemy the bunkers had been destroyed earlier in the day. 
   F Trp., 8th Cav., with the 123 Avn. Bn., working in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area spotted and killed one 
VC 12 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Five Americal soldiers were killed and 25 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to an initial report.

   The 11th Inf. Bde. killed nine VC and found one body in a shallow grave. 
   Co. C, 3-1 Inf. killed two VC in a night ambush, 10-1/2 miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   Two VC were killed by E Trp., 1st Cav. in an area eight miles southeast of Duc Pho. 
   "Shark" helicopter gunships of the 174th Avn. Bn. killed one VC, two miles to the northeast. 
   At 1125 hours, during a sweep of an area 2-1/2 miles southwest of Duc Pho, Co. A, 4-21 Inf. 
discovered the grave of a VC that had been killed by artillery four to five days earlier. 
   The 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. reported six VC killed in its area of operation north of Tam Ky. 
   In four contacts, ranging from 17 to 12 miles north of Tam Ky, units of A Trp., 1st Cav. killed five VC. 
   F Trp., 8th Cav. gunships accounted for another, when they killed one VC 16-1/2 miles north of Tam 
Ky. 
   A weapons cache as well as five enemy kills were the 196th Inf. Bde.'s totals from an area where 
twenty-seven bunkers were discovered the day before. 
   At 1730 hours, Co. A, 3-21 Inf. found a weapons cache, in which were four AK-47 rifles, a shotgun, 
and a RPG-7 rocket launcher.  Co. A had earlier killed three VC, wearing green uniforms, and capturing 
three AK-47 rifles, in the same area. 
   1-52 Inf. working with Regional Forces, discovered 18 60mm mortar rounds which the RF kept, 12 
miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. C, 3-21 Inf. killed one NVA and captured an AK-47 rifle, 13-1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. A, 1-46 Inf. engaged three NVA killing one, in a rough, hilly area 12-1/2 miles south-southwest of 
Tam Ky. 
   In the 198th Inf. Bde., the recon unit of the 1-6 Inf. killed one VC, nine miles southeast of Tam Ky.  
Later in the day they spotted an unknown size VC force moving through the same area and called in B 
Btry., 1-14 Arty. which killed one of the enemy. 
   Co. A, 4-3 Inf. reported two Vietnamese children told them where a "Bouncing Betty" antipersonnel 
mine was buried near Quang Ngai.  The Vietnamese received a reward for their actions. 
   One Americal soldier was killed and seven wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according 
to an initial report.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Discovery of 167 enemy bodies, including 152 NVA found in 40 graves, highlighted 
an otherwise light day of action for Americal Division units in southern I Corps yesterday. 
   Americal forces reported killing four NVA and nine VC, detaining eight enemy suspects, capturing five individual 
weapons, and finding and destroying 5-1/2 tons of rice. 
   Yesterday's kills hiked the total of enemy soldiers killed past the 26,000 mark since the Americal was reactivated 
for Vietnam duty in 1967. 
   Only two VC were killed in the 198th Inf. Bde. area, but Co. A, 3-21 Inf. reported two discoveries of graves 
containing 152 NVA bodies 10-1/2 - 11 miles southwest of Tam Ky where several major conflicts occurred last 
week.  In other action, fifteen VC were found in graves, and two weapons were captured. 
   Co. A's main find came at noon Sunday when patrols, searching a brushy and wooded area, turned up 35 graves 
containing 140 bodies.  The graves ranged in size from six to eight feet long, two to four feet wide, depending on 
how many bodies they contained. 
   The NVA had been killed by air strikes, artillery, and small arms fire during several days of fighting with units of the 
1-52 Inf., 3-21 Inf., and B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. last week. 
   At 1330 yesterday, Co. A patrols found five more graves containing the bodies of 12 NVA, also victims of last 
week's fighting. 
   Co. C, 4-3 Inf. made a third major discovery at 1430 Sunday when patrols located 15 graves containing the bodies 
of 15 VC killed in air strikes nine miles northwest of Quang Ngai. 
   B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. continued successful operations 5-1/2 miles west of Tam Ky for the second 
consecutive day by killing three NVA and four VC.  B Trp. also made a delayed report of destruction of five tons of 
rice in the area Sunday. 
   The first platoon of B Trp., which killed three VC in a tunnel Sunday, resumed its recon mission nearby yesterday.  
At 1410, 1LT Greg L. Yasovou (Norwich, Conn.), the platoon leader, spotted three VC running near his tracks.  Two 
were killed, and two RPG-7 rounds and a VC flag were found with the bodies. 
   Some 35 minutes later in the same area, Regional Force soldiers, working with the first platoon, found a tunnel 
whose occupants threw out grenades. 
   Platoon sergeant SFC Neil P. Farmer saw the action.  "I fired on the VC and pinned them down until two tracks 
maneuvered near the tunnel and threw in a satchel charge," he said. 
   Three NVA and two VC were killed and a M-1 carbine captured.  The "Dragoons" also found several RPG rounds, 
eight 60mm mortar rounds, 500 rounds of M-16 ammo, two Chicom grenades, and two gas masks. 
   B Trp.'s action Sunday had been triggered when "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. spotted the tunnel 
complex with green and black enemy uniforms hanging on adjacent vegetation.  The kills occurred when the tunnel 
was satchel-charged. 
   In other 1-1 area action yesterday, F Trp. killed one of two VC engaged 7-1/2 miles north of Tam Ky and 
destroyed five sampans, and C Trp., 1-1 killed one VC 3-1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Units operating in the 196th Inf. Bde. area killed one VC, captured two weapons, and found and destroyed 950 
pounds of rice. 
   The recon unit of the 1-52 Inf. killed the VC 16 miles northwest of Tam Ky while working OPCON to the 196th just 
as the 1-46 and 3-21 Infs. are now working OPCON to the 198th. 
 F Trp., 17th Cav. found a Thompson submachinegun and a Chicom carbine hidden in underbrush 20 miles 
west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. C, 1-52 Inf., working 15 miles northwest of Tam Ky, destroyed the 950 pounds of rice found buried in crocks 
near a pagoda. 
   Action slowed in the 11th Inf. Bde. area as Co. B, 4-21 Inf. killed an NVA and captured an AK-47 rifle three miles 
north of Duc Pho in the only contact. 
   Co. D, 1-20 Inf. found and destroyed four 82mm mortar rounds with fuses and charges and found an AK-47 rifle 1-
1/2 miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   COL. Leslie B. Hardy yesterday assumed command of Division Artillery, the largest artillery element in Vietnam.  
Outgoing commander COL Lawrence M. Jones, Jr. was awarded the Vietnamese Medal of Honor, First Class, by 
BG Nguyen Van Tean, commander of the 2d ARVN Division. 

   Eight Americal Division soldiers were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to initial reports.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Light action prevailed again yesterday in southern I Corps as Americal 
Division forces reported killing five NVA and seven VC, detaining 16 enemy suspects, and capturing five 
individual weapons.

   At 1230 hours eight miles southwest of Tam Ky, an unknown size enemy force opened up from a 
bunker on Co. C, 3-21 Inf. with small arms fire and hand grenades.  In the exchange, one NVA was 
killed and an SKS rifle captured. 
   Three miles further southwest, Co. D, 2-1 Inf. killed a VC and took an AK-47 rifle during a sweep 
operation in a thickly-vegetated area.  Two hours later at noon, Co. D killed one of two VC engaged and 
took another AK-47. 
   In afternoon action, Co. A, 2-1 Inf. killed an NVA and captured an AK-47 near Co. D's morning 
encounters, and Co. A, 1-52 Inf. killed one of four VC engaged 15-1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   In a delayed report of action Monday at 1905, the recon unit of the 4-31 Inf. killed an NVA 24-1/2 miles 
west of Tam Ky. 
   "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed three VC in as many incidents in the 1st Sqdn., 1st 
Cav. area.  Two VC were caught in rice paddies 16 miles northwest of Tam Ky, and one was killed 
among hootches 17-1/2 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   The action gave F. Trp. 11 VC kills in the past two days. 
   Two NVA were killed, one weapon captured, and four suspects detained in the 11th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Perimeter guards fired into an area where a trip flare had been ignited three miles southwest of Duc 
Pho and, at 0615, a 4-21 Inf. recon unit found an NVA killed there by small arms fire.  Twenty Chicom 
grenades in his pack were destroyed. 
   Four hours later, the recon unit killed another NVA and captured an M-2 carbine in the area.  Nearby 
at 1100, the unit discovered two tons of rice hidden under the false floor of one of three huts.  The rice 
and huts were destroyed. 
 Aero Scouts" of the 123d Avn. Bn. recorded the only kill in the 198th Inf. Bde. area at 1730 when a VC 
was caught among hootches five miles west of Chu Lai. 
   Three Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 16 were wounded and evacuated for medical 
treatment, according to an initial report.

 CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Enemy rocket, mortar, and small arms fire pounded into some 30 military 
installations and Vietnamese population centers between midnight Tuesday and 0700 hours this morning as action 
picked up sharply in southern I Corps. 
   More than 50 incidents of enemy attacks were reported.  Only two ground probes were made against Americal 
Division LZ's, and both were turned back. 
   LZ Bronco, headquarters of the 11th Inf. Bde., was shelled four times with B-40 and 140mm rockets, and three 
other LZ's, two night defensive positions, and a Special Forces camp wee hit three times apiece. 
Twelve sites were hit more than once in the 37-hour period. 
   Combat action also increased as Americal Division forces reported killing 32 NVA and 10 VC, detaining 13 enemy 
suspects, and capturing nine weapons, three crew-served.  Only three times in the past month were more NVA 
killed in a single day. 
   Heaviest action occurred in the 196th Inf. Bde. area where the 4-31 Inf. repulsed a platoon-sized NVA ground 
attack at LZ West and joined units of the three other battalions to kill 24 NVA and five VC and capture six weapons, 
two crew-served. 
   Twelve bunkers on the LZ West perimeter bore the brunt of the NVA's assault with RPG-7 rockets, satchel 
charges, grenades, and small arms fire.  The 4-31 soldiers were on semi-alert when the attack began at 0300. 
   Only two NVA penetrated the perimeter.  In that incident, SP4 Larry D. Tabor (Pulaski, Va.) heard his squad 
leader, SGT Steven Martin (Calimesa, Calif.), yell that two NVA were in the sergeant's bunker. 
   "I ran over and saw SGT Martin fighting bare-handed," said SP4 Tabor.  "He must have dropped his rifle because 
he was atop one NVA and another was on his back and trying to stab him. 
   "I dropped the one on his back and, when SGT Martin rolled over, I got the other one." 
   Both men are members of the first squad, first platoon of Co. C, 4-31 Inf. 
   In the fierce fighting, eight NVA were killed and a K-50 rifle and two RPG-7 launchers were captured.  A daylight 
sweep turned up an NVA captive outside the perimeter.  No Americans were killed in the attack. 
   At 1300, Co. C, 4-31 Inf. engaged three VC in the area and killed one. 
   Eight more NVA were killed at 1430 when Co. A, 2-1 Inf., working 10-1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky, engaged the 
eight riding bicycles.  At 1725, Co. A killed one of two NVA engaged in the same area. 
   Cos. C an D, 2-1 Inf. accounted for six more NVA 11 miles southwest of Tam Ky where, at 1000, Co. C received 
fire from fortified positions and returned it to kill three of four NVA. Gunships and air strikes supported the company. 
   At 1445, Co. D received five 82mm mortar rounds and directed artillery fire into the area from which the mortars 
had come.  Three NVA were found killed, and two AK-47 rifles were taken. 
   Co. D, 1-46 Inf. killed the other NVA and captured his AK-47 not far from the 2-1 Inf. action.  Co. C, 1-46 If. killed 
one of three VC engaged there. 
   Co. B, 3-21 Inf. discovered 10 VC who appeared to be positioning a mortar tube eight miles west-southwest of 
Tam Ky.  Artillery fire killed two VC. West of Tam Ky, Co. D, 3-21 Inf. killed a VC. 
   Units of the 4-21 Inf. turned back the other NVA ground probe after receiving RPG fire and grenades at LZ Amy at 
0305 hours. 
   An unknown-size NVA force moved on the perimeter but lost eight men killed.  A sweep also turned up an RPG-2 
launcher and two K-50 rifles.  One American soldier was killed. 
   The abortive probe of LZ Amy was the only reported contact with the enemy in the 11th Inf. Bde.      
"Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed their 12th and 13th VC in the past three days, and B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 
1st Cav. found two VC killed by artillery 5-1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky in the only 1-1 area action. 
   In the lone incident in the 198th Inf. Bde. area, Co. D, 4-3 Inf. killed a VC in rice paddies 7-1/2 miles northwest of 
Quang Ngai. 
   Seven Americal Division soldiers were killed, and 54 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to an initial report.  Five Americal soldiers were listed as missing in action.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--For the second straight day, activity was increased in the southern I Corps 
yesterday, with 25 reports of enemy rocket, mortar, recoilless rifle, and small arms fire attacks 
throughout the area.

Combat Center at 2120 hours, with no casualties.  Three more unknown type rockets impacted at 0655 
today. 
   LZ Bronco, headquarters of the 11th Inf. Bde., was shelled three times Thursday and has received 
enemy fire six times in two days.  LZ Liz spotted flashes of two 140mm rockets that hit outside LZ 
Bronco's perimeter and called gunships to the area where the rockets had been fired. 
   Over 200 rockets, mortars, and recoilless rifle rounds have been fired into Americal Division 
installations from a few minutes after midnight Thursday, through this morning at 0253 when LZ Fat City 
received 40 rounds of mixed RPG rockets and 82mm mortars, most received in any one area at one 
time in two days. 
   Americal units made 13 contacts with the enemy and reported killing 14 NVA and 27 VC, and 
capturing seven weapons, one crew-served. 
   The 198th Inf. Bde. killed 18 VC in the vicinity of Quang Ngai City. 
   At 1930 hours, D Btry., 1-14 Arty. engaged a force of 60 VC and killed 15 of the enemy, 7-1/2 miles 
west-northwest of Quang Ngai. 
   H Trp., 17th Cav. working with Co. A, 4-3 Inf         .engaged five VC, killing three, 6-1/2 miles northwest 
of Quang Ngai. 
   Twelve NVA and six VC were killed in the 196th Inf. Bde. area, and six weapons, one crew-served, 
were captured. 
   Btry. B, 3-18 Arty. engaged and killed five NVA three miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   During a sweep of heavy jungle 23 miles west-southwest of Tam Ky, Co. D, 4-31 Inf. engaged and 
killed four VC and destroyed two sampans. 
   An NVA entering a foxhole opened up on Co. C, 3-21 Inf.  Co. C returned fire, killing two NVA and 
capturing two AK-47 rifles 7-1/2 miles west-southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Two miles southwest of Tam Ky, Co. C, 1-46 Inf. engaged six VC wearing packs in the triple-canopy 
jungle and killed two and captured a M-16 rifle and miscellaneous documents. 
   During a sweep of an area 11 miles southwest of Tam Ky, Co. C, 2-1 Inf. found four NVA killed by 
small arms fire.  Co. C also found an AK-47 rifle, a K-44 rifle, and an RPG launcher. 
   The 11th Inf. Bde. had three NVA and one VC killed and one weapon captured in action in its area. 
   Co. C, 4-21 Inf. killed three NVA in three incidents near its landing zone 22 miles northwest of Duc 
Pho.  The first NVA was killed five minutes after midnight.  An AK-47 rifle wad captured when a second 
NVA was killed nearby at 1100 hours, and a third NVA was killed in the same locale later in the evening. 
   A Recon patrol of the 1-20 Inf. engaged and killed one VC five miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed two VC in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area 6-1/2 miles 
west of Tam Ky.  This gives F Trp. 15 enemy kills in four days. 
   Thirteen Americal soldiers were killed and 19 wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to an initial report.  Five of the 13 soldiers killed were listed as missing in action Wednesday. 
   There have been 571 NVA and 835 VC killed in the division area since the post-Tet offensive began 
Feb. 23.  During this time, 113 Americal soldiers have been killed.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Action was moderate in southern I Corps yesterday with Americal Division units 
reporting 31 NVA and 17 VC killed, nine suspects detained, 15 enemy bunkers destroyed, three NVA bodies found, 
and six weapons captured. 
   The 11th Inf. Bde. had the most action Sunday, after two days without enemy contact, when it reported 18 NVA 
and six VC killed, three NVA bodies discovered, six suspects detained, eight bunkers destroyed in its area of 
operation. 
   A Ranger Patrol of Co. G, 75 Inf. killed a VC while on a sweep through the jungle six miles southwest of Duc Pho.  
The patrol leader, SGT Ronald Olsen (Watertown, S.D.) said, When we were inserted into the area we knew there 
had been enemy activity there.  We found a fresh garden and well used trails.  We came into a 16 hootch complex, 
with water and food in some of the hootches.  Two more complexes were found along the trail as well as two logs 
that were 15 feet long and had been hollowed out.  They had been used for rocket launchers and were aimed 
toward LZ Bronco. 
   "As we moved along the trail," SGT Olsen continued, "we ran into a VC and killed him, soon afterwards, we 
engaged three more VC and found three blood trails leading away from the trail. 
   "When we started receiving heavy small arms fire we called for a helicopter, and were extracted at 1500 hours. 
   An air strike was called into the area which resulted in seven secondary explosions. 
   Three NVA bodies, killed within the last 48 hours, wee found by Co. D, 3-1 Inf.  They had been killed by small 
arms fire near the Tra Cau River, three miles north of Duc Pho.  Eight bunkers, one booby-trapped, were destroyed 
in the same location.  Co. D, 3-1 Inf. killed another NVA and found one VC a half-mile away from the bunker. 
   Gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. killed  four VC three of whom were killed 2-1/2 miles northwest of Duc Pho.  
One was killed 22 miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   Co. A, 4-21 Inf. killed two NVA in a rice paddy and captured an M-79 grenade launcher eight miles west of Quang 
Ngai. 
   Co. C, 1-20 Inf. detained five enemy suspects without proper I.D. cards 4-1/2 miles south of Duc Pho.  Co. B, 4-21 
Inf. also detained one suspect seven miles west of Quang Ngai. 
   In the 196th Inf. Bde. area 13 NVA and ten VC were killed, seven bunkers destroyed, and five weapons captured. 
   Co. D, 1-46 Inf. killed seven of the NVA and one VC, and captured three weapons.  Two NVA and a VC were 
killed when the tunnel they were hiding in was blown up.  The tunnel was 25 feet long and an SKS rifle was found in 
it after it had been destroyed 10-1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky.  Earlier Co. D, 1-46 Inf. killed two NVA, capturing 
an AK-47 rifle and an SKS rifle in the same location.  Later, at 1930 hours, Co. D, 1-46 inf. engaged and killed three 
more NVA in the same area. 
   Another Ranger Patrol of Co. G, 75 Inf. killed four VC after the patrol received small arms fire during a sweep 
through heavy jungle 11-1/2 miles west-southwest of Tam Ky. 
   "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav., working in the 196th Inf. Bde. area 13-1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam 
Ky, killed three VC in three separate incidents within a mile of each other in the foot hills of that area. 
   Two NVA were killed and one SKS rifle captured in a rice paddy by Co. B, 3-21 Inf. eight miles southwest of Tam 
Ky. 
   Co. A, 2-1 Inf. found two NVA killed by artillery and seven bunkers which had been destroyed 10 miles southwest 
of Tam Ky.  Co. C, 1-46 Inf. found another NVA and an AK-47 rifle none mile west. 
   Co. B, 2-1 Inf. killed one NVA in an incident five miles southeast of Tien Phouc. 
   Btry. A, 3-16 Arty. firing five miles north of Tam Ky accounted for two VC killed. 
   A "Blue Ghost" gunship of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed another VC Sunday, this time in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area 13-
1/2 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   There were no enemy kills in the 198th Inf. Bde. area Sunday, but three enemy suspects were detained.  Two 
were detained by Co. C, 1-6 Inf. five miles southwest of Chu Lai, in an area where Co. A, 1-6 Inf. found five rocket 
charge holes and aiming sticks.  Co. A, 4-3 Inf. detained one suspect two miles east of Quang Ngai. 
   Three Americal soldiers were killed, and 24 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an 
initial report.

   When contact was broken by the enemy at 1815 hours, five NVA had been killed. 
   In a delayed report C Btry., 3-18 Arty. killed 14 NVA Saturday, 8-1/2 miles south of Quang Ngai City. 
   Co.'s A, C, and D, 3-1 Inf. each killed a VC in scattered actions.  Co. C, 3-1 Inf. engaged five VC killing 
one, 1-1/2 miles west-northwest of Duc Pho, and Co. A, 3-1 Inf. killed another in a rice paddy 1-1/2 miles 
northeast of Duc Pho.  Co. D, 3-1 Inf. killed one VC and detained four enemy suspects nine miles 
southeast of Quang Ngai.

   Two NVA and six VC were reported killed, as well as 17 bunkers destroyed in the 196th Inf. Bde. area 
of operation. 
   Co. B, 1-46 Inf. was on a search and clear mission in hills 12 miles southwest of Tam Ky, when it 
discovered an NVA base camp, which had a perimeter 500 feet long. Co. B, 1-46 Inf. pulled back and 
called in air strikes. 
   After the air strikes, Co. B, 1-46 Inf. returned to the area and found two NVA killed by the air strikes.  
Seven cement bunkers and two cement substructures destroyed.  Also found in the vicinity were 10 
cement bunkers and 14 cement machinegun emplacements not damaged by air strikes, which Co. B, 1-
46 Inf. destroyed. 
   Co. D, 1-52 Inf. spotted four VC in heavy jungle 19 miles northwest of Tam Ky, and called in artillery 
which killed three. 
   "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav., working in the 196th Inf. Bde. area for the second 
consecutive day, killed two VC 5-1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. D, 3-21 Inf. killed one VC in the triple-canopy jungle nine miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. killed one VC 5-1/2 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Three Americal soldiers were killed, and 27 were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment 
according to an initial report.

Co., piloted by 1LT David Grieger 
(Weatherford, Tex.) engaged and killed two VC trying to flee from his craft near the Thai Can River, eight 
miles southeast of Chu Lai. 
   One NVA body was found and seven VC were killed in the 196th Inf. Bde. area. 
   Co. B, 1-46 Inf. engaged and killed four VC, three wearing packs, in the jungle 11 miles southwest of 
Tam Ky. 
   Two VC were killed by Co. D, 1-52 Inf. in the mountainous region 21 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   A "Blue Ghost" gunship of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed one VC in the triple-canopy jungle 12 miles west-
northwest of Tam Ky. 
   An NVA killed three days ago by small arms fire was found in heavy jungle 11 miles southwest of Tam 
Ky by D Co., 1-46 Inf. 
   The 11th Inf. Bde. reported six NVA and one VC killed, two weapons captured and one destroyed in its 
area of operation. 
   Co. A, 4-21 Inf. killed three NVA and captured an AK-47 rifle two miles south of Quang Ngai City, near 
the Bau Giang River. 
   Co. B, 4-21 Inf. found two NVA killed by artillery the day before in the same vicinity. 
   A Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. working in the same location found another NVA killed by air strikes in a 
cane field near hootches destroyed by the jets.

   Two more suspects were detained by the Co. A, 4-21 Inf. in a rice paddy eight miles west of Quang Ngai. 
   A VC suspect was detained five miles southeast of Duc Pho, by Co. B, 1-20 Inf. with fragmentation wounds on his 
head and neck.  Another suspect was detained by Co. A, 3-1 Inf. three miles north of Duc Pho on Highway 1. 
   "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed eight VC in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area Friday. 
   Three of the VC were killed in a wooded area 9-1/2 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  Two more were killed when they 
tried to avoid the helicopter by ducking into a hootch that was destroyed.  Two VC were killed in a rice paddy five 
miles west-northwest of Tam Ky, and another was killed in  hills 8-1/2 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Four VC were reported killed in the 196th Inf. Bde. as well as 10 bunkers and 20 fighting positions destroyed. 
   The command and control helicopter of the 4-31 Inf. engaged two VC, killing one, in a mountainous region 20-1/2 
miles west of Tam Ky.  Three miles north, the helicopter killed another VC. 
   A "Blue Ghost" gunship of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed one VC in  high elephant grass 13 miles west of Tam Ky. 
  Co. B, 3-21 Inf. found and destroyed 20 fighting positions along jungle covered hills 17-1/2 miles west-northwest of 
Tam Ky. 
   Co. C, 3-21 Inf. killed one VC in the triple-canopy jungle nine miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. D, 1-46 Inf. discovered 10 large bunkers that measured six feet by six feet and were well camouflaged.  After 
a thorough search of the area 12-1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky, the bunkers were destroyed. 
   The 198th Inf. Bde.'s Co. B, 5-46 Inf. found one VC who had been killed by a .50 caliber machinegun, on the 
Batangan Peninsula, 10-1/2 miles northeast of Quang Ngai, where Operation Russell Beach is in its final phase. 
   The company detained one enemy suspect with a false I.D. card in the same area. 
   For the past week, from March 21 activity was mostly light in the southern I Corps, with Americal Division units 
accounting for 72 NVA and 135 VC killed, 31 weapons, two crew-served, captured, and over 40 enemy suspect 
detained.

Twenty-five bunkers and machine gun emplacements 
were destroyed by combined air strikes and Co. B, 1-46 Inf., who uncovered an NVA base camp while on a search 
and clear mission in hills 12 miles southwest of Tam Ky, Monday. 
   Americal's Artillery was active the past week accounting for 30 enemy killed. 
   A Btry., 3-18 Arty. killed 10 VC when they engaged 100 enemy soldiers in the mountainous region 24 miles west-
northwest of Quang Ngai, Monday. 
   C Btry., 3-18 Arty. killed 14 NVA Saturday 8-1/2 miles south of Quang Ngai. 
   Six kills were credited to D Btry., 1-14 Arty. Wednesday, when the batter engaged 28 VC nine miles west-
northwest of Quang Ngai. 
   In the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed 19 VC for the past week. 
   In Operation Russell Beach, the nearly 12,000 refugees who were evacuated during the early phases of the 
operation returned to the Batangan Peninsula.  The people will be living in temporary lean-tos on new village sites 
prepared by the Americal's 26th Engr. Bn. until they can build their new home with the division's help. 
   One Americal soldier was killed, and five were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an 
initial report.

   A half-mile away, Co. C, 2-1 Inf. engaged and killed one VC and while searching the area the 
company found another VC body and a .30 caliber carbine. 
   Co. A, 1-46 Inf. killed one VC hiding in a hole 8-1/2 miles south-southwest of Tam Ky.  He had a large 
sum of money on his person which it is thought he was going to use to buy rice.  He also had GVN and 
VC passports. 
   A half-mile south Co. D, 1-46 Inf. killed another VC in a rice paddy. 
   A "Blue Ghost" gunship of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed one VC while flying in support of the 196th Inf. Bde. 
12 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Co. C, 2-1 Inf., while on a search and clear mission nine miles southwest of Tam Ky, found three 
bunkers, two 8x10 feet in size and one 20x12 feet, with VC propaganda leaflets in them.  The bunkers 
were destroyed and the leaflets extracted. 
   A Popular Forces unit, working with Co. A, 4-31 Inf. detained five suspects along with an SKS rifle, an 
AK-47 rifle, a Springfield rifle, a shotgun, and a carbine, 24 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   One VC was killed in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area Wednesday.  An Americal Division PSYOP Team of 
SP4 James Dixon and ARVN SSG Nguyen Troung Ginng were broadcasting to villagers around 0930 
hours, when they came under attack by a 12 man VC force in a rice field along Highway 1, 15 miles 
northwest of Tam Ky.  The ensuing fight lasted about 30 minutes until the VC retreated when they saw a 
helicopter passing overhead.  One VC body and a CKC rifle were left behind which the PSYOP Team 
brought back to its bullet-riddled truck and resumed broadcasting. 
   The only contact in the 198th Inf. Bde. was west of the Operation Russell Beach area, when Co. D, 5-
46 Inf. engaged two VC and killed one, 6-1/2 miles northeast of Quang Ngai. 
   A short time later, the company found an M-72 LAW hidden in underbrush by a trail, a half-mile away. 
   Co. C, 5-46 Inf. found an ammo cache, with 59 rounds of M-79 ammo, five M-26 hand grenades, four 
CS grenades and over 300 rounds of M-14 ammo which had been buried so long it was unusable.  A VC 
suspect was also detained in the area seven miles northeast of Quang Ngai. 
   Five more enemy suspects without I.D. cards were detained by Co. D, 4-1 Inf., 9-1/2 miles south of 
Chu Lai. [Typo Note: There was no 4/1st Inf. Bn in the Americal.  This was probably D 4-3 Inf. working 
near LZ Sue.  The S2/S3 report shows they detained at least 2 suspects this day while OPCON to the 
198th Bde]. 
   In Operation Iron Mountain, the 11th Inf. Bde. reported no enemy contacts, but Co. A, 4-21 Inf. found 
and destroyed an estimated company size enemy base camp in foothills six miles west of Duc Pho.  In it 
were 14 fighting positions and 14 sleeping positions and it was estimated to be over a month old. 
   Four suspects were detained by Co. D, 3-1 Inf. along the coast 2-1/2 miles northeast of Duc Pho. 
   Another suspect was detained in a rice paddy six miles northwest of Duc Pho, by Co. D, 1-20 Inf. 
   Eleven Americal soldiers were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an initial 
report. 
 
 Everybody in Vietnam is interested in war trophies; especially if the trophies are firearms picked up in the 
field.  However, sawed-off shotguns, rifles with barrels less than 16 inches, zip-guns, automatic weapons, silencers, 
along with tanks, APC's, and aircraft may not be taken home. 
 If you have a war trophy and it conforms to regulations to be sent home, contact your Provost Marshal and 
Adjutant General sections.

"Demand your immediate separation, don't let Johnson trick you into a deadly duel."  Co. A said the 
signs appeared to be booby trapped. 
   FREDERICK HILL--The 196th Inf. Bde. reported five enemy killed, one VC, an NVA body found, and a 
weapon captured. 
   Co. B, 1-46 Inf. working with Co. B, 1-52 Inf. on a combat sweep along the Tien River, 12 miles 
southwest of Tam Ky, observed seven NVA running from a hootch.  The NVA opened up on them, and 
they returned fire killing three NVA and capturing an AK-47 rifle.  The hootch was searched and 67 
rounds of AK-47 ammo and three M-26 grenades were found.  Co. B, 1-46 Inf. also found a tunnel 50 
feet long with an NVA, who had been killed by artillery a week ago, inside it.  Earlier the company killed 
a VC wearing a pack, a mile north. 
   Co. B, 4-31 Inf. observed four NVA wearing green uniforms leading water buffalo along a trail 28 miles 
west of Tam Ky, and called in artillery which killed one NVA. 
   B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. killed six VC in five contacts, all within a mile of each other, nine to ten 
miles northwest of Tam Ky.  Two the of the VC were killed when the troop blew up the bunker they were 
in.  The troop also destroyed 2,600 pound of rice it found after killing a VC there.  The other two were 
killed in rice paddies in two contacts. 
   IRON MOUNTAIN--The 11th Inf. Bde. killed three VC and detained 29 enemy suspects in its area. 
   A recon patrol of 4-21 Inf. engaged eight VC along the coast seven miles north of Duc Pho, and killed 
three.  The patrol also detained two suspects in the same area as well as another suspect three miles 
north along the beach. 
   The command and control helicopter of 4-21 Inf. detained nine enemy suspects, three along the coast 
10 miles north, and six in a rice paddy nine miles north of Duc Pho. 
   Three VC suspects were detained by Co. B, 4-21 Inf. and another three were detained by Co. D, 4-21 
Inf in the same vicinity. 
   The command and control helicopter of 3-1 Inf. detained five more suspects three miles south-
southeast of Duc Pho, and Co. D, 3-1 Inf. detained two males and a female suspect four miles south of 
Duc Pho. 
   Co. B, 1-20 Inf. detained two suspects, seven miles southeast, and Co. C, 1-20 Inf. detained another 
10 miles southeast of Duc Pho. 
   Four Americal soldiers were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an initial 
report.

Forty wooden practice Chicom 
grenades and vines used to simulate barbed wire were found as well as 10 pairs of wire cutters, eight 
NVA shovels and a pick, 15 AK-47 magazines and 1,500 rounds of ammo, 26 B-40 rockets and 31 B-40 
rocket boosters, five 25 pound shape charges, 14 bangalore torpedoes, 250 pounds of rice, and five 
pounds of documents found during the search of the area. 
   Co. C, 1-52 Inf. killed one NVA in a mountainous region 23 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  A small tunnel 
complex which an NVA killed recently by small arms fire, was also found. 
   Another NVA was killed when Co. A, 1-46 Inf. engaged two enemy soldiers in the jungle eight miles 
southwest of Tam Ky, a submachinegun and five Chicom grenades, were also captured.

   The recon patrol of 4-21 Inf. was working with "Shark" gunships of the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. on the other 
side of the river, a half mile downstream, when they engaged three VC, killing two females near a 
structure and a male inside a bunker.

Bde.'s 1-46 Inf. engaged two VC, killing one, and capturing an M-2 carbine in 
the triple-canopy jungle 10-1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   The other VC was killed by B Trp. 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. in a rice paddy 12-1/2 miles north of Tam Ky. 
   GENEVA PARK--Three suspects were detained in the 198th Inf. Bde. area by "Warlords" of the 123 
Avn. Bn. 10 miles southwest of Chu Lai. 
   Eight Americal soldiers were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an initial 
report.

Bde.'s 4-21 Inf. found a weapon cache while on a search and clear mission 14 
miles north-northwest of Duc Pho.  The company found a well camouflaged hootch in triple-canopy 
jungle, and on the floor inside it found 26 weapons covered with grass and other vegetation.  In all, the 
company found four MAS-36 rifles, five M-1 rifles, two BAR's, 12 K-44 rifles, an M-1 carbine, an M-2 
carbine, and a M-60 machinegun which were extracted, as well as one and a half 55 gallon drums of 
polished rice, 100 rounds of AK-47 ammo, four B-40 rockets, and 147 Chicom detonation caps which 
were destroyed. 
   FREDERICK HILL--The 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. reported 10 VC killed and two weapons captured in 
scattered actions in its area. 
   For the second straight day B Trp., 1st Cav. encountered day long activity.  At 0915 hours, the troop 
came under attack with hand grenades while on a combat sweep 18 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky, 
and it returned fire killing four VC and capturing a SKS rifle.  The troop later killed three more VC in three 
separate contacts 19-1/2 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky, and also found another SKS rifle in heavy 
underbrush a mile north. 
   C Trp., 1st Cav. killed two more VC in a rice paddy six miles west of Tam Ky. 
   A "Blue Ghost" gunship of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed a lone VC among trees 15 miles north-northwest of 
Tam Ky. 
   The 196th Inf. Bde. accounted for one NVA and seven VC killed, and two weapons captured in its 
area. 
   An NVA was killed when the recon patrol of the 4-31 Inf. engaged two, also capturing an AK-47 rifle 
and a SKS rifle in a mountainous region 24 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. D, 4-31 Inf. killed one VC a mile away. 
   Eight VC carrying a large crate were spotted by Co. D, 1-52 Inf. which engaged them, killing two and 
capturing the crate in the Khe Suoi Mountains 23-1/2 miles northwest of Tam Ky.  Inside the crate were 
2,000 rounds of .51 caliber ammo and 100 rounds of AK-47 ammo. 
   Co. A, 1-52 Inf. engaged and killed another VC a half mile away. 
   Co. B, 1-46 Inf. killed a lone VC in triple-canopy jungle 11 miles southwest of Tam Ky and the recon 
patrol of the 1-46 Inf. killed one VC when it engaged two in the jungle a half mile away. 
   Another VC was killed by Co. C, 3-21 Inf. in foothills 10-1/2 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   IRON MOUNTAIN--Besides the weapons cache found, one NVA and four VC were killed in the 11th 
Inf. Bde.'s area of operation. 
   The recon patrol of the 4-21 Inf. found a NVA who had been killed by artillery within the last 24 hours 
near a bunker where three tons of rice were found, which the patrol destroyed, 14-1/2 miles northwest of 
Duc Pho.  The patrol later engaged and killed two VC near the Ve River a half mile away, and another 
VC was killed in the foothills above the river. 
   Co. B, 1-20 Inf. killed a VC along the beach seven miles southeast of Duc Pho. 
   GENEVA PARK-- "Aero Scouts" gunships of the 123 Avn. Bn. killed two VC in the 198th Inf. Bde. 
area of operation 19 miles southwest of Chu Lai, for the only kills reported in the brigade area Saturday. 
   Three Americal soldiers were killed and 19 wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according 
to an initial report.

Bde. accounted for eight NVA and 19 VC killed as well as one 
weapon captured in widespread action in its area of operation. 
   Eleven VC were killed by "Firebirds" of the 71st Aslt. Hel. Co. in five combat assault missions in a 
mountainous region 29 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Besides killing one NVA, Co. D, 1-52 Inf. observed an 18-20 man NVA and VC force in mountains 25 
miles northwest of Tam Ky, and called in air strikes and artillery which killed six NVA. 
   The recon patrol of the 1-46 Inf. killed one NVA when it engaged three in jungle covered foothills 10 
miles southwest of Tam Ky.  Earlier the patrol killed two VC when it engaged three in the same vicinity. 
   Two more VC were killed and an M-1 carbine captured by F Trp., 17th Cav. in mountains 23-1/2 miles 
west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. A, 4-31 Inf. killed two VC with packs 26 miles west of Tam Ky, and Co. C, 3-21 Inf. killed two in 
heavy jungle 12 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   The 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. reported 18 VC killed, and two weapons captured in its area. 
   For the third consecutive day, B Trp., 1st Cav. has encountered enemy activity on Barrier Island, 20 
miles north-northwest of Tam Ky.  Sunday, a Hoi Chanh showed the troops where enemy bunkers were 
hidden among the four to eight foot high dikes which cover much of the island.  The troop killed 12 VC in 
bunkers and captured a BAR and a K-44 rifle that was in one of the bunkers. 
   "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed five more VC while flying in support of the 1st Cav. in 
the same locale. 
   A Trp., 1st Cav. engaged three VC, killing one, in the same area. 
   GENEVA PARK--The nine VC killed in the 198th Inf. Bde. area were killed by gunships. 
   Five VC were killed by two "Firebird" gunships of the 71st Aslt. Hel. Co., piloted by WO1 Lloyd Gfeller, 
and WO1 Kelly McHugh, after the VC opened up on the gunships with small arms fire and broke into the 
open from their hiding places among the thick underbrush 11 miles northeast of Quang Ngai. 
   Four more VC were killed by "Aeroscout" gunships of the 123rd Avn. Bn., when they engaged an 
unknown size force in triple-canopy jungle 15-1/2 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai. 
   IRON MOUNTAIN--The recon patrol of the 11th Inf. bde.'s 4-21 Inf. killed a lone VC near the Ve River, 
11-1/2 miles northwest of Duc Pho, for the only kill reported in the brigade area. 
 
 One Americal soldier was killed and 11 wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, 
according to an initial report.  Four Americal soldiers were reported missing in action.

   Three VC were killed by C Trp., 1st Cav. which also captured and then destroyed an RPG rocket 
launcher five miles west of Tam Ky. 
   The 196th Inf. Bde. reported four VC killed and one weapon captured in its area of operation. 
   In the mountains 24 miles northwest of Tam Ky, Co. C, 1-52 Inf. engaged and killed two VC. 
   Another VC was killed by the recon patrol of the 3-21 Inf. during a sweep of jungle covered foothills 14 
miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. A, 4-31 Inf. found a VC who had been killed by artillery a week ago in a small tunnel in a 
mountainous region 26 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   F Trp., 17th Cav. engaged a seven man NVA force in mountains 23-1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam 
Ky.  A B-40 rocket launcher was captured. 
   GENEVA PARK--Seven VC were killed in the 198th Inf. Bde. when a ranger patrol of Co. G, 75th Inf. 
observed a 50 man enemy force moving through the triple-canopy jungle 15-1/2 miles northwest of 
Quang Ngai, and called in artillery on the force. 
   IRON MOUNTAIN--A VC was killed by a claymore mine after he set off a trip-flare while trying to slip 
through the perimeter wire of the recon patrol of the 11th Inf. Bde.'s 4-21 Inf. at 1935 hours 11 miles 
northwest of Duc Pho 
   Five Americal soldiers were killed, and four wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according 
to an initial report.  Four Americal soldiers were reported missing in action the day before.

   Fact:  Many of the watches stocked by the Vietnam Regional Exchange have been off-shore (non US) 
purchases.  Such purchases must be limited in keeping with our Government program to restrict the flow 
of US gold to foreign countries. 
   As a result, the supply has not been enough to meet demand.  However, the Exchange is increasing  
its orders for US made watches, so the supply will increase. 
   Question:  "Do Mobile Exchange snack bars frequently carry incomplete stocks?" 
   Fact:  The Exchange's mobile snack bars must buy food items from Class I issue points, and are 
dependent on available stocks there.  If the issue point has been used its available fresh bread to fill 
troop mess or open mess orders--no sandwiches for the mobile snack bar.

CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)--Americal Division units reported nine NVA and 19 VC killed, three tons of rice 
discovered, and two weapons captured in light action in southern I Corps yesterday. 
   FREDERICK HILL--The 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. was again busy on Barrier Island, Tuesday, with five NVA 
and four VC killed. 
   B Trp., 1st Cav. engaged and killed five NVA in a bunker amid four to eight feet high dikes which cover 
the island 16-1/2 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   A Trp., 1st Cav. killed two VC in two separate actions a half mile north. 
   "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed two VC in a rice paddy on the island 14-1/2 miles 
north-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   The 196th Inf. Bde. accounted for three NVA and six VC killed, three tons of rice found, and one 
weapon captured. 
   Co. B, 1-46 Inf. killed one NVA and found two more killed by gunships working with the company in 
jungle covered foothills 13-1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky.  The company also found one VC who had 
been killed by artillery in the same area. 
   Co. D, 4-31 Inf. killed one VC when it engaged two in the afternoon 21-1/2 miles west-northwest of 
Tam Ky.  At 2330 hours, the company engaged three more VC killing one 24-1/2 miles west-northwest 
of Tam Ky. 
   Co. D, 1-46 Inf. killed a lone VC 13-1/2 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. C, 1-52 Inf. killed a VC and captured his AK-47 rifle in a mountainous region 24 miles northwest of 
Tam Ky. 
   Co. C, 2-1 Inf. engaged three VC killing one 17 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 
   A unit from the 2-1 Inf. was working on a MEDCAP project in a village 17 miles northwest of Tam Ky, 
which treated 170 Vietnamese.  While it was treating the people, possible VC were being questioned, 
one of whom said he knew where a large amount of rice was buried.  Popular Force units went with the 
Vietnamese to an area not far from the village.  They found 30 crocks of rice, each weighing 200 
pounds, buried under a hedgerow.

   The command and control helicopter of the 5-46 Inf., piloted by 1LT David L. Grieger (Weatherford, 
Tex.) killed one VC in a rice paddy 11 miles northeast of Quang Ngai. 
   Co. B, 5-46 Inf. killed two more VC in the same area. 
   In Operation Geneva Park, Co. A, 4-3 Inf. killed one VC when it engaged two in the triple-canopy 
jungle 8-1/2 miles northwest of Quang Ngai. 
   IRON MOUNTAIN--The recon patrol of the 11th Inf. Bde.'s 4-21 Inf. killed a lone VC in the foothills 12 
miles northwest of Duc Pho, for the only kill reported in the brigade area. 
   Co. B, 3-1 Inf. found a carbine which had been destroyed and an AK-47 bayonet 7-1/2 miles south of 
Duc Pho. 
   Four Americal soldiers were wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an initial 
report.

John S. Walker, (Wakefield, R.I.), from the 3-1 Inf.'s S-2 section, said, "There were between 30 
and 40 NVA in well dug in positions.  They were thought to be the heavy weapons company of the 22nd 
NVA Regt. whose job it was to position themselves in the valley to secure the regiment's passing 
through it." 
   "Aero Scout" gunships of the 123rd Avn. Bn. engaged nine NVA killing seven a mile east, while flying 
in support of the company. 
   Co. D, 3-1 Inf. engaged an unknown size NVA force 3-1/2 miles west of Duc Pho, killing nine NVA, 
detaining a wounded enemy suspect, and capturing an SKS rifle.  The company also found a VC in a 
tunnel who had been dead a week, in the same area. 
   Co. C, 4-21 Inf. killed two more NVA in the triple-canopy jungle 9-1/2 miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   Co. B, 1-20 Inf. found an unknown type weapon in a hootch 5-1/2 miles southeast of Duc Pho.

 CHU LAI  (AMERICAL IO)--Americal Division units reported 16 NVA and 22 VC killed, and one weapon 
captured in light action in southern I Corps yesterday. 
   FREDERICK HILL--The 196th Inf. Bde. reported killing seven NVA and 10 VC, and extracting 1-1/2 tons of rice. 
   Co. B, 1-46 Inf. was on a search and clear mission 18 miles southwest of Tam Ky, when it observed an unknown 
size enemy force moving through foothills and called air strikes which killed six NVA and eight VC. 
   Another NVA was killed by Co. D, 4-31 Inf. on a search and clear mission in mountains 21 miles west-northwest of 
Tam Ky. 
   Co. B, 3-21 Inf. killed a lone VC in a mountainous region 25-1/2 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Another VC was killed by Co. A, 1-46 Inf. six miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   It seems as though an intelligence officer from the 2-1 Inf. has suddenly acquired a taste for rice. CPT. Robert 
Netter (Kingston, N.Y.) was sitting on top of a dozen 100 pound bags of rice that had been unearthed by Co. B, 2-1 
Inf. working with local R.F.'s 19 miles northwest of LZ Baldy, 15 miles northwest of Tam Ky, it came under intense 
automatic weapons fire.  The sacks of rice CPT. Netter was sitting on absorbed the rounds. 
   CPT. Netter said, "I was hugging the rice bags and darn glad they were there."  He added, "I'll be happy to eat rice 
very day from now on!" 
   Over a ton and a half of rice was extracted from cement crocks buried under hootches. 
   "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed five VC in five contacts on Barrier Island from 8-1/2 miles north to 
17-1/2 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky, from the only kills reported in the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. area. 

   IRON MOUNTAIN--Nine NVA and two VC were reported killed in the 11th Inf. Bde. 
   While the recon patrol of the 4-21 Inf. was searching an area 10-1/2 miles west-northwest of Duc Pho, 
it came under small arms fire which it returned killing two NVA.  Four NVA were killed after they threw 
hand grenades at the patrol from a bunker which was destroyed. 
   The patrol had earlier called artillery which killed two VC a half mile away. 
   GENEVA PARK--The 198th Inf. Bde. reported five VC killed as well as a weapon captured in its area. 
   Three VC were killed by Co. C, 4-3 Inf. 6-1/2 miles west-northwest of Quang Ngai.  One VC was killed in the 
underbrush and under a pile of rocks nearby the company found 230 rounds of 30 caliber ammo, 310 rounds of M-

   Action was moderate to light in southern I Corps, with Americal Division units accounting for 75 NVA and 187 VC 
killed, and 55 weapons, five crew-served, captured. 
   The heaviest action was in the 196th Inf. Bde. area of Operation Frederick Hill, where 38 NVA and 66 VC were 
killed, and 12 weapons captured, one crew-served. 
   "Firebird" gunships of the 71st Aslt. He. Co. killed 11 VC in five combat assault missions in a mountainous region 
29 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky, Sunday. 
   Co. B, 1-46 Inf. accounted for four NVA and six VC killed in its area of Operation Frederick Hill. 
   Most of the action was on Barrier Island where Trps. A and B, 1st Cav. met well entrenched NVA and VC forces in 
five days of contact which began last Friday.  A Trp., 1st Cav. accounted for five NVA and 10 VC killed, and two 
weapons captured, B Trp., 1st Cav. killed five more NVA and 32 VC as well as capturing four weapons, and "Blue 
Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed five VC while flying in support of the 1st Cav. on the island. 
   "Blue Ghost" had a total of 28 VC killed in the area last week. 
   The 11th Inf. Bde. reported 35 NVA and 12 VC killed, and 32 weapons, three crew-served, captured in Operation 
Iron Mountain. 
   Thursday, Co. C, 3-1 Inf. was on a combat assault mission in a valley 6-1/2 miles west of Duc Pho, when it 
engaged enemy bunkers killing six NVA and capturing two 50 caliber machineguns.

   Recently the following tactics have been employed to accomplish such acts: 
   A.  While riding motorcycles, terrorists will shoot or throw hand grenades into unsuspecting  
         groups of persons standing nearby. 
   B.  Use of prostitutes to lure servicemen to insecure areas where they are captured or killed. 
   C.  use of small children to place explosive charges on vehicles stopped in traffic or parked in  
         insecure locations. 
   When in public stay away from the crowds.  Stay alert at all times.  Beware of unknown areas.

Thursday 350 
refugees began the first leg of the two day return trip to the Hiep Duc Valley, their home until enemy 
terrorists forced them to leave four years ago. 
   The refugees departed Tam Ky to join the 2,700 Vietnamese that have already moved back into the 
valley.  An estimated 5,700 more are scheduled to follow them in the months to come. 
   "We've got plans for roads, a school, and a hospital," said MAJ James K. Allison (Ocilla, Ga.), 4-31 Inf.'s 
civil affairs officer,  "I feel 1,750 Vietnamese coming out of the mountains after four years of eking a living 
out of the land and suffering VC and NVA terrorism to join our settlement is a testament to the success of 
the program."

   IRON MOUNTAIN--The 11th Inf. Bde. reported 25 NVA and eight VC killed in its area of operation. 
   The 1-4 ARVN Regt. reported the finding of 25 NVA soldiers who had been killed by air strikes within the last 24 hours 
in the mountains 12 miles west of Duc Pho. 
   Co. B, 3-1 Inf. was on a search and clear operation with E Trp., 1st Cav. near the coast six to 8 1/2 miles southeast of 
Duc Pho.  Co. B found two VC killed earlier by mortar fire six miles southeast of Duc Pho, near where it found one VC in 
a shallow grave who had been killed two to three days ago by small arms fire.  Later the company engaged and killed a 
VC in a bunker near Lake Ankhem 8 1/2 miles southeast of Duc Pho, nearby E Trp., 1st Cav. killed and VC.  (huh??) 
   The recon patrol of the 3-1 Inf. killed another VC along the coast 10 miles southeast of Duc Pho. 
   A "Shark" gunship form the 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. engaged and killed two VC in a rice paddy 5 1/2 miles north of Duc 
Pho. 

   Co. A, 4-21 Inf. was on a search and clear mission 11 miles west-south-west of Duc Pho, when it came on 
to an enemy base camp with 35 bunkers and a mess hall with two stoves.  A search turned up 50 training 
hand grenades and 16 training mortar tubes all made of wood, plus a small ammo cache with 200 boxes of 
SKS and .51 caliber ammo with 270 rounds in each box, 12 rifle firing grenades, 12 rounds of 82mm mortar, 
five 60 mm mortar rounds, and one bicycle.  Nearby was another cache with 6,070 rounds of .51 caliber 
ammo, 15,800 boxes of SKS ammo, 12 hand grenades, and seven rounds of ..75 caliber recoilless rifle 
ammo. 
   Co. A, 1-20 Inf. found and destroyed 4-50,000 pounds of polished rice and 20 pounds of marijuana during a search of 
an area 5 1/2 miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   FREDERICK HILL-Eight VC were killed in action in the 196th Inf. Bde. area of operation. 
   Co. A, 3-21 Inf. killed four VC in two contacts in the mountains 20 1/2 miles west-southwest of Tam Ky.  A mile away it 
found a VC classroom 15 by 30 feet in size, with benches and a blackboard.  Drawings on the blackboard indicated that 
classes had been held on hand to hand combat.  The company questioned people from a nearby village and detained 
two VC suspects. 
   A mile north from where Co. A killed the VC, Co. B, 3-21 Inf. engaged and killed one. 
   "Blue Ghost" gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. killed two VC in two contacts one 14 1/2 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky, 
and the other 11 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co D, 4-31 Inf. killed a lone VC in a mountainous region 24 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   GENEVA PARK--A ranger patrol from Co. G, 75 Inf. was working an area 11 1/2 miles west of Chu Lai, when it spotted 
a small base camp with 30 VC in it.  Three of the VC were crossing a river near the patrol and it went after them.  The 
patrol killed two of the VC and were after the third when it started receiving fire from the base camp and called in 
helicopters which extracted the patrol. 
   Action the past week was mostly light in southern I Corps, with Americal 
Division troops accounting for 58 NVA and 79 VC killed, and 100 weapons, 15 crew-served. 
   In Operation Frederick Hill,,Co. C 1-46 Inf. discovered two caches during a sweep of an area 16 1/2 miles southwest of 
Tam Ky.  
   Found were two U.S. carbines, 10 K-44 rifles and a 122mm rocket. 
   Later the company uncovered an M-16 rifle, a Swiss .45 caliber machinegun, a Chicom machinegun, two M-1 
carbines, and 29 SKS rifles. 
   The cache also included 55 rounds of 57mm RR ammo, 44 RPG rounds, 1,680 Chicom hand grenades, 10 cases of 
blasting caps, 26 cases of AK-47 ammo, 72 cases of .30 caliber ammo two cases of .51 caliber ammo and three bags of 
flake powder. 
   More refugees returned to the Hiep Duc Valley with the assistance of units from the 196th Inf. Bde. on Thursday. 
   They had been forced to leave their homes because of terrorists attacks by VC and NVA. 
   The 11th Inf. Bde. netted 34 NVA, 45 VC and seven weapons captured.  
   The 196th Inf. Bde. killed 25 VC 16 NVA and uncovered large weapons caches. 
   Ten NVA and 11 VC were killed in the 198th Bde.'s area of Geneva Park and Russell Beach,  11 weapons were 
captured.   
   Six VC were reported killed in scattered action by the 1st Sqdn. 1st Cav. 
   Three Americal soldiers were killed and 10 wounded and evacuated for medical treatment, according to an initial 
report.  Sixteen Americal soldiers were killed in action last week.

    IRON MOUNTAIN-The 11th Inf. Bde. reported 40 NVA and two VC killed in its area of operation. 
   The 1-4 ARVN Regt. reported finding 40 NVA soldiers who had been killed by air strikes within the last 24 
hours in the mountains 12 miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   Co. B, 3-1 Inf. killed two VC several hours apart on the coast 11 miles southeast of Duc Pho. 
   A large canned food cache was found by Co. A, 4-3 Inf. buried in the ground 13 miles northwest of Duc 
Pho.  Found were 760 five oz. and 126 15 oz. cans of mackerel, 68 one pound cans of ham, 29 15 oz. cans 
of sardines, 61 cans of lunch meat and 604 two-pound bags of salt. 
   Co. A 4-21 Inf. was on a search and clear mission 10 miles southwest of Duc Pho, when it came upon 
three hootches that contained 1500 pounds of unpolished rice and one khaki uniform. 
   FREDERICK HILL--A possible POW camp composed of hootches and bunkers was discovered by Co. B, 
3-21 Inf. 24 miles west of Tam Ky.  Searching the area they also found a quantity of documents.  Moving out 
of the woodline into an area of rice paddies the "Gimlets" found a hootch containing VC pamphlets, tax 
receipts, expended .30 and .20 caliber rounds and a small amount of medical equipment. 
   The command and control helicopter of 1-46 Inf. engaged and killed three VC 19 1/2 miles west-
southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. D, 4-31 Inf. while on a search and clear mission 24 miles west of Tam Ky, engaged and killed two VC. 
   The recon patrol of 2-1 Inf. found seven graves of which four were used to store rice.  In all 3050 pounds 
were uncovered. 
   Two NVA soldiers in green uniforms approached Co. A, 4-31 Inf. wanting to Hoi Chanh. 
   The 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. accounted for four VC killed in its area of operation.  Three of the kills were by B 
Trp. 12 miles north of Tam Ky. A Trp. engaged and killed the other VC 17 miles north-northwest of Tam Ky. 
   GENEVA PARK--The recon patrol of the 1-52 Inf. reported the only kill in the 198th area of operation 
when they engaged and killed one VC with small arms fire, 8 1/2 miles northwest of Quang Ngai.  A further 
check of the area turned up three Chicom hand grenades.

Units 
reported killing 47 NVA and 40 VC and 18 weapons, three crew-served, were captured. 
    IRON MOUNTAIN--"Jungle Warriors" of the 11th Inf. Bde. reported 40 NVA and 12 VC killed in southern Quang 
Ngai province yesterday.  Six weapons, one crew-served, were captured. 
   Air strikes accounted for a large portion of the enemy kills in the bde.'s area. 
   Elements of the 1-4 ARVN Regt. and 4-3 Inf. reported 25 NVA killed by air strikes, 14 miles northwest of Duc Pho. 
   Co. C, 3-1 Inf. reported finding five NVA killed by air strikes and three more killed by air strikes and three more killed by 
small arms fire, five miles south of Duc Pho.  At 1010 hours the same unit engaged and killed eight VC half a mile away. 
   After receiving RPGs and small arms fire, Co. B, 1-20 Inf. returned fire to kill four NVA, three miles west of Duc Pho. 
   Three VC were killed by Co. C, 1-20 Inf. who was on a search and clear mission with E Trp., 1st Cav. in fields five 
miles west of Duc Pho.  Earlier the Cav. unit found one AK-47, one M-1 carbine and a M-14 rifle. 
   Thirteen miles northwest of Duc Pho Co. A, 4-3 Inf. found two NVA killed by air strikes and captured an AK-47 rifle.  
The unit later found one RPG launcher and seven rounds, two Chicom grenades and two green uniforms, all in the same 
vicinity. 
   A VC killed by 174th Aslt. Hel. Co. was found by the 19th Eng.'s seven miles southeast of Duc Pho.  Also found was an

   Co. B, 3-1 Inf. killed one VC in a rice paddy six miles south of Duc Pho. 

   Five miles further south Co. D, 4-21 Inf. found a large well-built enemy base camp with 25 hootches, each 
with its own bunker.  One kitchen 20 by 20 feet and a 20 by 60 feet mess hall was included.  The unit 
uncovered 500 pounds of rice, 20 entrenching tools, and NVA poncho liners. 
FREDERICK HILL - Action in the 196th Inf. Bde. areas showed 17 NVA and 7 VC killed and eight weapons, one crew-
served captured. 
   In an area six miles southeast of Tam Ky. Cos. B and C, 3-21 Inf. killed nine VC and one NVA. 
   Elsewhere, near LZ Baldy gunships of the 176th Aslt. Hel. Co. killed four VC.  In the same area the 2-1 Inf.  accounted 
for one NVA killed. 
   Fourteen miles southwest of Tam Ky, Co. A, 1-46 Inf. engaged and killed one NVA and one VC, captured a SKS rifle 
and a AK-47 rifle. 
   Three hours later Co. A working with Recon, 1-46 Inf. killed four NVA and captured two AK-47 rifles and a SKS. 
   In the same area, Co. B, 2-1 Inf. found and M-72 LAW and one pistol.

   C Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. captured an AK-47 rifle and a RPG launcher. 

   GENEVA PARK -Units of the 198th Inf. Bde. killed 11 VC and captured four weapons, one crew-served. 
   Across open fields dotted with rice paddies the armored carriers of 3rd Plt. H Trp., 17th Cav. rolled. 
   The unit working with an element of 1-52 Inf. was on a search and clear mission 10 miles northwest of Quang Ngai. 
   Suddenly they received heavy automatic weapons fire from a woodline area.  "We spotted the enemy trying to move 
up on the 1-52 so we came on line and made an assault," said 1LT George E. Palmer (Waterford, Pa.), track 
commander. 
   Routing the enemy, the Cav. found nine NVA killed and many weapons littered the area.  Forced to rejoin the 1-52 to 
provide security, they encountered heavy action.  Later going back to the woodline they found that all bodies and 
weapons had been removed. 
   H Trp. did capture one AK-47 and one Chicom machinegun. 
   In other action, Co. A, 5-46 Inf. engaged seven VC, killing one 10 miles northeast of Quang Ngai on the Batangan 
Peninsula. 
   Ten miles northeast of Chu Lai one VC was killed by Co. A, 1-6 Inf. 
   SGT. Louis Love (San Francisco, CA) found out that malfunctions with weapons sometimes are nice.  Love a sergeant 
with the 1-52 Inf. was face-to-face with death at the hands of attacking VC at LZ Buff early Monday morning .  A VC had 
the drop on Love with an AK-47.  "He pulled the trigger three times and each time nothing happened," recalled Love.

   The "Chargers" reported 37 NVA and 25 VC killed. 
   At Nui Yon, five miles southwest of Tam Ky, Co. C, 3-21 Inf. fought combined NVA and VC units, killing 11 
NVA and 25 VC. 
   Contact with the enemy lasted all day. 
   At LZ Professional, 1-46 Inf. soldiers repelled an NVA attack on the basecamp.  A check of the perimeter 
area found 22 NVA soldiers killed in the attack. 
   Three special teams used their talents to flush six sappers from within the perimeter at LZ Baldy. 
   The sappers had hidden in a remote part of the camp in the rocky cliffs overlooking a ranger unit. 
   After receiving sniper fire, the rangers organized a team to search for the NVA.   
   Joining the rangers was a PSYOP team and a scout dog team from the 48th Scout Dog Plt. 
   As the PSYOP team broadcast a plea for the enemy to Chieu Hoi, the scout dog team led the rangers up 
the sharp cliffs. 
   Between two huge boulders, weapons cracked as the enemy hidden there opened fire on the rangers and 
got a burst of automatic weapons fire in return. 
   When the smoke cleared, two NVA lay dead and one wounded.  A short time later two more NVA were 
killed and one captured. 
   GENEVA PARK--Units of the "Brave and Bold" accounted for two enemy kills and captured one crew-
served weapon in light action yesterday. 
   Co. B, 1-52 Inf. withstood a hail of Chicom hand grenades to kill one NVA and capture an RPG launcher 
and one B40 rocket, nine miles northwest of Quang Ngai. 
   Eight miles southwest of Quang Ngai the recon element of 1-52 Inf. followed blood trails, which led them 
to the body of a VC killed by air strikes.

   FREDERICK HILL--The long arm of Americal fire superiority reached out to aid 196th Inf. Bde. soldiers, as 
53 NVA met their fate from air strikes, nine miles west of Tam Ky. 
  Co. A, 3-21 Inf. found the enemy soldiers near Nui Yon.  They also captured 16 weapons, three crew-
served. 
   Divarty also did the job in a big way as Btry. B, 3-16 Arty. fired a mission against an unknown size enemy 
force and killed 30 VC. 
   The mission, called in by a MACV advisor, occurred two miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   In three separate actions, Co. B, 3-21 Inf. accounted for nine NVA killed and captured four weapons, one 
crew-served.  The action took place in an area six miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Co. C, 3-21 Inf. matched her sister company, also killing nine NVA and captured two AK-47 rifles and two 
unknown type machineguns.  The unit was working about three and half miles south of Tam Ky. 
   Two NVA were killed by B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav., three and a half miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
  Other actions in the "Chargers" area of operations resulted in one NVA and one VC killed. 
   IRON MOUNTAIN--Units from the 11th Inf. Bde. accounted for seven NVA and five VC killed and two 
weapons captured. 
   Co. B, 3-1 Inf. and E Trp., 1st Cav. working together in an area five miles southeast of Duc Pho engaged 
and killed four VC in three incidents.

   Yesterday, Co. A, 1-46 Inf. discovered the bodies of 25 NVA killed by artillery and air strikes 14 miles 
southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Elements of the 3-21 Inf. engaged four VC, killing three of them.  The action took place, 14 miles west-
northwest of Tam Ky. 
   Other contacts in the 196th AO resulted in two NVA and two VC killed and the capture of one M-16 rifle.

   Co. C, 1-52 Inf., six miles northwest of Quang Ngai, received an unknown number of 60 and 82mm 
mortars and small arms fire.  The unit returned fire killing one VC. 
   IRON MOUNTAIN--No enemy kills were reported in the 11th Inf. Bde. area yesterday. 
   Co. C, 4-3 Inf. found a BAR, 14 miles west of Duc Pho.  In addition, they found two NVA packs, 150 
rounds of AK-47 ammo, maps, documents and some rice.

accounted for 17 of the 34 enemy killed and three of the four weapons captured. 
   IRON MOUNTAIN--After several days of only finding small caches, the "Jungle Warriors" yesterday found 
the enemy in nine contacts. 
   Along the coast, two miles northeast of Duc Pho, the recon element of 4-21 Inf. engaged and killed six VC 
and two NVA and captured an M-2 rifle. 
   Co. B, 4-3 Inf. near the Song De river, 14 miles west of Duc Pho, killed one VC hiding in a tunnel and 
captured a K-44 rifle. 
   Later the company discovered eight huts, 35 sleeping positions, one bunker and 700 pounds of rice. 
   An enemy medical relay station was closed down by Co. G, 75th Rangers, seven miles west of Duc Pho.  
The NVA station lost its license to operate when the rangers came upon the hootch while searching a 
stream bed. 
   "We went to search the hootch and found a bunker beneath with two surprised NVA inside," said SP4 
Ralph Cole (St. Louis).

   IRON MOUNTAIN-"Jungle Warriors" of the 11th Inf. Bde. accounted for four NVA and one VC killed and 
two weapons captured.

three VC and eight weapons were captured. 

   LAMAR PLAIN--Units of the 1st Bde., 101st Airborne Division and 1-46 Inf., 198th Inf. Bde. accounted for 11 NVA and four VC killed.  

They captured one VC and five weapons. 

   The rifle platoon of B Trp., 2nd Sqdn., 17th Cav. while on a sweep, eight miles southwest of Tam Ky, came upon a bunker complex 

and promptly was greeted by heavy automatic weapons fire. 

   The platoon dropped back and employed gunships and air strikes on the target.   

   When the smoke cleared, a check of the rubble revealed six NVA killed by the air strikes and small arms fire.  One AK-47 rifle was 

captured. 

   B Trp. earlier in the day accounted for one VC killed, a half mile away. 

   Nine miles southeast of Tien Phuoc, Co. A, 1-501 Inf. engaged five VC killing one, while in the same area units of Co.'s C and D, 1-501 

Inf. found the bodies of two VC killed by artillery. 

   Earlier in the day, Co. B, 1-501 Inf. had captured one VC and an AK-47 one mile away. 

   At 1700 hours, Co. B, 1-501 Inf. received small arms fire.  The unit returned fire killing two NVA and capturing three AK-47 rifles.  The 

fight occurred eight miles southwest of Tam Ky. 

   Eleven miles southwest of Tam Ky, Co. B, 1-46 Inf. found the bodies of three NVA killed recently by artillery. 

   IRON MOUNTAIN--Two NVA and 10 VC were killed by units of the 11th Inf. Bde. yesterday.  Three weapons were captured. 

   Five VC were killed and two captured by a unit of the 11th Inf. Bde., six miles south of Duc Pho. 

   Helicopters of the 123rd Avn., Bn. were flying over the area when they spotted seven VC trying to evade the ships. 

   The VC had taken cover in a spider hole nearby. 

   The 1st plt. of Co. D, 3-1 Inf., along with ARVN interpreters and National Police were rushed to the area by tracks of E Trp., 1st Cav. 

   "Several attempts were made by the interpreters and National Police to persuade the VC hidden in their holes to come out and 

surrender," said SP4 Francis Ryan (Brockton, Mass.), a rifleman with the company. 

   "When attempts to talk the VC from their holes failed, we provided a little encouragement by throwing some grenades down the hole," 

said Ryan. 

   The effects from the grenades were enough for two VC, who crawled out and surrendered. 

   "The others still resisted," said Ryan.  "More grenades were thrown down the hole until there could be no further chance of resistance.  

When it was safe to do so, one of our men went down into the hole and uncovered five VC killed."

weapons, two crew-served captured, by units of the 11th Inf. Bde. 

   At LZ Liz, five miles northwest of Duc Pho, one of the early pre-dawn attacks was checked. 

   The would be sappers instead were trapped by Co. B, 1-20 Inf. soldiers pulling security at the firebase. 

   Fighting began on the south side of the perimeter when 12 NVA were observed by soldiers in a guard bunker. 

   "We had two men up and pulling guard on top the bunker.  I was scanning the area with a starlight scope when I detected a reflection," 

commented PFC Walter Swain, (Philadelphia). 

   "Looking closer I counted 12 of them coming through the wire," said Swain.  "The other s checked and confirmed what I saw.  We 

called it in and opened up on them right away with machinegun, M-79 and automatic weapons fire." 

   SGT Larry Sopczwnski (Harbor Beach, Mich.) said, "We called for illumination and continued to fire on the NVA.  They tried to get back 

out of the wire, but we kept picking them off. 

   At daybreak an NVA soldier was found hiding in the chapel at the firebase.  Under interrogation he revealed himself to be a member of 

an 18 man sapper unit. 

    A morning search of the are revealed 12 NVA dead scattered along the wire, two RPG launchers, two AK-47s, one M-72 LAW, six 

RPG rounds, Bangalore torpedoes and over 100 Chicom grenades. 

   Co. C, 4-21 Inf. killed one NVA and captured an AK-47 rifle, nine miles southwest of Duc Pho. 

   Nine miles southeast of Duc Pho on the coast, Co. B, 3-1 Inf. found two VC and later 12 NVA killed by naval gunfire. 

   Twenty victims of a Brty. C, 3-18 Arty. fire mission were found six miles northwest of Duc Pho. 

   The Hawk Hill firebase of the 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. was the scene of the other NVA assault early Sunday morning. 

   SP4 Edwin P. Corrales (Hanamaululu, Hawaii), on guard at the time said, "The men were just walking casually into the wire and then I 

opened up on them." 

   Corrales was aided by other A Trp. soldiers who blasted the NVA, killing nine of the enemy insurgents. 

   A morning patrol found one RPG launcher, an AK-47 rifle, one 7.62mm pistol and about 100 Chicom grenades. 

   LAMAR PLAIN --1st Bde., 101st Airborne Division soldiers accounted for  

three NVA and four VC killed and three weapons captured. 

   Co. A, 1-501 Inf. found one NVA killed by small arms fire.  They also found an AK-47 rifle in the same area.

                           MALARIA MESSAGE 

This statement was made by a soldier of the 2-1 Inf. who has malaria: 

   "What is it like to have malaria?  Well Pal, I tell you the truth, I had it more than once and I wouldn't wish it on the worst of my enemies.  

You feel like you are losing your strength; from one day to another just the effort to stand up and get your gear on causes you to feel 

dizzy, and the muscles of your arms and legs ache, not like a ñcharlie horseò in your calf, but like the dull constant pain you feel in your 

arms and legs after swimming for 10-15 minutes in a pool, but the ache don't go away by resting; and then all of a sudden you feel your 

temperature going up, your eyes get blurry and it feels like somebody hit you with a hammer on the head.  You get chills and feel cold 

regardless of how many blankets you use.  This cold stays like this for three or four hours, then you start sweating like crazy, and when it 

is all over you are so tired  and exhausted that you can't stand up, no matter how much you wanted to.  This goes on every day, your 

fever can go as high as 106.

  Co. D, 4-21 Inf. made the only contacts in southern Quang Ngai Province, killing one NVA and one VC in 

separate encounters, five miles southwest of Duc Pho.  The "Gimlets" also captured one AK-47 rifle. 

   Co's A and D 1-20 Inf., working two miles north of Duc Pho found the bodies of four NVA killed by 

airstrikes. 

    FREDERICK HILL--"Chargers" of the 196th Inf. Bde tallied five NVA and one VC killed and captured four 

weapons and another destroyed. 

   Fifteen miles west of Tam Ky Co. D, 4-31 Inf. engaged and killed three NVA and captured one each of an 

M-16, M-1 carbine, and an AK-47 rifle.   

   Two miles to the east, Co. A, 3-21 Inf. ended the fighting days of two NVA while gathering one AK-47. 

   A sister company C found one RPD machinegun destroyed in an airstrike, while Co. B, 2-1 Inf. found the

   GENEVA PARK--In the 198th Inf. Bde. area of operations 11 VC were killed. 

   Gunships of F Trp., 8th Cav. roamed far and wide through the brigade OZ, hunting enemy soldiers. 

   The "Blue Ghosts" made ghosts of 10 VC encountered during the day. 

   Also Co. B, 5-46 Inf. added one more VC to the total in a single encounter, seven miles northwest of 

Quang Ngai. 

    LAMAR PLAIN--B Trp., 2nd Sqdn., 17th Cav. accounted for one NVA and three VC killed in three

   Later they found the bodies of 20 NVA killed by airstrikes and artillery in the same area. 

   Co. D, 4-31 Inf., working 15 miles west of Tam Ky, killed three NVA and one VC and captured an AK-47 

rifle in two encounters. 

   In other action, units of the 2-1 Inf. killed three VC, captured one NVA soldier and a .45 caliber pistol. 

   B Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. killed 10 VC in a battle seven miles north of Tam Ky. 

   The cavalrymen had received 10 to 12 RPG and mortar rounds and retaliated by blasting the enemy force. 

   IRON MOUNTAIN--The 11th Inf. Bde. accounted for six NVA and five VC in light action yesterday. 

   In the only contacts of the day Co. C, 4-21 Inf. spotted approximately 30 NVA, six miles south of Duc Pho.

   IRON MOUNTAIN--The 11th Inf. Bde. accounted for 13 NVA killed. 

   The "Jungle Warriors" did not have to wait long to record the only kill of the day.  At 0140 hours, LZ 

Bronco, hqs. of the 11th brigade came under attack. 

   The basecamp received 50 RPG, 20 75mm recoilless and 30 82mm mortar rounds. 

   During the barrage, a ground probe was launched by an estimated three NVA sappers. 

   One of the intruders, however was zapped instead by riflemen of 1-20 Inf. 

   Co. A, 4-21 Inf. found the bodies of ten NVA, four miles west of Duc Pho. 

   At 1920 hours, "Warlords" of Co. B, 123rd Avn. Bn. spotted two NVA killed by artillery, seven miles 

northwest of Duc Pho. 

   Urban renewal was the name of the game for Co. A, 4-3 Inf. when they discovered an enemy basecamp, 

12 miles west of Duc Pho. 

   "We found eight hootches, a messhall with running water, and several fighting positions.  The enemy must 

have been there recently, clothes were still hanging from a line and work was being done on fortifying the 

hootches," said SGT Douglas Petrillo (Meadville, Pa.). 

   A search of the camp by the "Old Guard" uncovered 12,000 rounds of AK-47 ammo and 1 1/2 tons of rice, 

which were extracted before Co. A destroyed the camp. 

   FREDERICK HILL--The 196th Inf. Bde. tallied three NVA and 12 VC killed for the day. 

   Search missions in the OZ uncovered eight VC killed by artillery and two NVA done in by airstrikes. 

   Co. B, 2-1 Inf. added four VC to the total in three engagements, 20 to 21 miles northwest of Tam Ky. 

   Elements of 4-31 Inf., after receiving automatic weapons fire answered back with their own calling card, a 

heavy dose of M-16 fire, killing one NVA soldier in action 15 miles west of Tam Ky. 

   C Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav. turned their might on enemy forces, 11 miles northwest of Tam Ky and 

accounted for 10 VC killed. 

    GENEVA PARK--F Trp., 8th Cav. accounted for three VC killed in separate incidents, nine to ten miles 

northwest and nine miles west of Quang Ngai. 

   LAMAR PLAIN--Co. C, 1-502 Inf., 1st Bde., 101st Airborne Division reported finding the body of one NVA, 

17 miles southwest of Tam Ky.

   C Co., 4-21 Inf, engaged and killed one NVA and captured his AK-47, while working in a marsh-covered 
area four miles south of Duc Pho. 
   A recon platoon from 3-1 Inf, while operating in the jungles five miles west of Duc Pho, received automatic 
weapons fire. 
   The platoon returned the fire and killed one NVA soldier. 
   The last encounter of the day occurred at 1920 hours when D Co., 1-20 Inf engaged three VC, three miles 
north of Duc Pho. 
   D Co. managed to bring down one of the VC. 
   At 0545 hours yesterday morning, LZ Bronco, headquarters for the 11th Inf. Bde., received three 140mm 
rockets. 
   No casualties or damages were reported. 
   FREDERICK HILL--Five VC were killed and the body of another found in the area of the 196th Inf. Bde. 
   "Blue Ghost" helicopters from F Trp. 8th Cav. reported the heaviest action of the day when they killed 
three VC while operating in a mountainous region 12 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   A sister element, D Co., called in artillery on an unknown size enemy force 17 miles northwest of Tam Ky, 
which resulted in the death of one VC.  [D 2-1 Inf called in artillery on approximately 20 enemy,  KIA and 
secondary explosions were reported in the division TOC s2/s3 reports] 
  A Ranger element from G Co., 75h Inf. (Rangers), while working in the Operation Frederick Hill area, 
reported killing one VC in the mountains 11 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   GENEVA PARK--One VC was reported killed by airstrikes in the area of the 198th Inf. Bde. 
   Air Force CPT Barry G. Flanary (Wilson, Okla.) directed the airstrike five miles west  of Quang Ngai City.

   In their latest VIP effort, the first platoon of C Co., 5-46, reported receiving 10 M-14 mines, nine 82mm 
mortar rounds, one 81mm mortar round, 30 M-79 rounds, and several Chicom hand grenades.   
   LAMAR PLAIN--C Co., 1-46 Inf, engaged six NVA in the mountains 12 miles south of Tam Ky. 
   The "Professionals" of the 198th Bde. reported bringing down one of the NVA.

   IRON MOUNTAINðAt 1345 yesterday afternoon, C Co., 4-21 Inf working in jungles six miles, south of Duc 
Pho, found a bunker type hootch. 
   When the ñGimletsò approached the hootch, four VC ran out.  The company managed to bring down one 
of the enemy soldiers, but the other three escaped. 
   A Co., 1-20 Inf, accounted for the only other kill of the day in the 11th Bde. AO when they killed a lone VC, 
seven miles north northwest of Duc Pho. 
   SP4 Gerald Barling (Kennard, Ind.) and SP4 Thomas Dotegowski (Newark, N.J.), of B Co., 1-20 Inf, where 
manning a bunker west of Duc Pho, when a man approached their bunker with a poncho over his head. 
   Both men kept an eye on the stranger and noticed that he had some type of uniform on under the poncho.  
So, armed with M-16ôs they walked out to meet the intruder. 
   He had a Chieu Hoi pamphlet in his hand and was unarmed.  However, he did have a rucksack on his 
back. 
   He told the Americal soldiers that he was from the 74th Co., 75th Bn., 5th Rgmt.  It was determined later 
that the Hoi Chanh was from the 7th Bn., 22nd Rgmt. 
   The Hoi Chanh also said that he was an ammo bearer with his company and after seeing the lights on LZ 
Liz, walked away from his company and towards the fire base. 
   His pack contained an aiming sight and miscellaneous gear. 
   LAMAR PLAIN ï Alpha Company of the 1st Bn., 502nd Inf., found the body of one NVA soldier who had 
been killed by airstrikes and a rocket propelled grenade launcher yesterday for the only action in the Lamar 
Plain area. 
   The enemy soldier and RPG were found in the dense jungles located 22 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   GENEVA PARK ï B Co., of the 198th Inf. Bde.ôs 1st Bn., 6th Inf., while searching a mountainous area 12 
miles west of Chu Lai, found a World War I 8mm French rifle and an accessory case. 
   The case contained miscellaneous clothing, including four NVA uniforms and an NVA had with a red star 
on it.

   Elsewhere, action remained light as Americal troopers killed 12 NVA, two VC, and captured 11 individual 
weapons. 
   LAMAR PLAIN ï Equipment uncovered at the basecamp included three M-2 carbines, two 90mm 
recoilless rifles, six pairs of binoculars, three periscopes, and a box of blasting caps. 
   Also found in the area were one NVA grave and several enemy documents. 
   Approximately 100 meters from the basecamp area, B Co. found a complex of six hootches. 
   After searching the hootches, the unit found a British sub-machinegun, 12 Chicom hand grenades, several 
canteens, one sleeping bag, cooking utensils, and a Communist propaganda book. 
   Shortly after the find, D Co. was called in to help out in the search.  D Co. uncovered a Russian sub-
machinegun, two destroyed ADk-47ôs, one RPG round, one anti-personal mine, several AK-47 rounds, 
medical supplies, a pair of swimming trunks, an enemy diary, and one pair of womenôs panties. 
   In the only contact in the Lamar Plain area, A Co., 1-502 Inf, killed one NVA while searching an area 25 
miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   IRON MOUNTAINðLZ Bronco, headquarters for the 11th Inf. Bde., was the target of an NVA sapper team 
at 0230 hours yesterday. 
   CPT Barry Gasdek (Loyalhanna, Pa.) [Historian note: D 4/21 Inf veteran who received the DSC award] , 
base defense officer at LZ Bronco, said, ñGround radar picked up enemy movement, but it was too close for 
artillery strikes, so we fired approximately 900 rounds of 4.2mm mortar fire at them.ò 
   SP4 James C. Dawson (Charlotte, Tenn.) was manning the gate bunker when he saw two enemy 
approaching. 
   ñThey were walking down the road towards our bunker when myself and the other guy in the bunker 
opened up on them,ò he said. 
   At dawn, two NVA were found dead lying a short distance from the bunker. 
   PFC Hugh T. Brown (Riverside, Calif.) and SGT Roselina Pizzillo (North Arlington, N.J.) were on guard in 
a bunker nearby. 
   ñI heard movement to our front and fired at it,ò stated SGT Pizzillo.  ñWhen I fired, the noise stopped.ò 
   A short while later, Pizzillo and Brown received AK-47 fire.  The two guards and APCôs from E Trp., 1st 
Cav., who were patrolling nearby, fired on the position and silenced the enemy fire. 
   A search of the area at dawn revealed the bodies of four NVA soldiers and two AK-47ôs and AK-50ôs. 
   Elsewhere in the 11th Bde AO, ñWarlordsò of B Co., 123rd Avn. Bn., spotted an NVA dressed in a green 
uniform trying to run towards a spider hole. 
   He was taken under fire and killed.  The action took place six miles south of Duc Pho. 
   The Command and Control helicopter of the 26th Engr. Bn received small arms fire six miles west of 
Quang Ngai City.  The ship returned fire and killed one VC. 
   C Co., 3-1 Inf found three NVA bodies seven miles southwest of Duc Pho.  Two had been killed by artillery 
and were two weeks old.  The third had been killed by airstrikes and was less than 48 hours old.

   D Co., 1-52 Inf, found and destroyed 10 bunkers, five tunnels, a 250-pound bomb, and several assorted 
rounds of small arms ammunition, five miles west of Quang Ngai City yesterday. 
   198th Bde. Air Force FACS directed airstrikes yesterday which destroyed a total of 49 structures, five 
bunkers, and caused one secondary fire.

   CHU LAI (AMERICAL IO)ð Another day of light and scattered action was experienced in southern I Corps 
as Americal Division soldiers killed nine NVA and an equal number of VC. 
   LAMAR PLAINðñProfessionalsò from A Co., 1-46 Inf, spotted and estimated force of 62 NVA while 
searching the mountains 13 miles southwest of Tam Ky. 
   Aerial rocket artillery was called in on the position, and six of the enemy soldiers were killed. 
   Elsewhere in the Lamar Plain area, D Co., 1-501 Inf, killed one NVA in a brief encounter which took place 
11 miles south of Tam Ky. 
   Ten minutes later in that same area, ? Co. of the same unit found the body of an NVA that had been killed 
by small arms fire. 
   The only other contact occurred at 1700 hours ten miles southwest of Tam Ky when B Trp. 2-17, engaged 
and killed a lone NVA. 
   FREDERICK HILLðñPolar Bearsò from D Co., 4-31 Inf, engaged five VC in the thick triple canopy jungles 
30 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   Only one of the Communists managed to escape, as D Co. killed four of the enemy. 
   D Trp., 1st Sqdn., 1st Cav., working in an area 10 miles west-northwest of Tam Ky, found the bodies of 
two VC who had been killed by artillery fire.  The VC had been dead for four days. 
   Alpha Company, 4-31 Inf, found 1,700 pounds of rice while sweeping an area 24 miles west of Tam Ky. 
   The rice was in bags and crocks and found buried in and around hootches. 
   The final action in the 196th Bde. area took place 15 miles west of Tam Ky, when ñGimletsò from C Co., 3-
21 Inf, engaged and killed a VC who was trying to evade. 
   IRON MOUNTAINðThe only major action of the day in the 11th Bde. AO occurred at 0545 hours when a 
recon element of 4-21 Inf, spotted three VC evading from an area seven miles south of Duc Pho. 
   The ñGimletsò fired on the trio, killing one. 
   B Co., 1-20 Inf, while on a sweep five miles north of Duc Pho, discovered a small basecamp. 
   In the camp was found enough rice to feed a squad size element for a couple of days, medical supplies, 
and an assortment of batteries. 
   Four hours later, A Co., 4-3 Inf, found another basecamp nine miles northwest of Duc Pho.  Found were 
three mosquito nets, an entrenching tool, two NVA shirts, four Navy ponchos, five pairs of socks, and a 
bottle of ink. 
   GENEVA PARKðñBlue Ghostò choppers from F Trp., 8th Cav., killed an evading VC 10 miles north-
northwest of Quang Ngai City for the only enemy casualty in the 198th Bde. area. 
   Elements from 1-52 Inf, searching in the same area, found an additional 15 bunkers and three spider 
holes. 
   While on a search and clear mission 11 miles northwest of Quang Ngai, B Co., 1-52 Inf, found a booby-
trapped 105mm round with a vine attached to it being used as a trip wire.
